These Bills Make Sense

The Times is pleased that the county’s two State
Representatives, W. J. Reynolds and Fred Gear-
hieart, have introduced the two items of legisla-
tion which they are sponsering. They have not
thunen to dabble with quixotic legislation or

vital to the state and this section.

Thelr bill to increase from 16 to 18 vears the
age when boys'and girls are subject to the com-
plilsory school law hits a powerful blow at sehool
dropouts. This is a problem which has deep na-
tional implications and which has caused deep
concern. The General Assembly will do well to
let state law do its part toward keeping young-
sters in school until they at least are 18,

means, ok distributing the same amount. of money
per mile to'a mountain couuty that is allocated to

ridiculous, for the simple reason that mountain
road construction is far more costly than the same
work when done over rolling or level terrain,

W. Lee_l Roberts, Distinguished East Kentuckian

W. Lee Roberts, one of Floyd county’s most pop-
ular men, was born at Honaker, Ixentucky, a son  of
Henderson and Ann Havwood Roberts. He was a cou-
sin of Judge Green Haywood, F loyd native and Chief
Justice of the World Court at The Hague, The Nether-
lands.

Robetts served a term as  Floyd County Attorney
and beeame a candidate for Commonwealth’s Attor-
ney but died in 1916 of a heart attaek the evening pre-
cedmg the election. The voters, the next day, not know-
ing of his death, gave him a lalge majority.

It was Roberts who accompanied A. 0. Stanley,
candidate for Governor, on the now famous mule 1‘1de
through Beaver Creek to Hindman. The trip is eredited
with turning the tide for Stanley over J udge Edwin P.
Morrow by a mere 478 votes.

IN JOB LOSS

Governor Says Friends
Among Losers of Jobs;
Some Layoffs Seasonal

Acknowledging that a number
of his friends have lost their
state jobs, Goyv. Edward T.
Breathitt says there is no over-
all pattern to the ewrrent wave
of dismissals.

“This is purely a fiscal mat-
ter," he said, '*Of course, T hope
for eonsideration for my friends.
but T won't pressure my com-
missioners fo hire them unless
they're needed.”

Breathitt said there are no per-
cenfage figures and no fixed goal.
Some departments need to cub
down on workers and ofhers
ghould ‘expand, he said,

“I had no choice," Breathitt
said. “I made a promise to the

He said that in the spirit of
the merit system, there have
