Much More Remains To Be Done

No section of Kentucky iz more keenly aware
of the need for copservation than Floyd and those
other counties which comprise the Seventh distriet.
As proof of this statement, we offer the figures sub-
mitted by the Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources: In the Seventh district, during May, 55
persons were arrested by conservation officers, and
courts and juries of the district convicted exactly
po—all of them.

No other district of the Commonwealth came
near this perfect record.

This awareness here in the Seventh has come
about as a vesult of long years of education. Con-
servation officers, supervisors, school teachers,
farmers—so many have talked conservation that
there has become a gpecial sort of opprobrium at-
tached to offenses against the laws protecting fish
and game,

And on top of all that there is another educat-
ing factor. This is the obvious and crying need for
conservation. Only the blind could fail to see it;
only the most uncaring could fail te react to if,

But public sentiment has not moved deeply
enough into all areas of conservation. Other grow-
ing thines. the trees that need so many years in
which to grow, fail to claim the interest—we might
sav, affection—that the wild things of field and
stream and forest held. We continue to be profli-
gate and unthinking with the soil on which so mueh
depends.

We are tough on the poacher, the stream dyna-
miter, the fellow who flaunts the law in his fish-
ing and hunting. And we should be, But we lose
sight of some other crimes which are far more
venal than these. The man who wantonly or neg-
ligently sets woods and fields to burning, the mine
which destrovs the land, ecuts the hillsides. turns
leose into what were once clear and productive
streams acid waters, silt, coal dust—how careful
we often are to look for a reason, an extenuating
circumstance for these offenses.

Who deserves merey the more—an ignorvant, un-
caring man who kills a squirrel out of season or
an educated man who is equally uncaring and kills
off the heauties and the resources of the land for
miles around ?

But ours is not the only inconsistency, The fed-
eral’ government is the outstanding example. Ca-
joling; threatening, prodding, U. 8. authorities have
pushed many the community into effective control
at great expense of its sewage to prevent stream
pollution. And we have no criticism of that—this
pollution is a national disgrace. But the same gov-
ernment cannot, or will not, stop a Virginia coal
mine from unloading coal dust into the Big Sandy
River which erosses state lines and affects the lives
of many thousands. Nor does it curb industrial pol-
lution in all parts of the land.

Floyd county citizens, officers and courts have
on oecasion worked effectively to combat river
pollution, but they need help from an authority
which ean cross state lines.

Indeed it would appear that our awareness of

‘the situation is keener than Washington’s.
