Floyd county has a wide variety of road needs

ﬂ but two reutes are in such condition that they de-

| serve immediate and ‘careful consideration h\f the

Department of Highways. These are Ky. 404 from

the junction with Ky. 114 to David and Ky. 7 from

‘! Bosco to the surfaced section of that road at the
mouth of Raccoon on Salt Liek Cresk.

Considered in the order in which they are here
listed :

Ky. 404 is that narrow, twisting route which was
largely a hasty improvisation done in the 1940's
ta serve the mining town of David. Oyer this dan-

’l gerous road school buses must run and, beginning
in late August, transport to sehoel and back home,
daily, every child of school age in that part of the
populous Middle Creek section. Drive the road to-
dav and you wonder how a vehicle a8 large as a
sehool bus will be able to meet and pass other traf-

, fic. You shudder at the thought of a loaded bus

. plunging down high embankments which have not
a semblance of a guard-rail,

Ky. 7, on the other hand, is a comparatively new
highway, reasonably straight and wide. Here, the
great problem, and problem it is, is dnst,

This is the route now followed by all traffic from
the upper Right Beaver Creek section of Floyd and
Knott counties on the way to the Mountain Park-
way and the Blue Grass and by miners travelling
to and from Magoffin and Breathitt county employ-
ment, The traffic is heavy, and the result is a cloud
of dust, by day and night. Homes and vegetation
along the route lie deep in a coating of dust. There
are many dusty roads in Kentucky, we realize, and
we. have seen our part of them, but never h‘we we
seen one so heavily travelled as Ky, 7.

If inhalation of dust is harmful Lo huomans, tes-
piratory and other ailments may result, Pride in
home and its exterior appearance ‘is utter vdmty
there, for no paint of whatever color or permanence
can compete with the dust.
