In the decade since> he entered public life, Barry .M. 
Goldwater has been telling the American people things 
that many of them have not enjoyed hearing. 

For he has not seen politics as the art of misleading 
the American people, or as the trick of using the peo­
ple's money to buy the people's votes, or as the science 
oi manipulating public "images."

And now the re­
tiree finds himselC penalized if he earns enough to buy 
himself a good cigar. 

They began by "helping" the restive downtrodden. 
And now the streets of our cities have become veritable 
Jungles. 

Is thiS the America we inherited? 
Is this t he America we want to bequeath to our 

grandchildren'? 
For daring even to ask these questions, Barry Gold­

water has become the most slandered man in Am erican 
political history.
