ple of that village it is a hope 
for a better life.

E. R. Price, late manager of the 'Vheehvright mine property of 
inland Steel Company, hPgan his career in the mines of Consolida­
tion Coal Company in Pennsylvania in 1906, vms promoted through 
the engineering- department until 1917 when he was sent to Van 
Lear as manager. He became manager of thr 'Vheelwright proper­
ties in 1928 for Elk Hom Coal Company and was retained by Inland 
when that firm acquired the former in 1930. The town of Wheel­
wright ,~,-as founded in 1916 by Elk Horn. It was under Price's lead­
ership that Wheelwright \vas made a model mining town. 

Price was a civic leader of the area, served as trustee of Berea 
College, 1·egent of .:\forehead State College, trustee of Pine Moun­
tain Settlement School and was active in the Bov Scout movement.
