Se~tember 10, Henry Ward had 

served continuously as commis­
sioner of Highways longer than 
any other perso-n. 

And he is the only person in 
the 52-year history of Kentucl<Y 
road bullding to be a·ppoirrted 
Highway Commissioner bY suc­
cessive state administrations. 

J. Stephen Watkins. now head 
of a Lexington consulting engi­
neering- firm, was highway com­
missioner fot· fOoUl' years and two 
day.s, This ·wa.s from ·1943 to 1947 
inclusi l'e under the state's last 
Eepulblican Governor, Simeon S. 
Willis. 

Kentucky's 'first highway chief 
was Robert C. Terrell. 'ills title 
was Commissioner of PubEc 
Wot·ks and he was a;ppointed to 
head the new agency 1by Gover­
nor James B. McCreary on June 
12, 191J.o2, according to the first 
biennial report published by the 
agency, Terrell held the post un­
til July 1, 1916-a total of four 
years and ten days. 

By the end of the week. then, 
Commissioner Ward will have 
ecli.psed Terrell's tenure, thus 
becoming Kentucky's l o n g e s t 
serving highway boss in one 
stretch. 

"Maybe the correct term would 
be 'longest-suffering' highway 
cC>mmissioner," Ward said when 
told of his impending record.
