I Frankfort - The completion 
of giant Kentucky Dam in 1945 

I marked the birth of a tourist 
I magnet that last year pulled 

over four-million visitors to 
l Marl'hall county. 

The magnet is 158.300-acre 
1 Kentucky Lake. formed by the 

dam on the county's eastern 
border, and the two State re­
sort parks built on the shores 
of the lake in Marshall county 
- Kentucky Dam Village and 
Kenlake. (A third State park 
m the county - Cherokee -
has been merged with Kenlake 
and now serves as a group 
camp facility.) 

The result of the lake and 
its recreational pulling-power 

I has had a profound economic 
' impact on Marshall county, 

according to a report just re­
leased by the State Depart­
ment of P·arks. 

Prepared by Phillip W. Jeff­
ress, Fulton, a g r a d u a t e 
student at the University of I 

' Kentucky, working toward the 
master's degree in eco11omics, 
the study aims to outline the 
general over-all g r o w t h of 
Marshall county and to pin­
point what part is due to 
tourism as an industry. 

Jeffress was employed by 
the Parks Department t h i s 
summer to make the study. 

' He has been wo1·king on it 
since late May. I 

He concludes that much of 
the county's economic growth 
can be traced d i r e c t I y to 
tourism. 

"'I11e average per-capita in­
come of Marchall county re­
sidents rose from 44 in the 

I 
state in 1954 to third in 1962," J 

the report said, with an in-
l crease m total personal in­

come of 2oo n;:. 
) During the same period em­

ployment in tourist-patronized 
business rose over 900r< . I 

This figure is compared by 
the report to an increase of 

I 360 <cc i11 employment in all in­
dustries in Marshall county 
for the same period and 18 o/c 
in all industries for the state 
as a whole, 

In addition, the study shows 
population in the county has 

I remained relatively steady, 
rising only from 16,602 in 1940 
to 16,736 at the 1960 census. 

Most of the county's non­
tourist industrial gain is traced 
by the report to the growing 
chemical complex around Cal-~ 

1 vert City. 
"The construction of State I 

parks in Marshall county has 
created almost 400 new jobs 
in the parks alone," the re­
port said. Last year the com-

. bined payroll to employees of 
the parks t here was just 
under a half-million dollars." 

No less than 65 new motels 
have been built in Marshall 
county since 1945 when there 
were n<'ne, the report asserted. 

"The construction of restau­
rants. theaters, service stations, 
gift shops and o t h e r such 
establishments have come as 
a direct result of the tourist 
business. 

''S a 1 e s in gasoline, food, 
beverages, and recreation have 
doubled and tripled,'' the re­
port added, "and these are 
only minor examples of the 
kind of g row t h for which 
tourism is responsible." 

The report points out that 
wholesale and retail s a l e s 
show a marked increase dur - , 
ing the summer months when 
the parks are most heavily I 
visited. 1 

"Retail grocery s a 1 e s last 
year for July, when tourist 
business was the heaviest, 
were 67.1 % above the low 
month of January. 

"Grocery sales in non-tourist 
counties usually fall off in the 
summer months," the report 
added. 

Marked increases in real 
property assessments (46 % 
since 1951, compared with a 
28% rise for all Kentucky 
counties). tax receipts (enough 
to enable the county to pay 
cash for its new courthouse 
at Benton, the county seat), 
and commercial bank deposits 
(from $4.8 million in 1950 to 
$20.6 million in 1964), were 
also listed in the report as 
evidence of the economic im-
