Created by the 1964 Legisla-
fure, the CRA was directed to

make 4 report of its study to the |-

1966 Legislature convening Jan-
uary 4. The new Legislature will
decide how to submit the new
document to the voters for adop-
tion or rejection.

There are two ways the Legis-
lature might do this. One would
be to submit the CRA draft to a
convention of 100 elected dele-|
gates for approval before final!
submission fto the voters. The
other would be to put the ques-
tion directly to the voters.

The 1964 Legislature, in creat-
ing the revision assembly of 50
members—death of former Gov-

ernor Simeon Willis reduced the
number to 49—felt it was meet- |
ing a widespread demand to‘
modernize the Conlmonwealths|
75-year-old document., |

CRA Chairman Earle C. Cle- |

ments, in substantiation of this
view, noted that while three at-
tempts to bring about constitu-
tion revision had failed in the
last 35 years, each failure had
been by a diminishing margin— |
only three percent in 1960, year
of the last attempt. |

At it's last meeting on Decem- |
ber 9, preceding fhe current re- |
cess, the CRA deleted mention |
of present county offices in the |
proposed new charter for the de- |
clared purpose of achieving what
was called the highest possible
degree of home rule.

The proposal said, however,
that every county office speei-
fied in the present constitution
shall remain intact for one full
term affer the new document
becomes effective, if it does.

An exception was the office of
Commonwealth’s Attorney. This

eight-year term, instead of the
preésent six  years, would be
paid a salary by the state and
be forbidden to engage in pri-
vate prdctice.

Other proposals approved by
the CRA reduce elections from
one each year to one every two
years and would add wiretapping
and other types of -electronic
eavesdropping to the invasions
of privacy now forbidden by the
Bill of Rights.

The last day’s debate ended
with adoption of a proposal that
the inability of a governor to
serve would be determined by a
majority of the state’s highest
court upon written request under
oath by the state auditor, attor-
ney general and a doctor of
medicine, or any two of them.

The court also would be im-
powered to determine upon its
own initiative “if and when the
disability ceases.”” Such court
determination, it was specified,
**shall be final and conclusive.”

more information,” Bivin said.

Bivin reporfed that more than
700 insurance companies are li- ¢
censed to do business in Kentue- |
ky by the State Insurance De- .
partment. By Mairch 1 of every
year, each company licensed
must file under oath a statement
L of its financial condition as of
| December 31 of the preceding
year. By July 1, the license date,
' the department reviews these
statements, “to the extent pos-
sible with the existing staff.”

Detailed examinations of Ken-
tucky companieés are required
once every four years or oftener
if the department orders. In lieu |
of examination of a non-Kentuc-
' ky company, the department can

specific company.
