One of the greatest services Kentucky could ren­
de}' the public would be the puhlication of the tax 
u~.<:e:'l:'mE>nt listings of property. 

Only through publicity covel'ing names, posses­
sion~ anrl amounts can the Department of Revenue 
and county tax commissioners hope to attain as­
se::1sment equalization without year,; of hard, pains­
taking work. 

lt is true that the law provides penalties for the 
taxpayer who makes a false statement in listing 
his property for taxation. But what tax commis­
,;ioner or other electerl official will haYe the temer­
ity to level the accusing finger at a voter, accuse 
him of lying anrl then carry the accm;;ation into 
com-t? 

L ntil full and completely honest as.•;;essment is 
effec-terl, the situation, to put it bluntly, will con­
tinue to be this: 

The biggest liar ·will pay the least taxes. 
No leg·islation. not eYen the Ten Commandments, 

ha.R ~neceeded in establishing morals, and this in­
cludes that Yirtue which places the value of one's 
oath abo\·e the cost of taxes. 

Let every taxpayer go on record, in the full glare 
of publicity, before his neighbors. Give public opin­
ion a chance to right those inequities which the law 
will be a long time finding and eYen longer eradi­
cating. 

There's More Than One Problem 
Stephen F. Dunn, president of the National Coal 

Association, made a strong case of it for coal in a 
letter to the editor of The New York Times after a 
Times editorial l)ad inferred that use of coal in 
New York City would create an air-pollution prob­
lem. He wrote: 

Your November 24 editorial, "More Power for New 
York," conveys an erroneous impression. You state that 
smoke and soot aTe "inevitable with coal ~d to some ex­
tent with oil," and that the abatement of "smoke-soot nuis­
ance" from .coal-burning plants is ''imperfect at best." 

To draw a true comparison, you shouid weigh the mer­
its of a modern and efficient coal-burning plant with an 
atomic power plant. The new Ravenswood plant of Con­
solidated Edison, which will bum coal, "ill be 99.5 per cent 
efficient in Us soot and ash collection. This may be "imper­
fect at best" but when compared with possible problems 
connected with an atomic power plant, 99.5 is very close 
to perfect. 

Coal plants are known to be safe. The insurance com­
panies \\ill sell whatever public liability coverage is desired. 
Atomic power plants require $500 million Government in­
surance and a "no recourse" provision of the law which 
denies to the public the right to recover for any damages 
in excess of $560 million. 

New Yorkers understandably are concerned about air 
pollution and about antiquated equipment which produces 
smoke, soot and dirt. But you leave unfair inferences when 
you compare new atomic power plants with outmoded coal­
or oil-fired plants, while ignoring the safety problems con­
nected with atomic plants.

Heard at close range, the song 
can be described as follows: It 
is introclucPc! by a mournful 
"00-ah! •· which set~ the pace 
for the sad lamentation. Onr has 
to he close to the bird to catch 
the "Oo-ah" introduction. Then 
the song is rendered with three 
mcurnful coos: "Coo·oo, Coo-oo, 
Coo!" Thr. fii·st two "coos" arc 
drawn out. By combining the 
deep sound of double a, with the .
