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NATURE TRAILS

| THE FEATHERED WALTON
| OF THE BIRD KINGDOM

The other day I heard the
(loud, noisy rattle of a kingfisher
. along the creek, and soon I got
a chance to watch him in ac-
tion. He was flying low. His
loud, rattling cries were about
as musical as the sound of a
lawnmower. Suddenly he dived
into a pond and speared a small
fish. He flew with his wriggling
catch fo a tree, whacked it on
the limb a few time to stop its
struggles and then proceeded to
swallow it whole,

The Eastern belted kingfisher,
as he is called, is a plump,
stout, sturdy bird, heavy of
body, about 12 inches long, with
a4 'big bill that is 4s formidable
as a spear. He is bluish-gray on
the back and has a ragged crest
that always locks touselled and
ir need of brushing back. The
male wears a white collar, which
is bordered by a blue-gray band:
below this, there is a white band
across the breast, which runs
into white streaks down both
sides. The white belly is bordered
by buffy streaks, and the squar-
ish tail is short and stubby, but
loriger than the short, blunt
| wings.

The kingfisher is the favorite
bird of country boys around the
fold swimmin' hole, and his loud,
| noisy rattlihg tune is a familiar
isound along creeks and rivers.
|He is an expert fisherman, the
Isaac Walton of the bird world,
 but he doesn’t fish for sport. He
follows it solely as a means of
earning a living, The small fish
he takes are usually creek chubs,
hogsuckers, chokes, silversides
and various minnows, all mostly

worthless to the professional
angler.
The Kkingfishey shows some

skill as & eivil engineer as he
establishes the bounds of his
fishing terriory and will drive
‘out other kingfishers that dare
to t{respass upon his fishing
rights. Fishing is a serious busi-
ness with him, his daily meat.
and there are never enough fish
to cateh; so he cannot be blamed
for guarding his domain against
the poachers.

Mamma Kingfisher shows
much thrift as a housewife, as
she saves the scraps—fish scales
and bones for use in decorating
the nest. Kingfishers tunnel from
51X to 10 feet deep into the sandy
banks of streams to make a bur-
row for their nest. They have
keen eyes and theirs is perhaps
as good as a hawk’s. They are
also expert marksmen. Often one
will make a high dive from a
perch 40 feet or more and never
miss the catch. These birds sel-
dom migrate but spend the win-
ter in their natural ranging
grounds,

THE ANNUAL CICADAS

I heard my first cicada sing-
ing on June 23, These are called.
locally, *jarflies,” or ‘“‘harvest-
flies,” and they sing their weird.
long-sustained bass songs high in
the treetops, and on the most
sultry summeir days. They sing
all through the listless days
called, ““‘Dog Days,”” when all the
birds have folded up their musie
boxes and quit. When it's too
hot for the birds to sing, it is
just right for Mr. Jarfly. Their
loud, whirring songs seem to
suit the mood of the hot August
days. They also furnish meat for
the larder of the big cicada kill-
ers, called “‘sand hornets.” These
are fierce wasps and they cap-
ture the cicadas, give them a
paralyzing sting square in the
belly, then drag the still alive
but paralyzed insect to their bur-
rows in the sand, lay their eggs
under the legs of the cicada. and
when the eggs hateh, the larvae
of the wasps have fresh meat at
hand. Perhaps the poison of the
sting helps to preserve the meat
from spoiling.
~ Cicadas, or jarflies, are large
lnsects with bulging, compound
eyes and gauzy wings that slope
each way like the roof of a
house. The cicadas are drums-
mers of the hot summer days.
But, in late afternoons. their
songs take on a sound as if they
are twanging on a bass banjo's
taut strings. They have a pair
of vibrating membranes in their
thorax, which they manipulate
by strong museles and amplify
the sound-produeing mechanism
inside their bodies by forcing
out the air.

They have strong, short legs
and a thick, heavy bedy. Some-
times in late summer, after they
have nearly sung themselves to
death, they drop down among
the Wjeeds. and then it is they
can give a person walking near-
by the scare of his life by mak-
ing a sudden whir like a coiled

rattler. I have been scared out

of my wits by & big jarfly hid-
aen in weeds. Cicadas are eaten
y grackles, English sparrows,
birds.
I call them the “‘roisterin’, bois-
terous rowdies of the
Summer days."”

DR. GOBLE ON A FAVORITE HORSE
(From a photo taken near the close of the Civil War)

When the Civil War broke out Dr. Isaac Goble, one of the pioneer

medical men in Eastern Kentucky, was practicing in Floyd and Johnson
