MINE BILL
IS OPPOSED

Sen. Cooper Testifies
Against Proposed Law
. To Give U.S. Authority

Senator John Sherman Cooper
testified before the house labor
committee last Thursday, op-
posing the bill which would
place small eoal mines, employ-
ing fewer than 14 miners, under
the authority of the federal gov-
| ernment. \

P Senaror Coopér, who has suc-
cessfully opposed similar bills in
the Senate, told the committee:

“Phe bill sought by the federal

bill at all. To the contrary, it
will reduce safety measures in
'the small coal mines that sur-
vive. It will close these mines
and throw thousands of miners
jout of work.”

{ Cooper pointed out that the
safety record of the small mines
is better than that of the larger
mines which are already under
the administration of the federal
bureau. ‘“This is true because the
state. mine safety division 1is
familiar with conditions in small
mines. Kentucky officials make
more inspections of Kentucky
mines in one year than the fed-
eral burean makes in the entire
nation.”

This bill would ‘require small
mine owners to make thousands
of dollars of unneeded expendi-
fures, and would apply to them
standards not required for safety,
but upon which the federal di-
rector could close tlle mines,”
Cooper declared. “Forty-five
percent of the coal produced in
Kentucky comes from these
small mines, which employ 16,-
500 miners. To throw these men

B ACID WATER
AREA THREAT

Federal Study Shows

Appalachia’s Streams
Are Made Inadequate

Acid drainage from mines and
the problem of floods pose dif-
ficulfies for the future of the
Appalachian region, government
water specialists said this week.

“In Pennsylvania, West Vir-
ginia, Kentucky and elsewhere
in Appalachia, acid mine drain-
age is contaminating streams
and rendering them inadeqguate
for general use,” said William
J. Schneider, a Geological Sur-
vey hydrologist.

Schneider and his associates
have just complefed an 1ll-page
report on water resources of the
Appalachian region.

mine drainage, the authors said
the condition exists in areas
where coal has been left exposed
through mining. The exposure
iriggers a chemical reaection
forming sulphuric aeid.

Rainfall and runoff carry the
acid into streams, where it has
a deleterious effect on flora and
fauna and shortens the life of
bridges, pipes, piers, boats and
almeost anything it touches.

“Geological survey data shows
that the Monongahela River,
draining pants of West Virginia
and Pennsylvania, empties over
200,000 tons of sulphuric acid into
the Ohio River each year,”
Schneider said.

The survey team also reported
that more than six million acres
of lowlands are flooded on an
average of at least once every 10
yvears. The hydrologists expressed
belief that further development
of Appalachia may ageravate
flood problems and inecrease
flood damage unless measures
are taken to regulate stream
flow.

The report says an average of
150 billion gallons of water leave
Appalachia each day as flow in
rivers. Based on current national
averages, this is enough to sup-
'ply six times the water needs of
|the area’s present population of
(15.5 million.

‘ The report said geography will
continue to influence the region’s
| development., Growth of com-
'munities and transportation
routes generally has besen limit-

Information in such complaints must include the place, time and
date of violation, the person, persons or company committing the viola-
tion. your name and address.

|IN STATE HOMECOMINGS

Frankfort—One of the
events on the 1965 Kentucky
Homecoming Year calendar
became a tradition in the
Commonwealth 30 years ago.

The event is the Laurel
County Homecoming, pio-
neered at Levi Jackson State
Park near London in August
1935, under the light of a full
moon. It is Kentucky’s oldest
continuous homecoming cele-
bration,

That year 5,000 Laurel
countians gathered for the oc-
casion. In 1950, 30,000 people

converged on _London for the

homecoming, enjoying the
three days of friendship, feast-
ing, ahd entertainment in
spite of the colossal traffic
jam around the small com-
munity and park.

Such is the pull of the Laur-
el county celebration, born in
the dark Depression days of
the 1930’s. 'I'his year, on Au-
gust 13, 14 and 15, the county
will be host again, for the 31st
time, on the week-end when
the tull moon shines.

Corps.

Laurel county' counts that
day as its first homecoming.
Twice in its history—in 1944
and 1949—the calendar gave
no full-moon week-end in Au-
gust and ‘the homecoming
shifted to early September to
preserve its original atmos-
phere, There were no street
lights, nor floodlights in the
park in the early days and the
gathering had needed the full
moon.

The London Fire Depart-
ment continued to sponsor the
event until 1939 when an asso-
ciation was incorporated, sell-
ing issue shares at $1 each. Al-

were {two memorable years:
the 1937 reenactment of a
class in the McGuiffey Reader
conducted by Professor D. R.
Hammack and some of his old
pupils, and a 1938 saga of aged
mail carriers who retraced on
horseback the star-mail routes
they had followed 60 and
more years before. The car-
riers, George Ohler, 88, Jerry
Parker, 82, and Mack Barnett,
76, rode to Somerset, Barbour-
ville, and Williamsburg, creat-
ing small sensations. Pictures
of their feat told other Ken-
tuckians and the nation about
Laurel county’s homecoming.

The London Sentinel-Echo
joined as sponsor in 1939 and
its editor-publisher, Russell
Dyche, was to become the
event's patron figure. He had
helped establish park and
homecoming, and founded the
park’s Mountain Life Museum,
unique for its “library” of old
millstones. Dancers from the
Swiss colony at East Bern-
stadt came over to the 1939
week-end adding another tra-
dition that grew to attract 4,-
000 Swiss gnd Swiss-Amer-
icans in 1941 when the home-
coming program took note of
the 60th anniversary of the
colony.

Commission oen Human Rights
has urged Kentucky school
superintendents to assign
teachers without regard to
race to achieve ‘‘a genuinely
integrated school.”

In letters mailed to superin-
tendents whose districts last
year had all-Negro schools
staffed by all-Negro faculties,
the Reverend Robert W. Estill,
Commission chairman, guoted
new federal regulations pur-
suant to Title VI of the Civil
Rights Act, and said they
“definitely forbid a school dis-
trict receiving federal aid

from assigning Negro teachers |

to teach Negro children be-
cause of their race.”

Mr. Estill explained, “It is
a violation of the child’s right
for a school system to use race |
ag a basis for assigning teach-
ers. Since it is the child's |
right, superintendents cannot
properly evade it by saying
that Negro teachers pIefPI‘ to
teach Negro children.”
