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We Think the Death Penalty 
Should Be Abolished 

'rHE Fl .. OYD COU:-.JTY Tll\TES agrees with Gov­
ernor Breathitt that the death penalty should be 
abolished in Kentucky. 

But we go one step farther than the Governor 
in inRisting that the law Rhould be revised so that 
the death penalty could be supplanted by a life 
term-that is to say, a tenn which means what it 
says, the entire life of the convict, without any 
pvssibility of parole or pardon. 

We think such a rhange in the law would more 
fully serve the cause of justice than the present 
('J'iminal statutory provisionR in at least two ·ways: 

First of all, it would protect society from wan­
ton, bestial killers, and punish them O\'er the years; 
next, and equally important to justice, it :vould 
eliminate a law which too often takes the hfe of 
the man without money, friends and influence, 
while failing in the cases of those who have the 
means and influence with which to protect them­
geJve:;;. 

We question the purpose of the death penalty, 
as now imposed and executed. Is it for revenge­
·'an eve for an eye"-o1· is it to serve as an example 
and fhus a:i a d'eterrent to crime? 

If the criminal's life is claimed to exact revenge, 
then the society that kills him is a killer, as bestial 
as he. 

If the execution at the hands of the :;;tate is to 
sho\v to other criminals, present or potential, the 
awful consequences that may come upon them if 
they, too, commit murder, does the present method 
:uffice? 

\Vhy. for instance, take the criminal to a place 
far distant from the scene of his crime, there take 
him into a small chamber and in the presence of 
only a few witnesses take his life-then leave the 
fact:;; of the execution to a few, matter-of-fact par­
agraphs in the newspapers? 

If the death penalty is to be exacted, not out 
of cold revenge but to serve as a warning by ex­
ample, why not have the execution done at home, 
in the open where all may see death by law in 
action? And ,.,·hy restl'ict the mode of execution to 
the Chair? The guillotine would, we imagine, be 
no Je:;;s merciful. 

Some opponents of the Governor's stand for an 
end to capital punishment object that the crim­
inal element already is being "coddled too much." 
We agree. But we also contend that the law and 
tbo:;;e enjoined with its enforcement do not have 
to b1·eal' a man's neck to keep from coddling him. 

Long years of prison confinement and work, a 
lifetime in which to ponder his sins, if any con­
science is left, will punish the criminal as effec­
tively and protect society as adequately as the 
awful few seconds that now satisfy the law's de­
mands by taking the life of the one who took life.

DOG RACES ARE ILLEGAL. Kentucky law allows dog 
races to be ENJOINED as a public nuisance! Dogs may ruin 
your shntbs, or foul your yard, but they cannot race. Not in 
Kentucky. They would be a nuisance if they raced ... 

It is illegal to bet on boxing matches in Kentucky. It is 
illegal to sell lottery tickets. One cannot pitch coins at a crack 
in the sidewalk if it is "for keeps." One must not gamble "in 
any room, building-, float, vessel or premises" in Kentucky ex­
cept on HORSES in races licensed by the State Racing Com­
rmssion. (There is some question about gambling in a lighter­
than-air balloon or in a helicopter, but our courts would prob­
ably consider such high handedness as illegal, being OVER 
"premiseR" outlawed below!) 

Except for horse racing, there is only one type of otber 
legalized gambling allowed here. That is insurance. You "bet" 
that your house will burn and the insurance company "bets" 
that it \~ill not. You "bet" that you will have an auto accident, 
and the msurance company "bets" that you will not. The "odds" 
are changed from time to time, according to risk experience.

The pilot project was lamJcb'd 
recently wllcn lO,UOO cnttin"s of 
elderbeny plants were put into 
strip mine spoil banks of eartt 
that once contained tllc .. B,ack 
Gold" of coal -the top product of 
Eastern Kentucky. 

The cuttings were planted on 
10· acre hillside tracts owned by 
the Kentucky River Coal Salec; 
Company, near Hazard. and the 
Greer and Ellison Coal Com­
pany. neat· Whitesburg 

The small blue elderberries 
produced by the project arC' ex 
pectcd to be of commercial vaine 
within three years. A midwestern 
firm that processes and markets 
jams and jellies has agreed to 
purchase the berries. 

The increasing u~e of herbtclde 
$prays along roadways in recent 
years has led to a shortage of 
wild elderberries. Soil and eli· 
matic conditions favor the growth 
of the fruit in Eastern Kentucky 
with a minimum of cultivation. 

"Operation Elderberry" is a 
team effort.
