WHEREAS, the City of Pres­
tonsburg has, pursuant to Ordi­
nance No. 8-64, completed a 
street improvement project, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Pres·

1 olution dated, March 23, 1964, 
completed construction of City 
Parking Lots, and
