J. B. Clarke, of Prestonsburg, chairman of thl' Floyd Coun­
ty Soil Conservation District, was presented a Master Conser­
vationist Award at the last SCD meeting here. 

He received the award upon completion of 90% or more of 
all planned practices of his conservation basis plan. 

Mr. Clarke's farm, a beauty spot on the road from Lancer 
to Dewey Lake, comprises some 120 aeres. Tltis acreage is com· 
posed of 10 acres of hayland, 30 aeres pastureland, 5 acres 
miscellaneous, 75 acres woodland. 

His woodland is all protected from grazing of livestock and 
be practices good woodland management. On his pastureland 
he practices rational grazing of his 14 head of registered Angus 
cattle, which doesn't let him average his pastures. He also fol­
lows a good fertility program on both his pastureland and hay. 
land. This past year, he renovated 10 acres of bayland and ap· 
plied 500 pounds of fertilizer and two tons of lime per acre. 

Mr. Clark, who is a farmer before and after his hours in 
his law office here, developed his conservation basis plan in the 
fall of 1951.

THIS PRESSING PROBLEM 

The Flonl County Counci I f ot• Retarded Children 
ha · pre~.si"ng financial problems and its work is 
seriously hampered by lack of facilities-and still 
none of its problems are so chronic and so deep 
that a little compassion f1·om those of us who surely 
must count ourselve::; fortunate cannot solve. 

A relativelv small group spearheads the work 
of bringing to these unfortunate youngsters the 
basics of education and training which are common­
place to the ordinary chilrl. Some of t~ese are par­
ents of young-sters who :-;uffer retardatw~. So'!le are 
those rare indiYiduals who haYe the g1ft of com­
passion, those who themseh·es are whole in mind 
and body and whose lives have not been touched 
by the tragedy of having children or other loved 
ones who are handicapped, and \vho yet suffer 
with those who are le::;s fortunate than they. 

This is what \Ve a::; a people need-compassion, 
the ability to feel the blow that falls on others; 
that, and a sense of gratitude for our own indivirl­
ual ble8sings. 

'uch open hearts would open pocketbooks. The 
needs of these children-transportation, a central 
school, eYery educable or trainable child reached­
would Le met. 

The people of Floyd county are not restricted to 
any particular period of the year in this matter of 
giving for th.is cau. e. though this presen~ mom~nt 
is the best itme. i ext week, a local radio statiOn 
will resume its annual auction for the benefit of re­
tarded children. That would be a good time for 
us all to take ~tock of our attitude towa1·d others, 
especialh· those who cannot help themselves and 
who mutit depend upon people like u::; for a fight­
ing chance in a1~ unfriendly \\·orld. 

MUCH CRITICISM OF ~'RELIEF~, 
COULD BE A VOIDED 

Heard frequeutly in this county are statements 
by rer:;ons who are gene1·ally regarded as truth­
ful to the effect that the foorl stamp program, the 
emphl\ ment nf fathers of dependent ehildren anrl 
alhed welfare benefit~ a1·e dri,ing some private 
cmplo f'r. out nf bu~i11ess. fot· the .implc rea on 
that bencfidarie:-: of these progTams are finding 
prhate employmet_1t more arduous ~tnd, in _so~e 
cases, less rew ardwg than the pu bile beneftt.~ m 
which they .'\hare. 

The Times cannot l>elie,·e that it was e\·el' the 
intention of federal or tate govemments to com­
pete with private emp lore~·:-: o1· to reduce hul!lan 
beings to open me1ws, gobblmg down all that n11ght 
be offered to them. as long as if:-; free. We have 
insisted, <ill along, and still insist, that the stamp 
progmm is the best yet devised for the 1·elief of 
tho:,e in need of food. 

Hut most of these program:; are either misunder­
stovd or are being "used" by the no-goods and the 
unscru}llllotu till their real purpose is being lost. 

Is it true that i.he farme1', the builder, the small­
mine operato1· and others cannot find men to work 
becau::;e men and their familie~ are willing to cxit;t 
on food ~tamp largess and medical care and other 
benefits'.' A resume of governmental aid programs 
to the needr, stated in plain terms which are under­
stanrlable to the man in the street, would help the 
public understand what is being undertaken and 
how go\·ernment is going about it. 

To reports that some men are leaving private 
employment for the soft life of existing on hand­
outs, the Division of Public \Velfare replies that 
it has a regulation which will handle such a situa­
tion. It is thh;: Any employer who loses such an 
employee, or any \vho offers employment to an in­
dividual "on relief," and who will pay him a proper, 
or legal. wage, needs only to state in writing that 
·uch an individual quit or refused employment. 
Then san; the Dh·ision, that person is automatically 
off tl;e {velfare roll,;, or b denied assistance if he 
applies for such help. 

One of the weaknesses of this method of de­
terring men from quitting or refusing honest work 
is that the employer, or would-be employer, must 
take the initiative in reporting the case. Too many 
fear retaliation; ..;orne :-.;hrink from the responsi-
bility. ~ 

So it strikes u:-; that, ;,;ince so much i:-; being 
poured into area. such as this, the federal govern­
ment might well create other job·, and let the 
holder of these jobs devote their time to doing 
the checking on these who quit or refuse work, and 
then do their Ov\'11 reporting because it's their job 
to do so. 

The Time does not :;ugge:-;t, in a spirit of crit­
icism, a clo ·er ·crutin~ of relief rolls and a sharper 
look into how relief work ·. It believes there i • need 
and that needs ate being· met. lt is a war.e that few 
publk programs can hope to escape, eHm by mir­
acle, ·orne criticism. But it would like for tho:;e 
steJ>S to be taken that are nece:->sary to holrl the 
program to its ol"iginal pul'pose, thus removing auy 
possibility of just com[Jlaint.

Frankfort, Ky.-The state road 
fund has earned a total of $9,-
033,833 on reinvestment of pro­
ceeds from the 1956 and 1960 
bond issues for highway pur­
poses, Commissioner of Highways 
Henry Ward said this week .. 

"Under the direction of the De­
partment of Finance, proceeds 
from these bond issues have been 
managed in such a way that the 
Road Fund has benefited mater­
ially," Ward said. 

Bonds are sold in advance only 
when they can be reinvested at 
a higher rate of interest than 
the state pays on the bonds them­
selves. A total of $7,277,903 has 
been earned by this method of in­
vestment of proceeds of the $100 
million bond issue of 1956 and 
$1,805,887 has been earned from 
the $90 million 1960 issue. 

"Proceeds from the bond is-
1 sues of 1956 and 1960 can be 
used only for matching federal 
aid on highway construction proj-

' ects. The same will be true of the 
$139 million to be voted on at the 
November 2nd election. Federal 
funds are made available by Con­
gress on an annual basis . There­
fore, it is necessary to issue only 
enough bonds to match federal 

I aid for that particular year. 
"Each year now, Kentucky can 

get $130 million of federal aid 
funds for highway construction 
for only $39 million of state 
funds. Therefore, if the bond is­
sue is passed, only enough bonds 
will be sold to provide this an­
nual matching unless it can be 
demonstrated that bonds can be 
sold and the proceeds reinvested 
at a higher interest rate as has 
been done in the past."
