AT T E PROPOSED NE STATE CONSTITUTION 
(EDITOR'S . OTE: This IS the fourth Jll a serie · of 
artidcs t'Xplaining the differenc1• between the prl.'o;­
ent Kentudcy constitution, written in 1891, and a m·w 
draft prepared by tht• Constitution Rc,•ision Asscm­
blv. Today's article is part one of two rlcaling with 
tbe reorganization of the judiciary).

Each county is a rnstnct court distrtct but tl;le 
legislature on recommendation of the Supreme CoUrt 
may combine two or more counties into one district 
and yet !have it served by only one Judge. 

In the event of combinatiOn, 1he Gcueral As­
·embly must proVlde tor a commissioner in each 
county of the district in wniah the .iudge does not 
reside. The commissioner need not e a licensed law­
yer: he is a place to go, place to tart a case. He 
is appointed by the District Judge. 

The jurisdiction of the dist1 ict courts will be lim­
ited, but. the draft lea ve.s t.hc naming of that JW'ls· 
diction to U1e General Assembly. It was intended to 
be a subordinate court, replacmg the police, county, 
,T. P., and QuatteilY courts llOW in existence. 

Section 19 af the proposed document is new, and 
provides a constitutional guarantee of at least one 
appeal to a higher court. It specilies the Common­
wealth may not appeal from a judgment of acquittal 
in a criminal case (a prohibition against double 
jeopardy). 'l.1he General Assembly is then told it maY 
!Prescribe no appeal from a divorce decree. This is 
old law put into the new constitution. 

Following past practice, the draft provides for 
commissioners for the Supreme Court, thereby vali­
dating what has been the accepted cou!' ·e of the past. 
Commissioners may be appointed for a court at any 
level

But to be a juoge in a comt other than a dis­
trict court. another requirement is added: the man 
must be licensed to practice law :for at least eight 
years. 

'The bigge~t difference is that the proposed con­
stitution allows for tJhe appointment of a professor 
of law. or a person wlJO may not be ucttve in the 
practice of law but who ha5 grc::tt knowledge of it. 

In the main, requirements for judgeship are more 
flexible under the new system.

"Life Can Become A Sunny Plain,

;pleasure. Lo_gical thinking and reasoning can be the re,sult of
