FEAR RABIES

Dead Fox on Cow Cr.
‘Had Disease; Control

Measures Suggested

Laboratory tests showing thai
a gray fox found dead recently
on the highway mear the mouth
of Cow Creek had rabies gave
cause for fear. by the Floyd
County Health Department this
week that the disease has spread
into this county from neighbor-
ing Enott where a major rabies
outbreak was reported last week.

Nine head of cafile have died
in the Mousie area of Knott
county, and rabid foxes, even
bats, are suspected as having
transmitted rabies to these ani-
mals.

The discovery of the dead fox
on Cow Creek was the first known
case of rabies among wild ani-
mals in this county during the
vear. A big increase in the num-
ber of gray foxes is reported in
this and neighboring counties.
Residents of the vicinity where
the fox was found on Cow Creek
said dogs Kkilled it. Now, they
are wondering if their dogs will
l‘g’o mad'!l

Dr. Russell L. Hall, Floyd
county health doctor, said this
lone case of a rabid wild animal
serves as a warning that there
may be, doubtless are, more. He
suggested that all pets should be
immunized against rabies and
that owners of dogs and cafs
should not play with them or any
other pet for the next few weeks
if they have not been vaccinated.

A LOOK AT THE PROPOSED NEW STATE CONSTITUTION

(EPITOR’S NOTE: This is the second part of the
explanation of the new judicial system in Kentucky
as proposed in the new constitufion. It deals with
how judges are selected, and how they are removed.)

By ALBERT E. DIX

When the so-called Missouri Plan for the selec-
fion of judges was presented to the Constitutional Re-
vision Assembly there were many <doubts as to its
workabilily in Kentueky. Yet it is in operation in
whole or in part in 20 states.

It is & major departure from the traditional meth-
od of cleetion, one man against the other. If was
the subjeet of much debate, some compromises, Un-
like other sections of the new constitution it is spe-
cific in outlining the method of determining who

ghall sit on the judicial benches of Kentucky.

At the lowest level in the four-level system, the
new constitution provides all district court judges
shall be elected.

Some Circuit judges are selected by election and
some by appointment. In a circuit court distriet of
less than 50,000 population, judges are elected. How-
ever, the velers in those districts have the option
of rejecting the election plan in favor of the appoin-
tive plan which applies to Court of Appeals and Su-
preme Court judges. In circuif court districts of
more than §0,000 population the judge is selected
through the appointive system, But again the peo-
ple have the right, by vote, to return his selection
to the normal election system. The same option is
open to the people pertaining to the Supreme Court
and Court 0! Appeals.

For selecting eircuit court judges, the local bar
aszociation picks three men, the Governor selects
three citizens, and making the seventh member of
a 7-man commitiee is the Chief Justice of the Su-
preme Court. This group prepares a list of three
men who are eligible to pick one within 60 days after
he gets the list. If he fails the Chief Justice selects
the man. The appeintee serves three years, a meore
or less probationary period. At the next election
following three wyears of service, he must run for
office, not against another man, but on the basis of
his record. The people are asked to deeide, ‘‘do you
want him to continue, or not.”

The present eireuit court judges, should the new
draft be approved, will be ‘‘grandfathered’’ into
their new benches. ‘When their terms expire, they

shall be up for the “yes, we want you to eontinue,” *

or “no, we don’t want you back,” vofte.

The same thing applies to the Supreme Court,
The present Court of Appeals judges become Su-
preme Court judges, serving until the end of their
present terms, and then going before the electorate
on & “‘yes" or “no'” return-type of ballot.

Should the new constitution be adopted, present
judges with less than three vears remaining in their
terms will have their terms extended so they will
serve three years, This is their probationary per-
iod, so {0 speak.

If a vacancy occurs on the Supreme Court, the
procedure involving the selection committee is fol-
lowed. The lawyers of the District select three mem-
bers, the Governor appoints three cifizens (not law-
yers), and the Chief Justice adds himsell to the six
to form a statewide selection commitiee. It creates
@ Hlst of three possible appointees and sends it to the
Governor who must pick one to fill the vacancy.

When it comes to selecting judges for the new,
second-level appointment. The Governor must Court
of Appeals, the state must start from serateh.

The state-wide selection committee which nomi-
nates judges for the Supreme Court will submit to
the Governor nine lists of three names, one list for
each of the positions on the Court of Appeals. For
these mine seats the Governor will pick one name
from each of the nine lists of three.

Bach judge will serve three vears, the proba-
tionary period, then stand for reelection on his ree-
ord. If returned he serves an additional eight years,
It is possible, barely, under this system, to have the
same nine judges running for reelection eleven years
after the new document is adopted. But the Revision
Assembly believed death, refirement and resignation
in that stretch of time will begin a period of stag-
gered terms.

The pay of judges has been changed. All will re-
caeive their checks from the Treasury of the Com-
monwealth, Presently some judges are paid out of
local funds.

A major adjunct to the new document is the
method for refirement and removal of judges. Under
the prezent' constitution the only way to get rid of &
judge is to fmpeach him. : hy 18

But the draft proposes the machinery to do it dif-
ferently. After notice and a hearing any judge may
be retired for disability or cause. His hearing is cons
ducted by a. Commission composed of a Supreme
Court judee, a Court of Appeals judge, circuit judge
and distr ;tt judege, a member of the bar, and two
persons nct members of the bench or bar appointed
by the Governor.

It is a standing commission, serving for four
vears, and whese actions are subject to judicial re-
view. It can issue reports on the condition and busi-
ness of the courts, open an coffice; appoint a direc-
tor and hire employees. _

One of the arguments against the adoption of the
Missouri Plan of selecting judges is that it has a
tendeney to perpefuate men in office. The Commis-
sion is, in part, the answer to that eriticism. It has
worked successfully in Califernia.

Therae is little question the revision of Kentucky's

judicial system is' a major change. To soften the

blow at the local level. the Revision Assembly wrote
Section 29 which says, basically, all quarterly courts,
justices” ecourts (J.P.’s) county court and police
courts will continue in existence until the end of the

WHEREAS, the City of Pres-
tonsburg, Kentucky, has hereto-

| fore, by Ordinance No. 3-62 and

Ordinanee No. §-62, established
provisions' and regulations we-
specting the operation and main-
tenance of a garbage disposal
system 2md for the collection
and assessment of fees and for
the establishment of rates, and

WHEREAS, the City of Pres-
tonsburg, Kentucky, in order to
| more adequately provide for the
needs of said system and to pro-
duce sufficient revenues to prop-
erly maintain garbage equip-
ment, desires to increase the
rates charged and established
under the foregoing Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
AS POLLOWS:

1, SECTION 6 of Ordinance
No. 3-62, enacted February 15,
1962, is hereby deled, and in lieu
thereof said section should read
as follows:

“SECTION 6, That the charges
for the Garbage Disposal and
Collection Service shall be as
follows:

One Dollar and seventy-five
($1.75) per month for each
single-family dwelling;

One Dollar and seventy-five
($1.75) per month for each fam-
ily apartment,

Charges made for service to
business or building, or office
room or reoms, to be determined
by the City Oificial in charge of
operation of the Garbage Col-
lection and Disposal System, and
agreed upon by the person, firm
or corppration receiving the ser-
vice. In the event that the be-
fore mentioned agreement can-
not be reached, then the City
Council shall determine the
amount to he charged.”

II. All other provisions of Ordi-
nance No. 3-62 and Ordinance
No. 8-62, enacted April 5, 1962,
with respect to the operation of
a garbage disposal system are
hereby adopted and corporated
