Some reluctance was expressed in Pike county 

about going too far into the courts with their 
" ailed magistratE::> ca:>e" because it was feared the 
legi:'laiivc act permitting the school board to col­
lect 1 o '~ more in taxes this yea1· than last might 
he declared uncGn:'titutional. 

That would not only create a chaotic condition 
in the Pike board's finances but would also reach 
out, concdvably, to every school district in Ken­
tucky and make a me&> of their fiscal affairs, too. 

The prospect, from thi:-~ point of view, wasn't 
good, we admit. But why, if indeed this law is un­
constitutional, permit it to go unchallenged for the 
:-~ake of. chool bGard budgets? There is such a mat­
ter as constitutionality and its opposite, of right 
and wrong and such antitheses. And they are im­
portant. The taxpayers need the protection of the 
courts as sorely as does any school system or other 
branch of government. 

The law is regarded as edging toward the un­
nstitutional because it serves to exempt from the 

10 ~~ tax increase certain large corporations, 
mainly utilitie:>. And. since man;\r other corpora­
tion,; and the rtaxpayer in general are hit by the 
increase, the result appears to be discriminatory 
and, therefore, iu violation of both the lette1· and 
the spirit of the constitution. 

\Ve sympathize with those who must wrestle 
with budget' and see them, as we do, swallowed 
up by payrolls, rising costs of matel"ials and the 
like. But we arc not so sympathetic that we would 
pick up om· part of the tab by paying a tax from 
which thc::~e J.~uger companies are exempt. 

So let the chips fall. Let the matter be heard 
fully and the 10 ~o tax increase voided, if it's un­
c m:Otitutional. 

Pollution Finaily Becomes 
Frightening to Its Victims 

. 

<An editorial in The Courier-Joumal) 
TO AMERICANS, the belief that "it's a free country" 

has historically implied that a man has a light to do what he 
wants with his 0\m prcperty. It was a comforting and defensible 
philosophy out on the frontier. It is colliding with reality in to-
day's hard-packed urban society and the results are .frighten-
ing. 

Take, for example, the three-state smog scare around 
New York City last week. when a mass of stagnant air threat· 
cued to make people in the metropolitan area breathe the pol­
lution they insist on pouring into the atmosphere. Suddenly it 
b came d::mgerous for people with heart or ltmg trouble to go 
outside and breathe. Garbage piled up because the city couldn't 

m it. For a while it appeared that cars and buses would 
I ve to be kept off the streets because their exhaust contributes 
so heavily and dangerously to the poisoning of the air. 

Or take a look at the region around Lake Erie. Pollu­
tion of creeks and small rivers running through industrial cities 
has become commoniy accepted as a price of industrial life. 
But when an inland sea the size of one of the Great Lakes can 
become so poisoned that neither fish nor plants can live in it 
and algae ~1·owth makes it unfit for human or animal use, the 
matter becomes subject for national alarm. And that is what 
has happened to Lake Erie. Conservationists fear that it may 
already be poisoned beyond correction, and its pollution has 
spread to nearby streams. 

TheGc examples are more typical than unique. Smog 
stings the eyes of Californians and complicates flight patterns 
over Louisville. Foul water threatens summer resorts on Lake 
lHichigan and the Gulf of Mexico. And people are beginning to 
realize that conservationists, dismissed for half a century as 
flower-sniffers and harmless crackpots, have been telling the 
truth all the time: there is a real danger that we are making 
our country unfit to live in. 
' There is encouraging e\idence in a recent Louis Harris 

Poll that Americans are not only generally aware of pollution, 
especially water pollution, but are willing to accept part of 
the blame for it. They •believe <and in most cases they are 
right) that the major share of the blame belongs v.itb industry, 
and they give low marks to governmental efforts to check the 
damage. But, according to the poll, they blame "people in gen­
eral" as well as industry .and cities for contributing to the pol· 
lution. And they have obviously reached the point where they 
want something done about it. 

Whether they are concerned enough to pay the price of 
pollution control-not only in money but in what many consider 
individual freedoms-is another matter. According to the Har­
ris sampling, three out of four Americans think that industry 
~hould not be permitted to pollute streams, and would not per­
mit such pollution as the price of new jobs. But this is a rei· 
atively smr.ll cost. Smoke-free incinerators could increase the 
cost of garbage disposal, total-control disposal plants will raise 
tlte price of sewerage, and exhaust-control devices will cost 
every car owner. Leaf-burning may soon be outlawed, and even 
the cheery log fire in the 11\ing room could make necessary a 
($ostly device in the chimney. 

A fev more smog alerts in our cit.es, a few more dis­
asters like thr.t of Lake Eric , and Americans will probably be 
·willing to tmdertake any campaign to keep America beautiful. 
They will not be eager to a.:.sume the financial burden, how­
ever. as long as cilles continue to let trucks, buses and airliners 
tpew clouds of oily smoke into the air, and as long as cities 
and states permit industrial plants to make cesspools of our 
rivers.

SBA EXPAND 
LOANS HELP 
Eligibility Broadened 
Throughout the Nation, 
Is Announcement Made 

The Small Business Adminis­
tration is no\\' making its Eco­
nomic Opportunity loan program 
available throughout the State of 
Kentucky. 

The loan program, known as 
EOL, was formerly available in 
Kentucky only in several west 
and north Kentucky counties des­
ignated by the Office of Eco­
nomic Opportunity. The 89th 
Congress amended the law to 
~ive the SBA direCt responsibil­
ity for the program, now avail­
able on a nationwide basis. 

In announcing the revised pro­
gram, R. B. Blankenship, SBA's 
Regional Director in Kentucky, 
pointed out that the eligibility 
has also been broadened. The 
loans are now available both to 
low-income individuals and to in­
dividuals in higher income brack· 
ets who have expetienced lack 
of opportunity. 

SBA intends to work closely in 
the EOL program with local 
groups, such as community ac­
tion agencies and other com­
munity organizations, to locate 
and assist eligible persons. Man­
agement training, often needed 
by such small businessmen, may 
be required before or after loans 
are made. 

The loans will be made either 
to start a small business or im­
prove an existing one. In all 
cases the cormpunity must clear­
ly stand to benrfit , usually 
through expanded employment 
opportunities. There must always 
be reasonable assurance of re­
payment. The loans will not com­
pete \\i th those of othE'r lenders 
since there must be good evi­
dence that the credit on the 
necessary terms is not available
