Frankfort, Ky. — The current
Kentucky Legislature is no dif-
ferent from any other in that it
faces the difficult duty of dis-
posing properly of several hun-
dred pieces of proposed legisla-
tion before sine die adjourn-
ment, March 18.

Up for major econsideration
during this next to the last week
(March 7-12) of the regular ses-
sion is reapportionment of Ken-
tucky's seven congressional dis-
tricts to make them more uni-
form in population.

The districts presently range
in size from 350,839 in the First,
in far Western Kentucky, to
610,947 in the Third, Louisville
and Jefferson county. The aver-
age in the seven districts, based
on the 1960 census, is 433,737.

Governor Edward T. Breathitt,
who scheduled infroduction of

his reapportionment plan for
‘Monday. March 7, also was sup-
\porting certain other administra-
{tion measures introduced after
rules committees assumed bill-
control for the last 15 days of
the session.

Among these were bills fo
raise the pay of state officials
and county tax commissioners,
and to require public reporfing
of election eampaign contribu-
tions and expenditures.

The salary of the next gover-
nor would mse from $18,000 fo
$30,000 a year, plus a $12,000 ex-

pense allowance under Senate
Bill 263, that of the next
Heutena rnor- from<$12,000
fo $18, Pay of the seven
other state officials

would go from $12,000 to $18,000
in 1968.

The statutory ceiling on salar-
ies of non-elective state offieials,
such as departmental commis-
sioners, would be placed at $25,.-
000 instead of the current $17.-
500. Most of the cabinel mem-
bers affected presently draw
less than the $17,500 ceiling.
Maximum pay for county tax
commissioners would depend on

the size of the cities Within the
county.

A bill passed by both houses
provides an expense allowance
of $150 a month for each of the
138 legislators during months the
legislature is not in session.

A bi-partisan registry of elec-
tion finance of five members
would be created under Senate
Bill 265. Both candidates and

state and county party executive |
eommittees would be reguired to |
registry. Public |

report to the
reéporting would be required of

contributions of $500 or more
and an accounting made of how |

the money was spent.

The Veterans Readjustm_entl
Benefits Act of 1966, which
was signed into law Jast
Thursday by President John-
‘lson. provides a permanent
{ program of benefits to veter-
ans who have served or who
will serve in the U. S. Armed
Forces since January 31, 1955.

Chief among these benefits
will be education, home loan
guaranty and the extension of
| Veterans Administration hos-
pital benefits on the same
priority basis as for wartime
yveterans. Thus, approximately
080 additional veterans (about
50000 in Kentucky) dis-
charged from the service since
January 31, 1955, ranging from
“Cold War” veterans to those
now on duty in Viet Nam,
become eligible for benefits
somewhat similar to those
granted the veterans of World
War II and the Korean Con-
flict. At the same time, pro-
*»visionr has been made for 600,-
000 additional yveterans (about
8,000 in Kentucky) who will
be returning to civilian life
each calendar year to partici-
pate in the same benefits. In
all cases, to be eligible the
veterans must haye discharges

that are other than dishonor-
able and they must not al-
ready have used up their
eligibility under previous pro-
grams.

All the new benefits, with
| the exception of the Educa-
tional Assistance Program,
went into effect immediately
upon the President’s signing
of the Bill. The Educational
Assistance provisions will go
inta effect on June 1, 1966.
The benefits established by
the new law are: educational
| assistance, home and farm
| loans, medical care, job coun-
' seling, job placement, Federal
| employment preference and
| the issuance of burial flags.
| A brief summary of each fol-
lows.

red on or after February 1,
1955, will be eligible for one
month of college, vocational
or similar education for each
month or fraction of a month
on active duty. Those taking
fulltime courses Will receive
$100 per month if they have
no dependents; $125 a month

with one dependent, and $150
a month with mere than one
dependent. Proportional rates
will be paid for part-time
courses, The income of the
veteran will not be considered.
Application blanks and full
information will be available
at VA Offices and at colleges
and educational centers some-
time in April, well in advance
of the June 1, 1966, starting
date,

The maximum period al-
lowed will be 36 months but
this may be reduced by the
amount of educational assist-
ance previously received un-
der a VA educational pro-
gram. Since the program
starts by law on June 1, 19686,
there can be no retroactive
payments. There is no dead-
line date to enter upon the
educational program and vet-
erans will have eight years
from the date of their last
discharge from active service
to complete their courses.
However, the first cutoff date
will not be wuntil March 3,
1974.

In Kentucky, 11,500 applica-
tions for veterans’' educational
assistance are expected during
the ensuing year:; about 9,500
will enter training with an
average monthly enrollment
of about 4,000, This will re-
sult in about $6,000,000 direct
benefits during the first year
of operation of the law.

LOAN PROGRAM. Veterans
with more than 180 days of
active duty will be eligible
for VA guaranteed home or
farm loans or VA direct home
loans in areas where such
loans are authorized. Ninety-
six counties in Kentucky are
eligible areas. They will have
until ten years after the date
of their last discharge from
active service ‘plus one year
additional for each three-
month period of aetive service
to make such a'loan, with a
maximum deadline date of 20
years after the date of dis-
charge from the gualifying
service. For those weterans
who have alrcady been out of
the service for a period of
years, a minimum entitlement
date has been set at tem years.

VA guaraniced loans will
be made at 5'- 7% interest rate.
The new law authorizes the
Administrator of Veterans Af-
fairs to establish an interest

rate as he determines the re-|

quirements of the loan market,
but not to exceced the rate in
effect for loans insured by
the Federal Housing Adminis-

tration. A one-time non-re-

curring fee not to exceed one-
half of 1%

However, it must be remitted

tion before a guaranty cerfi-
ficate may be issued. In the
direct loan pragram, the new
law raises the maximum 1
possible from $15,000 to $1T=
500. Veterans with unused
and unexpired World War 1l
or Korean Conflict entitlement
will have that previous en-
titlement ‘cancelled and will
become eligible under the new
law alone. However, during
the period their cancelled en-
titlement would have been
available, such veterans not
only need not pay the statu-
tory guaranty or direct loan
fee under the new law but
they may also secure loans for
business purposes as well as
for home and farm purposes.
We expect to guagantee or
make about 1,200 loans in Ken-
tucky under this | during
the next year. MoSt of the
loans will be aranteed
rather than direct.”

Both the Educatipnal As-
sistance and Loan Guaranty
provisions of the mew law
will apply fo those persons
who remain in the service
after two years of military
duty.

PROVIDES ADDED BENEFITS

MEDICAL CARE. Veterans
who have served after January

31, 1955, will be eligible for
admission to VA hospitals on
the same basis as wartime
veterans. The priorities are:

First—Veterans with ser-
vice-connected disabilities
have top priority for admis-
sion;

Second—Veterans with ser-
vice-connected disabilities
but who are seeking treatment
for some other ailment will
be admitted as beds are avail-
able; _

Third—V-e te r ans without
service-connected disabilities
may be admitted to VA hos-
pitals if (1) hospitalization is
deemed necessary.
