G'rcat-Grt•at-Grandl'atht•r David Cooll'y operated a genl'ral store in Prl'stonsburg more 
than a hundrl'd ~·l'ars a~o. He owned a bear whi<'l1 was kt•pt chained to a trl'c next to 
(he st11rt'. It was his custom in those daJ·s to invite home fo1· lunch all customers who 
bappem•d to bt• in the store at thl' noon hour. The im·itation was usually accepted and 
storl' and bl'ar were lefl unatll•nded. 

On one sue-It ocl'asion Cooley and his fril'nds returned to the stm·e to find the bear had 
brokl'n his chain and was inside the building. Tht'Y found him inside the overtuml'd 
sugar barrt'l, t'njoying the swt'l't. As a rt'sult of this incident Cooley staged the first sale 
rn Prcstonsbur!{ ... a sale of the sugar from the barrel, at bargain pricl's. 
Coole,\' came to P1·estonsburg in 1818 and soon aftt·rwards t•t•ectl'd a store and tannl'lj", 
William Riebmond and his son Isaae, of Rig Stone Gap, \'lrginia, (•arne to Prestonsburg 
in 18fi!l.
