We Think Dawson Is Right 
The Times agrees with Commissioner Dawson, 

of the Htate Department of Economic Security, in 
his argument with \Vashington about how to handle 
Kentucky's caseload of "unemployed fathers" in 
the face of a 30 percent reduction of funds. 

Washington argues that the program. hould con­
tinue unabated in Floyd and eight other Eastern 
Kentucky counties, on the grounds that they are 
"charter members of the club,'' so to speak; and 
that the other 10 counties, comparative newcom­
ers to the relief program, should be dropped en­
tirely. 

Commi sioner Daw~on counters with a plan 
which would bold down the cost of the program 
to the limits established by the $5 million fund re­
duction. This could be achieved, he claims, by 
dropping all fathers who have been in the pro­
gram more than two years. This plan, he explains, 
would continue the full ,Program till the end of 
next mol"th, with the worst of the winter weather 
past, and would keep in the program those fathers 
who are enrolled in vocational training and those 
who are finishing work in high school equivalency 
cla ses. 

Dawson also would reduce the current pay ceil­
ing from $250 to $230, or lower. 

"'hy, indeed, should the program serve only the 
vriginal nine counties? A cut in federal funds 
doe:m't decrease the need in those other counties. 
If it does, cut out all the funds, and we're all home 

free. 
And the elimination from the payroll of those 

who have been program beneficiaries two years 
and who a!'e not in vocational or high school train­
ing might result in a beneficial wotk of screening. 
This prog-ram was designed not merely to elevate 
the standard of living of poverty-stricken families 
by paying fathers to get relief jobs and draw 
their pa.y for an indefinite period. Its aim, instead, 
is to be train fathers, academically and vocation­
ally, to hold jobs with private employers, become 
wage~earners and productive citizens. 

Those who are content to remain on the public 
1·elief rolls through all their productive years and 
refm~e the help that could make them responsible 
fathers, responsive to the needs of those w.ho look 
to them for food, clothing, shelter, education and 
the normal care a parent owes his own - these 
should be given a "vacation" while others are given 
a chance. 

Prog-rams which deal with widespread human 
need come ncar to defying perfect, or even effic­
ient, administration. Now, when funds are not as 
plentiful as they once were, might be the moment 
'vhen those in charge should take a long, hard look 
at the entire situation.
