county is being changed by the
men of the Work Experience
and Training Program, says the
Kentucky Department of Eco-
fiomic Security.
. State Economic Security Com-
missioner C, Lesie Dawson
pointed to the broad range of
results from the program as an
indication of its worth, both to
the county and to the men and
their families.

Here are some of the specific
benefits ' brought about by the
work experience participants in
fhis ‘county:

Some 20 miles of forestry trails
were cut and mainfained. More
fhan 274,000 trees were planted
and 800 pounds of seeds were
sewn on spoil banks and hill-
sides.

In
many cass the stone for the
walls was cut, shaped and laid
by the WE&T participants.

Fifty-seven walk-bridges were
built new and :another 33 were
repaired; one swinging bridge
was built and 11 more were re-
paired while 37 bridges capable
of motor . fraffic were con-
structed and anofher 55 were re-
stored.

In, téerms of recreation facil-
ities, 15 picnic tables were built,
84 toilets and outbuildings in-
stalled, 23 litter barrels were

Unemploved fathers in Floyd
county constructed 3,110 new
feet of sidewalk, repaired an-
other 500 feet of sidewalk and
715 yards of curbs and gutters.
They installed 700 feet of elec-
trical lines and laid 30 feet of
water mains,

The men repaired 672 benches
and chairs, erected 604 speed
and fraffic safety signs, and as-
sembled. 75 pieces of playground
equipment.

Perhaps the most imbpressive
project in the entire region was
Archer Park, P res tonsburg,
where participants built two
major hrick-veneer buildings
housing a garage, recreation fa-

In this county there were an'

average of 540 unemployed par-

ents being helped by the WE&T
program in 1966, including 3,064

individuals in their families.

While the fraining allowance
is computed for each family on
the amomt of income compared
with their real needs, the aver-
age payment during 1966 for all
counties was $200 with another
$15 worth of medical assistance
Services.

The total of training ,allow-
ances and medical assistance re-
ceived in the county in 1966 was
$1,5667,100, including $1,392.800 in
money payments, and $174,300
in services fo medical care ven-
dors such as deetors, hospitals,
pharmacies, dentists, and nurs-
ing homes.

Counties Near Floy&
Face Caterpillar Blight

Landowners in three small see-
tions of the state, including all or
parts of 11 Eastern Kentucky
counties, may face increased de-
foliation of their fruit trees this
summer, a survey indicates.

The areas are Taylor county
and parts of the surrounding
counties of Casey, Marion, Green
and Adair; Menifee, Morgan,
Montgomery and parts of Pow-
ell, Wolfe, Magoffin, Ellioft,

| Rowan and Clark, and Letcher
| county and parts of Knott, Perry

and Harlan.

The survey was conducfed by
the Kentucky Department of Nat-
ural Resources’ division of for-
estry and the U, 8. Forest Ser-
vice, to 'determine the poiential
for defoliation in the state this
vear due to the Eastern tent cat-
erpillar.

Wild cherry trees in 30 counties
across the state were surveyed
to defermine the presence of
caterpillar egg masses.

Trees with a great deal more
new egg masses than old ones
can expect more defoliztion this
vear than last year.

Assistant forestry director
Harry Nadler said landowners
in the three areas where in-
creased defoliation is expected
will be informed of the sifuation
so they may undertake control
action.

A follow-up survey will be con-
ducted in May, Nadler said. Not-
ing that the recent survey is the
first ever attempted anywhere,
he said one purpose of the May
survey will be to test the ac-
curaey of the system used in the
first one.

| Boyd to lift the freeze om $30

million in federal highway con-
struction funds for Kentuky.

Kentucky was notified Nov. 23
through the Bureau of Public
Roads that the funds for this
fiscal year would be reduced
some 17 percent. The order also

| froze all federal highway funds
| carried over from previous years.

In Kentucky's ease, the cutback
for the current fiseal year
amounted to about $14 million.

Carryover funds frozen fotaled
about $30 million. This, in ef-
fect, rediiced Kentucky's federal
ald construction funds by about
$44 million for the next six
months. It is the freeze of carry-
over funds that Breathitt wants
rescinded.

The carryover funds, accord-
ing to Breathitt’s letter to Boyd,
were due to the Highway De-
partment’s method of program-
ming projects so as to construct
them on a seasonal or calendar
basis rather than a fiscal year
basis.

“It is illogical to me for the
federal government to penalize
Kentucky for having its road
building program on a sound
businesslike basis so as fo give
its taxpayers the most for their
dollars,” Breathitt said.
