Fankfort, Ky. — The Kentucky
teaching profession's Professional
Practices Commission (PPC) has
authority to take jurisdiction
over complaints filed with it
against loeal boards of education
and individual members thereof,
. Attorney-General's office has
ruled.

In such ecases the PPC alsc
has authority to subpoena local
school board members to testify
under oath, the ruling stated.

PPC secretary Verne P, (Horne
requested the opinion in a lefter
to Attormey-General Robert Mat-
thews. The opinion was written
by Assistant Attorney-General
Lloyd R. Cress.

Horme said recent requests for
PPC investigations of board-of-
education action in three coun-
ties prompted his inquiry about
the commission’s authority. The
requests came from local educa-
tion associations in Barren, Me-
Cracken and Pike counties.

The PPC, established by the
Kentucky General Assembly in
1962 through the efforts of KEA,
was the first professional prac-
tices commission in the nation.
It is the education profession's
self-policing and self-disciplining
group. The KEA membership fi-
nances its operation,

The Attorney-General’s opin-
ion cited statutes directing the
PPC to develop criteria of pro-
fessional practices and prescrib-
ing the acfion the PPC can take
in administering its criteria.

Quoted in the opinion was this
portion of KRS (statute) 156.540:
“_ . . Further, the commission
shall have authority to make
recommendations o ithe State
Board of Education in cases in-
volving suspension or revocation
of certificates and to make any
other recommendations fo the
State Beoard and to local boards
of education whie¢h would pro-
mote improvement of the teach-
ing profession. . .

The ruling emphasized that in
hearing complaints falling within
the purview of KRS 156.530 and
156.540 against loeal boards of
education or individual board
members the PPC is limited to
those forms of remedial action

It is true

that I have set down thousands
of words, in my numerous diar-
ies and in my endless eolwmn,
hundreds of quaint things that I
remember; but ene talking tape
would be worth more than mams |
of written accounts, !

When I was a little boy, the
oldest man whom I ever got to
know in my whole younger days
was Uncle John Elkin, He died
when I was fifteen, and I wrote,
for the county paper, @ brief ac-
count 'of his active, ecolorful life.
my many associations with
him, I quizzed him unmercifully,
and he, kind old man that he was,
seemed fo enjoy my interest in
the things #that his tenacious
memory could call up. Why. he
had come, with older men, when
he was a mere boy into what
was later acquired as the Jack-
gon Purchase. He had hunted
wild amimals before there was a
W.hnte settflement anywhere, He
had lived in the Purchase when
it was all a single county: he
had served as magistrate away
back in the remote days. My
ther regarded him as one of
the brightest men he had ever
| known, a man well-read in his-
| tory and law, a man of convie-
tions and of solid neighborhood
life. We did not always agree
with him, but he was so honest
that we respected him anyway.
How I wish I had a long, long
tape of his crisp memories.

Father's uncle, a surgeon in
the Confederate Army, was with
President Jefferson Davis until
M. Davis urged his followers to
leave and do their best to get
back home again. I was only five
when this old soldier died, but
I stil remember his military
bearing, his ability to remember
even the minutest details about
his service in the army and as
a physician in a backwoods area.
Here was histery that did not
have to be read about; he had
lived in the midst of it and been
a part of great events. A few
feet of fape would ecertainly
make ihe pre-Civil War period
more @alive than any book can
make if.

Many times since I was a boy
I have heard some lamentable
imitations of the Rebel Yell. I
use these derogatory adjectives
advisedly, for I used to hear the
real yell, given by a hundred or
miore aging Rebels, who could
make the very leaves on the trees
around Sulphur Springs shake
with terror. You see, less than
a half mile fr'om my home was
Sulphur Springs, with a place
where the Confederates met every,
summer for a great day of ora-
tory and flag-waving and some
tears—and nof a fittle whiskey.
