Dr. Russoll L. Hall, Floyd 
county health officer, urges ll"esi­
dents of the county to have thei:r 
dogs and cats vaccinated against 
rabies, poi,nting out that rabies, 
once developed, hs always fatal 
in beth man and animals. It is 
a constant danger because the 
v~ms iJs frequently tr3.1!1smitted 
by wild and .stray animals. 

Last year, there were appi'Qxi­
mately 200 co:lfirmed cases of 
animal rabies in Ken,tucky. Fox€"s 
were the leading victims wi'th 
30 percent CO'llfinned. Dogs were 1 
seccnd and cats thi'rd in rabies 
cases. Other animals with con­
firmed case· W€re skunks, mules, 
hor~es. bats and ca!tle. These 
laboratory diagiJ'losed cases rep­
resent only a fraction of the 
true total. All warm-blooded ani­
mals are susceptible.

The taxpayers of Floyd county and the State of Kentucky have declared political war UP­

on the Breathitt administration and the 100, 200, 300, and 400 percenters and upon those pol­
iticians supporting the candidacy of Henry Ward, the administration candidate. Pereentage-wise, 
many of the tax bills exceed 400 percent over the last few years. 

The day of 1Jhe Kingmakers has gone and paesed forever. About 2,000 years ago Christ 
was betrayed and crucified, nailed to a cross with a crown of thorns upon his head, and left there 
to linger, suffer and die for the sins of the world but He has arisen, and He is now among us 
watching over us each day. In a sense, the taxpayers have been crucified by higher and higher 
taxes, and if we don't wake up, the next effort will be to nail the taxpayers to a eroas with a 
crown of thorns upon their heads and left there to do the best they can.

After the sale of the properties for delinquent taxpayers, a lien is created Qpon 
whatever property is sold and is made a record of in the office of the County Clerk, and 88 
the various properties are redeemed and paid to the County Clerk, the clerk issu~s a clheck of 
20 1; ( of same in payment to the County Attorney as a commission. 

Now, for instance, consider that you take the state as a whole, based upon Floyd coun­
ty, you would have more than 240,000 people and around 58,000,000 in past -due taxes. This 
number of taxpayers levied upon is sufficient to defeat any candidate. As a result of these sales, 
many people will lose ~their homes or whatever property is sold. After a certain period of time 
the county attornies of tbe various counties may institute a suit in Circuit Court against these 
delinquent taxpayers and take title thereto to the county and state and move the owner out.
