THE MEA lNG OF MEMORIAL DA 
cExr<'rpts from an address by Dr. Russell L. 
Hall hrfort• thr Prestonsburg Kiwanis Club, 
.\fa) 26, 1966, and hrre publisht>d as a remindt>r 
and a challl'nge to Amrricans on the O<'casion 
of .\I('morial Day.-Editor.) 

Year after year on May 30, since 1868, 
Amencans have paused to observe Memonal 
Day. :.\lany never bother to learn why we do 
thi~. 

In the beginning. this national holiday was 
established in honor of those who d~ed in the 
Cnil War. Today it is dedicated to the memory 
of those who fell lin all our wars. On this day 
throughout aur mamy states and tenttor:es 
work 1s laid aside and civilians paus-e to pray 
r.r to place flowet·s on the graves of departed 
friends. Veterans' groups assemble to pay 
tl nute to comrades who died illl battle-on mil­
ttal-y posts i.n the Arctic, tropics, at home, 

.. Jd overseas, pa!'ades are formed, prayers are 
offered, and ·•taps" are sounded-to honor 
those who made the supreme sacrifice defend­
i:lg our homeland and our way 'Of life. 

Whe!'ever Amerli.c3in forces are--on foreign 
soil, on ships at sea, or in the air-they pause 
to cbserve this day with -appropria;te ceremony 
to hcnor the memory of those who died in war. 

This, in austere essence, is what Memorial 
Day, a legal holiday, is all about-.to honor the 
memory of all Amel1icans who died in war. 

With these cold facts, we who are living 
should look beyond the kncown pathways with 
theiz· weathered signposts to discover the great 
and ·cal meaning of Memorial Day. 

Men do no.t go forward to meet death in 
t.he prime of life, unless something they love 
more than life is in moral danger. As the Son 
cf God died two thou~a-.1d years ago to save 
the world, these men we honor on Memori-al 
Day died defending .their homes. theiT cotm· 
try, thei·r freedom, .their way of life. They died 
to preserve this for their children and ours. 
They died for a cause they loved mwe than 
life itself. 

This is why we :pay honor to them on this 
M.cmc.rial. Day, May 30. 

Memorial Day shOuld remind us of !!he bless· 
ings we have, and thei..r cost. It should remind 
us of t.he grave responsibilities imposed on each 
of us as a citizen of a grea;t free coUilltry. It 
is a day when we should count our !blessings; 
A day on which we rededioa;te' ourselves to 
fulfiJling those responsibilities-and a day when 
we ~hould REFLECT on the FRAILTIES of 
freedom, AND ITS GREAT STRENGTH, and 
how we can protect the one and mamtMn the 
other. 

This is a day to recall that freedom is like 
a beautiful woma;n, who, when ignored or 
abused, withers •away. It is invincible because 
i·~ is nurtured 1n the hearts of the people. As 
it can never be ~inally won, it can only be 
finally lost. 

Freedom is like the ·air around us - we 
can't see it, •eldcm feel it, yet life would be 
impo•.<:ible without it. How do we know free­
dom is here? We cam hear it in the happy 
laughter of the people, in the joyous whoop~s 
cf tho chiJdren at play. We can hea·r <i·t in the 
po~'mam's whistle ... in the tiJt of the chin of 
11. f.rec man, in the level of his e.ves. in Jthe 
spr'ng of h!s step. We can see it .there on the 
fii.ce of the farmer with mud on his shoes: we 
can feel it in the midst of the crowd. where 
thrrc arc no furttve glances ovet· shoulders, 
a.1d no panicky look in the eyes. 

We don't see fr~dom in any deftnite form. 
Yet there is no mistaking that dlt's with us . 
We arc its strength, it is our protector. We keep

rc :ogn,z£> the ex!•tcnc(' cf a crf'ator; and the 
f.rst to avow that man is endowed with cer­
Ia .. 1 divine rights of lib.orty, life and the pur· 
sui" cf happinss. 

This is a day to remember that ours was 
the Lrst count1-y whose government placed all 
powers 1:n the people. This is why each Amerl­
Cll:n vc:er has more powet· in his 'hand hat 
ma:-ks the ballet than all the dictators in the 
!~story of the world! 

We a e troly a nation undei God, endowed 
w:.til more libetii 'S than any people on earth. 
We have more ma;terial comforts than any 
ether people in the world. Yet ~orne of us 
d~monst.rate a little faith in all we have as 
d;d ·the crowd that gatht>red to pray for rain 
. . and not one brought an unbrella. This 1s 
~ day also to recall that the TWO MAIN 
ARENAS IN WHICH FREEDO~f MUST BE 
DEFE.'lDED are: THE BALLOT BOX. and the 
BATTLEFIELD ... amd to know hat TO THE 
EXTENT WE NEGLECT THE FIRST, the 
MORE IMMINENT BECOMES THE NEED 
fct· us TO DEFEND IT ON THE SECOND. 

We need reminding that the 'blessings of 
!1 eedom we enjoy are not ours to abuse or 
desb oy; that we hold them in trust, with the 
-:::acred obli.,"Cltion to our forebears and to those 
yet unborn, to protect and preserve 'Our ev&Y 
freedom for posterity. We need to remember 
that the COST TO FREEDOM cam be 
GREATER THAN THE COST TO WIN IT; 
<:~1d to realize th!!Jt FREEDOM ca.'1II·Oit be pur· 
chased by full down-payment ... it CAN BE 
HAD ONLY ON THE PERMANENT INSTALL­
MENT PLAN; tha.t each installment must be 
honored when prese.1ted. but that the FINAL 
INSTALLMENT MUST NEVER BE ALLOWED 
TO COME DUE-for, if it does, freedom is lost. 

We need to take a look at the toll paid to 
bui'd us into !the mightiest nati·on on earth; at 
the mill:cn white crosses over countrymen who 
gave their li'ves to lift us to where we are; 
lUd rthe five million maimed and wounded in 
fighting to keep us safe; at material costs so 
h:gh they stagger 'the imagination. We didn't 
get where we are by hall-hearted efforts of 
timid men. We are here a;t the expense of 
st·rong-willed, dedicated Ameticans who saw 
lhelr duty and did ,1-t, cost bedamned.
