pound eyes, which look much|
like big ball bearings stuck on |
the sides of the head. Each of
the eyes contains 30,000 small
eyves or lens. Undoubtedly na-|
ture has furnished dragonflies
with the best vision of any ofher
creature., One of these can see
up, down, back, forward, side-
wise — in @all directions at the
same mime and ean twrn the
head 90 degrees to left or right.

After T watehed dragonflies
zip, wihirl and dart about ponds
and swamps, chasing down in- |
sects which I couldn’t even sce|
with a'magnifying glass, I could |
then  understand why nature
gave these dnsects S0 many
eyes. No inseet can escape their
vision or geét away from them
in flight—the big ones have been
clocked at 60 miles per hour.

It we had plenty of dragon-
flies around poends and streams,
| we'd scon have the mosquito
problem licked, and what a boon
that would be to fishermen. They
devour these pests wholesale and

| eat them so greedily their jaws
| short and strong and are used

[ like a basket to e¢atch and hold
| flying inseets. Two or three of
the big ten-spots, or the green
darners, can eat as many mos-
quitoes as a purple martin can,
and this bird will devour 2,000
mosqritoes in a day. A large
dragonfly ean eat 40 house flies
in two houts.

Dragonfiles are ancient insects
and flourished during the Great
Coal Age, ranging widely over.
the vast, steaming swamps and
jungles where dthe horsetails,
ferns and e¢lub mosses grew as
large as trees and helped to
form the vast coal beds, of to-
day. A dragonfly in those days
was a whopper. One ©of these
would be a terrifying sight now.

They have
a long, jointed lower lip which
they can shoot out like a frog
using its tongue to snare an in-
sect. When not in use, the lip is
folded back over
face as a sort of mask. The
nymph shools through the water
by means of jet proptgion and
meults' several times. I it es-
capes being eaten by herons or
fish, it will eventually erawl out
on a weed stem, split its hull
down the back and out will come
the adult dragonfly. As scon as
the gauzy wings are dry enough
to spread out, it sails away over
ponds: to capture insects, leav-
ing fthe abandoned hull clinging
ghostlike to a weed stem.

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Educational TV
Will Not Replace
Classroom Teacher

‘“The clasSroom teaeher  wil
be the most important person in
Kentucky’s new educational tel-
svision network when i6 goes in-
to operafion nexf year,” Charles
Klasek, ithe neiwork’s new pro-
gram (director, said at Morehead
State University last week.

Klasek stressed that instroe-
fional TV will never replace the
teacher. "“*However, it will be a
significant tool that can be used
by the teacher to bring mean-
ingful information to the stu-
dents;,”” he said, adding that
“iprobably no more than 10 per-
cent of classroom time will be
devoted to TV in a given grade.”

With television, it was pointed
out, it will be possible to bring
such figures as English Histor-
ian Arnold Toynbee before fthe
children, or to teach a child to
play a clarinet or to demonstrate
the latest uses of. a- laser bheam.
And this can all be done for no
more than the cost of one text-
book per student per year.

It was suggested that school
superintendents begin now, while
prepavring their budgets, to pre-
vide for the cost of installing TV
sets in their classrooms. Average
are expected to he aboul
per school. A porfion of
this cost may be obtained from
federal money.

The main role of the statewide
system will be for classroom in-
struction, but it alsp wwill be
used for training ©f teachers,
pusiness seminars, adult educa-

fion and cultural enrvichment |
during out-of-school hours. Edu-
cational TV d{rom stations out-
side the state has been used to
combat illiteracy effectively.
This way, an illiterate person at
an advanced age can sit in the
privacy of his home and learn
how to read and write without
having to undergo what might be

to him the embarrassment of sit- |

ting in a classroom with small
children. ‘

Where will it all end ? Shall the youngsters be
forbidden to sing the National Anthem, *“‘Battle
Hymn of the Republic,” and almost all hymns be-
cause thase 1'efer to (Jod‘?

The Times is pleased to report that not yet have
Head Start classes in Floyd county been sub3ected
to these materialistic whims which run counter to
those principles on which this eountry was founded.
Somebody in authority needs to take a stand. We
hope that stand is taken in Floyd county when,
and if, the directives which have afflicted Kan-
sas City and Colorado classes reach here.

Sportsmen who fish where they

‘ean cafich a good number of our

Jarger fresh-water species very
often release undersize fish to
grow and spawn.

This practice is highly desir-
able for the preservation of good
wng—Jbut only if we can be
prefty sure that most of the fish
released will survive; if they
won't, it would be much better
fo take them home “and eat
them, or feed them to the cat.

One question has been whether
a fish should be released with
wet or dry hands. Good sports-
men, for years, on the advice of
biologists, had been carefully
wefting their hands before touch-
ing any trout that they meant to
release, Biologists had even de-
scribed a fungus, in the plain
shape of fingers, on the sides of
trout that they'd found dead, Dry
hands, they explained, removed
a thin film of slime that was the
trout’s omly natural profection
from this fungus disease.

Then, however, New Mexico
state fish biologists put this ad-
rice to a thorough test. The re-
sults: The fish that had by far
the greatest mortalily were those
that had been released with wet
hands. As a result, these biolo-
gists promptly began advising
anglers not to wet their hands—
indeed, to dry them well if they

Their new theory was that the
greater pressure needed to hold
a slippery fish with a wet hand
often causes internal injuries
from which it dies.

Another subject of uncertainty
is whether a released fish will
survive with a hook left inside
it. When taken on the usual arti-
ficial lure—fly, spoon, spinner,
plug—a fish is almost invariably
hooked in a lip only. The angler
retrieves his terminal tackle,
and the fish swims off with only
a cut lip as a souvenir. But what
of a fish that is hooked internal-
1y with a natural bait or plastic
worm? When you wish fo liber-
ate a fish hooked deeply, we
L often read, cut the line or leader
and leave the hook in. It will
soon be dissolved by body acids,
and the fish will be none the
worse for ifs experience.

There i8 evidence, however, to
the contrany. Jack Sauchelli, a
New Jersey fisherman, and Ja-
son Lucas, Angling Editor of
Sports Afield Magazine, each re-
cently caught and opened a bass
to find a tbok inside, with line
or leader gﬁll attached, sur-
rounded by a heavy mass of un-
natural flesh. In the first fish
the hook was still in mint condi-
tion; in tihe second the hook was
rusted, and the fish was very

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NATURE TRAILS

By RUFUS M. REED
*

The plant that Kkilled Nancy
Hanks, the miother of Abraham
Lincoln, is now blooming in old
fields, pastures, clearings and
along the borders of woods. It be-
gins to bloom in late July and
keeps on unfil frost. It is a tall
and stately planf, smooth and in-
nocent looking, and it has large,
ovate leaves with a row of coarse
teeth around fthe margin. The
common name of this plant is
white snakercot. Iis leaves are
broadly wovate and unusual in
structure, as they have three
main veins showing on the under-
side. They resemble the leaves
of the nettles but do not have
stinging hairs. The flowers of
this plant are whife and showy
and add an array of white splen-
dor to old fields, clearings and
pastures in late summer. The
plant grows to a height of four

[ or five feet and puts out numer-

ous branches. The flowers are
formed in large clusters at the
tips of the branches and fthere
are from 10 to 20 flowers on
each branching stem, The flow-
ers are tipped with grayish-white
bristles.

The range of the white snake-
roct covers Michican, Illinois,
Indiana, Eastern Kentucky, West
Virginia, Virginia and south to
northern Georgia. If is a mem-
ber of the daisy family (com-
posites) and is in the genus,
Eupatorium, The members of
this geaus were once dedicated
bo Mithridates Eupator, who lived
before the ftime of Christ and
practiced herb medicine; it is
said he used some of these plants
in his medicines. The leaves of
wihite snakercot grow opposite on
the stem and have long petioles;
the flowers in bloom resemble
those of boneset and fthorough-
wont and fhe plant is sometimes
called, white boneset.

Both the stems and leaves

of |

white snakeroot contain treme-
tol, which is a dangerous, poison-
ous alcochol. When cows browse
on the foliage, it puts this deadly
poison in the milk and in the
butter made from the milk. Per-
sons who drink the contaminated
milk develop a disease that was
called in Linceln’s time, “‘milk
sickness.” That’s what history
records as the cause of the death
of Nancy Hanks. But in those
days no one seemed to know the
origin of the disease or what
might have caused it. Many years
later, the botianists and the c¢hem-
ists unravelled the mystery, |
when they studied the White |
Snakeroot carefully and found |
the poison, tremetfol, in its fol-
jage.

Persons who are stricken with|
“milk sickness’ become deathly
sick, take fthe ‘shakes,” and
often go into delirium. Throat
muscles may become paralyzed,
and the victim cannot swallow.
Complete collapse and death may
fcllow a severe case of the poison-
ing of “milk sickness.”

The poison often kills « the
gows, boo. They develop violent
shakes, the joints become stiff,
the animal falls and cannot get
up, but Ues and. shakes and
grinds its teeth. It develops rap-
id, labored breathing and may
die unless treated prompily in
the early stages of the poisoning:

When one looks at a large
clump of the white snakeroof in

bloom, glorifying the old fields
af late summer, and looking so
white and innocent, one would

never suspect it was a deadly kil-
ler, one that brought a deep sor-
row to the tender heanrt of  Abe
Lincoln when he was a boy of
nine—a sorrow from which he
never fully recovered.

TO ASK HELP

(From the American Medical
Association)

How does one know when he
should consult a psychiatrist?

Today’s Health, the magazine

of the American Medical Asso-
ciation, reports that most peo-
ple who should consult a psychi-
atrist are likely #fo consider
themselves as someone not need-
ing his services.
Many  shun the psychiatrist,
llihe AMA says, because they
have the distorted concept that
people who are under psychi-
atric care are ‘‘crazy.”

Psychiatrists are physicians
with & special fraining through
which they are able to help peo-
ple with mental illness or emo-
tional problems, even as other
physicians are qualified to assist
in physieal illness, Often physi-
cal and mental ills are closely
related.

Depression, or what we could
call the blues, is frequently an
early sign of what can become
a (disabling mental illness. Like-
wise, excitement and overactiv-
ity — although often completely
normal—form an abnormal sign
| when they occur in fhe wrong
| place or for the wrong reason.
| Other suggestive symptoms in-
clude ftantrums and exaggerated
expressions of anger, hysterical
attacks, unfounded fear, and guilt
feelings, which exist without an
acceptable reason.

Any of these would justify dis-
cussing the need for psychiatric
consultation with your physician.
