ASKS HELP FOR INDIANS
EDITOR, The Times:

Although headlines no lenger
focus the nation’s attention on
their plight, thousands of Amer-
ican Indians on the Navajo res-
ervation are still suffering the
effects of recent record-break-
ing blizzards in the.  Southwest
and will continue to need help
for many months,

Save the Children Federation,
headquartered here, has already
flown five tons of warm clothing
to the 60,000 stricken Navojos.
But, in an appeal issued this
week, Federation officials
stressed that the emergency is
not over and additional clothing
and funds are needed.

The snow has stopped, but ex-
tremely cold weather eontinues
to plague the area, and there is
the future prospect of floods and
washed-cut roads when the heavy
snow accumulation melts.

In addition, much livestock
was lost in the storms, posing a
grave ‘fthreat to the already-
meager Hvelihood of the Nava-
jos, a shepherd people.

Save the OChildren Fedenation
numbers mnearly 6,000 American
Indian children (including more
1,000 from the Navajo
tribe) among the 13,000 under-
privileged children throughout
the world for whom it adminis-
ters sponsorships.

The Navajos stffered most se-
verly from the blizzards because
of the isolated pattern of living
on their reservation, which lies
principally in Arizona but in-
cludes portions of bordering
states, Other #tribes, however,
were also affected and are re-
ceiving help from the Federa-
tion,

The initial response of spon-
sors and contributors to the
emergency appeal issued by the
Federation was heartwarming,
but the job of help and rehabili-
tation is a confinuing one,

The Federation, through the
Director of its American Indian
pregram, Dallas Johnson, is
working with btribal leaders fo
alleviate the hardships of those
hardest-hit by the history-making
storms.

The first load of clothing was
transported via a U. 8. Navy
plane from fthe ¥ederation’s
Rnoxville warehouse fo the tri-
bal @import in Window Rock,
Arizona. This emergency mission
was in response to a request for
help from the Health, Education
and Welfare Department of the
Navajos.

The severe snow and cold has
led to an unusually high pneu-
mionia rate, and warm clothing
for all the stricken people is &
necessity to prevent the further
spread of respiratory ailments.

With more fthan two more
months of winter ahead, condi-
tions on the hard-hit reserva-
tions may get worse. The head-
lines may be over, but “opera-
tion emergency' will be in ef-
fect for some fime. The Federa-
tion is counting on the conftinu-
ing generosity of contributors
and reiterates its thanks to those
who have already responded to
its urgent appeals,

Colleges Near Home
Lower Dropout Rate

Pippa Passes, Ky. — Dropout
rates decrease when a county
offers local opportunities for ed-
ucation beyond the high school.

That was one point suggested
to officials of Alice Lloyd Col-
lege by a study presented at a
meeting in Hazard, Jam. 23, of
the Upper Kentucky River Area
Development Council.

According to the study, com-
piled by the Kentucky Area De-
velopment Office, Knott county,
home of Alice Lloyd College,
ranks first among Upper Ken-
tucky River counties in the nums-
ber of ninth grade students com-
pleting high school. Other coun-
ties in that area are Letcher,
Leslie and Perry, none of which
had colleges when the study was
made, '

Of Knott county studenfis com-
pleting the ninth grade in 1964,
69.3 percent were graduated
from high school. The average
for oiher area counties was about
50 percent. The Knott percent-
age was even six points above
the state average.

Knotf county also ranked
ahead of the area average in
percentage of high school grad-
uates continuing their education.
While Knott sent 45.7 percent to
college, fhe area averaged only
41 percmt The statewide rate
was 424 percent.

In 1984, Perry county exceeded
the Rmott county rate by one
point, But over a three-year per-
fod lageed five percent behind.
In 1963, more than half of those
gradusting frem Knott county
high sehecls went to college.

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LABOR DEPT. TO MOVE

114,000 FROM

The Department of Labor
plans to move 114,000 people off
welfare rolls into ftraining pro-
grams and jobs in the next 18
months, Labor Secretary Willard
Wirtz has announced,

It will be done under the Work
Incentive Program authorized by
the 1967 amendments to the So-
cial Security . Act,

He said the program will be
administered by the Labor De-
partment’'s Manpower Adminis-
tration through its Bureau of
Work-Training Programs, the
agency that now operates the
Neighborhood Youth Corps and
other anti-poverty and manpower
development programs.

Wirtz estimated that $he Labor
Department would have 32,000
women and out-of-school
youths over 16 into training or
jobs by the end of the 1968 fis-
cal year, which falls on June 30.
In the 1969 fiscal vear, he said,
labor could place another 82,000
in/ training.

Under present legislation the
Labor Department will move
about 757,000 welfare recipients
into sainful employment by the
end of fiscal year 1972 at an in-
vestment of $841 millden. ‘‘This
investment will pay great divi-
dends in the future,” Wintz said.
'“Not only will the cost of wel-
fare rolls be greatly decreased,
the former recipients will be-
come productive workers and
taxpayers.”

“The Bureau of Work-Training
Programs has already demon-
strated its capacity to handle
welfare recipients successfully,”
Wirtz said. ‘“About 27 percent of
the 1.2 million youngsters en-
relled in the Neighborhood Youth
Corps over the past three years
have been from welfare famil-
ies.”

Wirtz said that a variety of
federal, state and local agencies
will be used by the Labor De-
partment fo deliver manpower
services under the WIP program,
including the Department of
Health, ‘Education and Welfare
and the State Employment Ser-
vice offices. Local welfare

agencies will refer elients to the,

program. They will be oriented,
interviewed, tested and coun-
seled for a period of two to four
weeks by the local manpower
agency, (in many instances, the
local office of the State Employ-
ment Service) who will immed-
iately place in available jobs
those ready and able to work.
The remainder will be moved
into work internship or work-ex-
perience programs, such as the
Neighborhood Youth Corps or
New Careers, or into on-the-job
or institutional training programs
authorized by the Manpower De-
velopment and Training Act of
1962, During this period, clients

The Retirement Test pro-
visions were changed, The
$1500 limit on earnings has
been increased to $1680 be-
ginning with 1968. Benefici-
aries who like to spread out
these earnings over the entire
year will find that they can
average earnings of $140
monthly in 1968 witheut los-
ing any part of their benefit
payment due to earmings
whereas in 1967 this average
was $125 monthly.
