ho have low, fixed incomes-those, for instance, 
who are liyin on a small social security check. 
If such as ti-;se could be exempted (and they 
cannot). the ales tax would be, in our opinion, 
the answer. 

But there lll'e other taxes to be considered. 
Why not a higher tax on cigarettes? Medic111l 

warnings have not deterred smokers, and higher 
taxes will not stop them, either. 

And mot·e taxes on whiskey and beer. The price 
has never "topped a man from getting his drink 
yet. 

Why not a stiffer tax on parimutuel betting? 
U the race" mu~t be played for stakes, set the cost 
nigher-it will not hurt the races. 

And a seYerance tax on natural resources which 
are being extracted by mining or drilling--coal, 
oil, gas and other minerals. It won't be fatal­
the 40-cents-a-ton paid John L. Lewis didn't kill 
the coal industry. 

There are many ways to raise taxes. Each of 
them should be carefully explored.
