The Left Beaver Creek town of
Ligon and its environs have a
new look and many eof its resi-
dents have a new outlook as the
result of the Ligon Sanitation
Project which was completed-last
vear under auspices of the Floyd
County Cominunity Action Pro-
gSram,

The project is considered one
of the most significant of its kind
0 be undertaken in the area.

Purpose of fthe project was
threefold: 1. To build sanitary
type privies and make a com-
plete change of the environment
by cleaning up the entire com-
munity; 2. To teach health educa-
tion to the entire population of
375; 3. To carry out an extensive
intestinal parasite e r adication
program in the commumnity.

Director of the project was
John Milton Stumbo, with the as-
sistance of Regina Mayo Roberts,
pioneer public health nurse acting
as nurse consultant, and three
others serving as health aides.

Many other individuals and
agencies contributed their ser-
vices. The Unemployed Fahers
(WE&T) worked without cost to
the sanitation project. The county
health officer, Dr. Russell L.
Hall, the county health educator,
County Judge Henry Stumbo and
members of the fiscal court, the
State Health Department, Divis-
ion of Laboratories, the Imperial
Coal Company, 4and the total
community of Ligon, including
the school and teachers, joined
in the effort.

Nine wells were protected by
the project. Health education was
provided in the form of bro-
chures, talks, educational films,
and 3,210 home visits by the
nurse consultant and the health
aides.

The entire community has been
cleaned of rubbish, debris, gar-
bage, car bodies, and other ma-
terials not conducive to the health
or appearance of the community.

Some beautification has been
accompliched. This included trim-
ming of trees, cutting the under-
brush along the creeks and road-
side. Refuse barrels were placed
along the main road and a few
picnie¢ tables placed in suitable
spots. In some places pine trees
and flowers were planted.

The communify has 93 new
privies with cencrete floors and
risers.

A sanitary land-fill garbage and
refuse dump has been estab-
lished, plus other sanitary facil-
ities such as septic tanks, lateral
fields, drainage of ditches, cul-
verts, bridges, sidewalks and fill-
ing of mudholes and road con-
struction through the use of “red
dog'”

He said the added cent in
the lefter rate is a 20% in-
crease, compared to a 24%
boost in the rates for mailing
newspapers and magazines
and a 34% hike for adver-
tising circulars, “occupant”
mail, and other material in the
third-class category.

The new rate of six cenfs
per ounce for first-class mail
applies up to 13 ounges and
the new rate of 10 cents per
ounce for air mail applies up
to 7 ounces. Under the new
rate structure all first - class
mail over 13 ounces and all
air mail over 7 ounces will be
merged into a single category.

These heavier pieces of
first-elass and air mail sub-
ject to the single rate schedule
will be delivered by the fast-
est available means of trans-
portation.

A flat rate of 80 cents will
be charged for all mail in
this eategory up to one pound,
For all mail weighing more
than one pound, the present
air parcel post rates will con-
tinue to apply, except that the
postage on matter weighing
between one and five pounds
will change at half-pound in-
tervals rather than one pound
intervals.

Stumbo said that the mew
rate structure will mean a
reduction of postage on some
parcels,

Another rafe change that
will affect the general public
is the increase from four to
six cents for the first two
ounces of individual pieces of
third - class mail. Unsealed
greeting cards may be sent at
this rate.

Stumbo also noted that,
effective January 7, special
handling will be available on
third-class parcels weighing
between 8 and 16 ouneces.
Special handling has not been
available on these parcels
since 1958, when packages
weighing between 8 and 16
ounces were transferred from
fourth to third-class mail.

There will be no changes
in the charges for special de-
livery, special handling, regis-
tered mail, certified mail. eash
on delivery or insurance,
Postmaster Stumbo said.

Help for Kenwood
Sought By Morton

Sen, Thruston B Morton has
promised a personal attempt to
raise funds fto save Kenwood
Produets, Inc., a proposed wood-
utilization plant near Paintsville
wirich may die on the drawing
h:um*c}s for lack of enough local
capital

A 120-acre industrial site has
been developed, largely with gov-
arnment stubsidies, on the high-
way south of Paintsville to serve
the new industry, but area busi-
nessmen have raised only $325,-
000 in equity capital. That is
about $500,000 short of the amount
required before the company can
qualify for a substantial business
loan from the Economic Develop-
ment Administration.

The corporation, which was
originated on the basis of a gov-
ernmentfinanced study, would
operate a sawmill and several
satellite plants, making use of
the low-grade timber found in
Eastern Kentucky for products
ranging from lumber to charcoal
briguets.

Sen. Morton held a meeting in
his office recently with Kenwood
leaders and government officials,
then announced that he would fry
to waise some of the $500,000
among leading Kentuckians.

“Unless Kentucky puts up some
mere money, youre not going to
get it anywhere else,”’ Morton
said. “I'm going to try to see if
I'ean find any interest in Louis-
ville and Lexington in putiing
some seed money in this.

“If I can, T think we can put
this over. If I can't, then I think
this thing is dead.”

Al the recent meetihg, officials
concluded that government agen-
eips cannct be expected to pro-
duce any grants or loans which
woulld make up for the lack of
local capital. Two EDA officials,
Coleman Stein and Glenn Wal:
dron, said the law requires a
minfmum of 15 pereent invest-
ment by local people to insure
their support for .such projects.
Between $150,000 and $200,000 is
needed,

Merbon said the problem is that
it is very difficult to raise that
kind of private capital in the Ap-
palachian region.

“. . . education, persuasion and
