About The H ighway Carnage? 

The ord:nary citizen read; the highwa~· death 
toll fig-ures and is agha;;t. 

Safety councils and others issue warnings, con­
coct catchy slogans. \Ve are told to "Drive Defen­
sive!>·" and are reminded that "The Life You Lose 
lila~· Be Your Own," and all this is, of itself, of 
value . 

But mo~t of it is pure fabian tactics, a refusal 
to admit the ugly truth and get down to cases. If 
i t we1e not, more would be said and done about 
t h e drinking driver and the sheer speed alcohol 
generates th1ough the foot on the gas pedal. 

The Kentucky Legi81ature now has an oppor­
t unity to do sumething on its own in the matter. 
A few other states have enacted legislation re­
quir,ng <hi ers to jl!P'ee to undergo tests to de­
tel mine if tney are drinking and, if so, how much. 
h entucky it.;elf has on its statute books a motor 
vehicle inspection Jaw which should stand but 
\Yhich already is under attack. 

These are matters which get down reasonably 
close to the tauses of the na,tJ:ion's highway car­
nage. There are others, but these will do for a 
stat"ler while we are dreaming up new :>logans and 
ad \"ice . 

ln Great Britain over the recent holidays a 
stdking example of the effectivene:;s of stricter 
laws against (ltinking dt'ivers was established. The 
new "'breathal:vzer" teHt was made compulsory. 
J'.folorists were t•equ'ired to submit to roadside tests 
if they were inYol\·ed in an accident or traffic vio­
lation or if they showed sigJl' of unsteady dJ•iving. 
If they failed that test, they were required to sul.>­
n dt to the blood or urine test. And if an alcoholic 
content was found in the blood that was above a 
fixed maximum. the motorist was prosecuted. The 
penalty was automatic sus[Jension of the driver's 
license for a year, plu:; a fine of $240 or four 
months' 1mprismnnent, or both. 

The tes~rlt of this hard-boiled action was a dra­
matic drop in traffic accidents OYer the five-dav 
holiday period. Hig-hway deaths fell throughout 
Britain br .HJ percent-to 98 deathg, as compared 
with 1 58 for the oame period in 1966. The num­
ber of accident.q of all kinds dropped 25 percent; 
t raffic injuries showed a drop of nea1•ly :JO per­
cent.

If your birth is not recorded 
and you are older than, 18, 
you must sub mit affidavits 
an d documentary evidence 
verifying the date and place 
of your birth. 

You will need affidavits 
from two persons who are at 
least 10 years older than you. 
perso!'l$ who remember when 
and where you w e r e born. 
One affidavit must be from a 
relative and one from a non­
relative. 

In addition, you must sub­
mit one of documentary evi­
dence. ' 

Older citizens who cannot, 
find friends or relatives 10 i 
years older than they are may 1 

substitute an item of docu·' 
men.tary evidence for each of 
the affidavits. Accep t a b 1 e 
document3l'Y evidence would 
include r-ecord of birth in a 
family Bible. a baptismal or 
~chool census record, a mar­
riage license application, an 
insurance policy, or physic-, 
ian's office record. 

The Department says people 
18 and under without birtn 
certificates are a minor prob­
lem. Some babies are born at 
home and their births are not 
always properlY registered. ac·: 
cording to the Department.

Nunn to 1 d the legislators 
that "the development, dis­
cussion and enactment of a 
sound financial plan for State 
government is our priority 
business." 

Kentucky's new Republican 
governor told members of the 
General Assembly, which has 
Democratic majorities in both 
houses, that he was delaying 
his budget presentation for 
various reasons, including his 
effort to effect economies in 
government. 

Nunn added: 
"I deeply feel that it is time 

for us in Kentucky to meet 
our responsibility and let each 
of our fellow Kentuckians feel 
no doubt that we will act in 
a sensible a n d responsible 
manner." 

"We have much work to do. 
Our business is big business 
and cannot be d e a J t with 
easily or lightly or in a parti~ 
san manner. We have a joint 
responsibility which we .must 
jointly discharge."
