Commissioner Hazelrigg wrofa
Judge Stumbo, June 11, that the
road-aid program as submitted
by the county appears to be
satisfactory and that the con-
tract is to be presented fo the
fiscal court by Disiriet Highway
Engineer Bayes for the court’s
ratification.
