HOLDS ITS GRIP 

It selTe' litLle purpo,;e now to criticise the ma­
jorit); opinion of the Court of Appeal:;, holding 
the all-inclu~h e ·'Broad Fot·m" deed to he legally 
binding. Blinclne:s to human rig.ht$ is nothing new 
in Kentucky. 

One source of small con-;olation and llll•Ch pride 
to Eastem Kentuckian:;, those hardest hit by the 
opinion, is the fact that one of their own, judge 
Edward 1'. Hill, of Pre. tonsburg, wrote a ,;ll·ong 
clissentiug opinion . Two points in that opinion, in

ing in the customary manner that preYailecl when 
the lease was executed. 

It is true that the oil company did not hold a 
deed to eYen·thing under and upon the earth of 
mineral natu1·e, as the "Broad Form" deed pro­
vide,;, but the same principle is inYolvecl. 

But whatever yout· reaction or ours to the ma­
jority opinion, and regardlesR of high court opin­
ion to the contrar.1· in West Virginia and Pennsyl­
vania, the Kentucky Court of Appeals has held 
that coal companies are not liable to damages done 
to the surface of the land "·bich it does not own. 
The landowner may, indeed, have "hit the end of 
the line."

The two measures are an out­
growth of three weeks of hear~ 
ings Perkins conducted, many 
times sitting alone. into the pre~ 
valence of malnutri tion and hun­
ger in the United States. 

Again a n d aga in, witnesses 
called for broadening the school 
lunch program as one way to 
attack the problem of malnutri­
tion in children. 

The new Perkins bill would 
require matching .from state
