But the flow or seepage of mine waters laden with 
toxic elements is the festering of a sore which 
spreads its infection to distant streams and p laces. 

The Bethlehem Steel Corporation is now de­
veloping chemical tratment of ,;uch waters that, 
hopefully, wHl render them harmless to aquatic life 
and make them fit for human use. This is a work 
of extreme importance, and, once it is perfected, 
every state should immediately demand its use.
