Dr. Hall Asks Court

For Ruling on Rights
After Quitting Clinic

The Floyd circuit court is asked
in a suit filed here to determine
the rights of a doctor who has
severed her connection with the
Daniel Boone Clinic at McDowell.
Onz ¢f the main points of conten-
tion is the doctor’s right to con-
tinue practice at McDowell.

The plaintiff is Dr. Mary A,
Hall, who in July, 1969 accepted
employment by the clinic at a
salary of $24,000 & year.

Dr. Hall notified defendents,
| Willard and Woolsey, P. S. C,
| doing business as the Daniel
| Bocne Clinic, of her intention to

! terminate the professional rela-

tionship as of August 23, and the
termination notice wals aocepted,
the complaint points out, but a
dispute arose as to the mesulting
rights and kabilities of both par-
tues.

One point of disagreement re-
volves around whether or not
plaintiff is prohibited from con-
tining the practice of her pro-
fession at McDowell. The clause
in the by-laws of the clinic which
is #n question is Section 10 of
Article 12, which provides:

Each fullfime employee ‘‘ex-
pressly covenants and agrees (un-
less waived in writing by the
conporation) that, for & period of’
one year following the termination
of emp with the corpor-
ation, he will not, direefly or in-
d‘recﬂgd}f:r himself or as agent,
or on i, or in j with,
any person, firm, asm&tﬂon or
carporation, engage i the prac-
tice: of medicine wﬂin & 50-mile
radius from the city he has
primarily performed his ser-
vices.

Dr. Geomge P. Archer, mayor
of Prestonsburg, predicted the bill,
if unchanged, will deprive the
Big Sandy valley of $50 million in
income annually and would create
a coal shortage mext winter of
40 to 50 million tons of coal.

Spokesmién for the operators
emphasized that they were not
fighting safety but that they were
opposing a “lump” classification
of all mines as “gassy,” even
though tests show that the great
majority of Kentucky mines are
non-gaseous. Kilcullen maintained
the bill would make mining more
dangerous, becaus it would elimi-
nate the small, non-gaseous oper-
ations and shift all coal produc-
tion to large, “gassy’ mines
whose owners will be able to in-
stall “permissive’ equipment. And
permissive equipment, rules, laws
and all prohibitions will not keep
some miner from lighting a ciga-
rette in @& big mine, it was main-
tained.

The only opposition was voiced
by Johty O'Leary, director of the
U. S. Bungau of Mines, who de-
nied that the legislation will close
the small operations.

Frankfort, Ky. — With what
might well be more than just a
seed of truth in a barrel of sar-
casm it has been observed moce
than a few times that Go. tak.s
care of drunkards and fools,

But what about the drunken
driving fool — whe takes care of
him?

If you subscribe to an unwritten
policy presently followed by many
Kentucky judges, then the ans-
wer to that question maust be
obvious . . .

“The majarity of county judges
with whom we come in contact,”
says ong official in the Public De-
partment’'s Driver Licensing Di-
vision, ‘“makes no bones about the
fact they frequently amend traffic
charges brought against first of-
fenders — particularly drunken
drivers — to some other offense
of less seriousness.”

Often, the amended charge
takes the form of something like
breach of the peace or disorderly
conduct, meither of which results
mn any ‘“'points” being changed
against the man's driving record.
It defeats the state's whole pro-
gram which is to identify the dri-
ver with a problem and get him
into a driver improvement club,
or at least discuss his difficulties
with him, before he kills himself
or someone else,

“Sometimes,”” one driver im-
provement officer said, “‘this busi-
ness of amending is done as a
personal favor or because the ar-
resting officer erred,

“But more often than not —
and mainly because a drunk driv-
mg conviction normally results in
the immediate suspension of a
man's right to drive — it is done
because tha judge feels the first
offender deserves a break.

“Now, if he really is a first of-
fender, this is the time he should
be identified so we can work
with him before an unsafe driv-
ing incident becomes a regular
hab_it.”

But, as the state’s driver im-
provement officers are quick to

a first offender a second chance
lies in the fact Kentucky’s judges
rarely check to find out whether
it is actually a first offense they
are dealing with or just another
violation on a long sthing of traf-
fic convictions already filed
against the man in & variety of
other court junisdicﬁms.

A good case in point might well
be the record of ane Kentuckian
whose history of irresponsibility |
on the highway, carefully docu-
mented in a sheaf of court ab-
stracts and arnﬂmg officers’ re-
pant tucked away in the files of
the Drniver Ligensing Diyision,
reads like a full might's docket in
a busy traffic count.

In less than four years, he rolled
up a record of seven arrests, was
tried in six different ocourts, in-
volved in one accident, and had
his driver’s license yanked by the
state on two occasions — once
through suspension and once by
revocation. ‘

Although itried on these separate |
occasions in three different courts |
on charges of drunken driving, |

none of those cases resulted ml

suspension of his driving privi-
leges. Twice, the charges were
reduced to meckless driving, a
“point” offense, and once to pub-
lic drunk — & violation which does
not even come under the Com-
monwealth’s tmaffic laws.

He finally had to be arrested in
a neighboning state before sus-
taining even a single conviction
for drunk driving

Early in h:s drmn;g career, his
driving privileges were suspended
for six months after he accrued
mare than 12 points on one cita-
tion for improper passing on a
hill and three charges of reckless
driving, one of which had original-
ly been a drunk driving citation.

If nothing else, he was deter-
]mi‘nf:-'d. Less than three months

after reinstatement of his license,
he was back in court again. And
the charge? Again it was driving
while intoxicated and again it|
was amended to reckless driving.

Soon after that incident, the
Public Saffety Departnvent hit him
rmth a license revocation fcllow-
| ing their neceipt of a report from |
| cut-of-state autharities about -his |
drunk driving eanviction in their |
jursdiction. \

The prdblem should have ended |
there — but i didn’t.

There is still one more entry
cn his record — yet another arrest
for drunken driving, and this
time it was sccompanied by a
citation for driving without a li-
cense,

Imagine the sunprise of the Ken-
tucky judge who, when later con-
fiding to state officials he amend-
ed the last drunken driving charge
' to public drunk béecause he thought | |
a “first offender” deserved a
break, learned he had been mis- |

er”’ a chronic drunk dniver with a
long history of prior traffi¢ con-
victions but the reason he had
been operating a motor vehicle
without license because his dri-
ver's permit had been revoked
nearly seven months earlier.

“Had that judge checked the
man’s record bafore passing
judgment,” driver improvement
officers said, “the drunk driving

“If we could comnvince every
judge in Kentucky to levy ithis
same requirement,” they say, it
would go a long way toward re-
ducing our high traffic fatality
rate for it would. nail down the
repeater who is most likely to kill
someone — unless he is stopped.”

“Lack of education is one of
the most serious poverty-related
problems m Eastern emucky,
and for this reason the WIN Pro-
gram has concentrated heavily
on education in the area.”

Deitz said the Eastern Kentucky
WIN Program is not without its
problems, “the most difficult of
which is geography.”” Many mothe
ers otherwise suilable for the
program are ruled out because
transpontation difficulties are in-
surmountable.

“In spite of the problem,” Deitz
said, ‘‘there is Irttle absentecism
in the Eastern Kentucky pro-
gr}am."l

Another difficulty is the scarci-
ty of job opportunities in Eastern
Kentucky. Away from the larger
cities there, employment prospects
decline. Jobs are not available and
many women live too far from
job centers to make commuting a
realistic option,

Recently 10 enrollees in Eastern
Kentucky WIN were interviewed
by members of an Eastern Ken-
tucky WIN Program evaluation
staff from the Auerback Corpora-
tion. All of the women were in
either oriemtation or GED,

“The meport stated mast were
quite positive about the program
and panticularly afbuut their con-
tact with WIN staff,” Deitz said.

Nature

THE BEECH TREE
AND ITS PARASITE

Often you will find growing un-
der @ spreading beech tree a
large colony of odd-leoking plants
about a foot high. These have no
green chlorophyll and their small
leaves a&re like scales, Their color
is a rich madder-brown and they
putmtmem:ssmaﬂh-amhm.
They are the parasites on the
roots of beech; their name is
Beech Drops. Botanists call these
odd plants ‘EPIFAGUSE, which
means growing on the roots of
a beech.

Beech Dmps belong to a para-
sitic family plants called
BROOMRAPE whachmcindesthe
peculiar scaly plant called Can-
cer-Root.

These are ovate and
grow about four inches long. The
leaves have prominent, feather-|
lik2 veins and each of these ex- |
terds to @ sharp tooth on the leaf |
margin. When they first come |
out in the spring, the leaves are
coated with a silvery down; this |
soon di ans as the leaf un-
folds, The full-grown leaf is a
dark green color on top, lighter
green below. In autumn they
change to a pale gold color but
dhey seldom fall from the tree.
They cling tenaciously to the
branches all winter, and shrivel
up and turn brown,. When the

the regular June 23, 1969 term of
court following the filing of said
petition, to order the holding of
a local option election in Floyd
County, Kentucky, as more par-
ticularly set forth hereinafter.

Trails
beechnuts for food and oil supply.
They also dry out the leaves and
use them as winter forage for
livestock,

Many oOf the larger beeches
have cavities and hollow boughs,
which are especially designed by
nature to serve as the winter
homes far wildlife. Squirrels and
raccoons den in hollow beeches,
birds such as woodpeckers, chick-
adees and nuthatches sleep in hol-
low beleches duning winter nights.
Hollow beech trees are also the
favorite hames of flving squirrels;
black bears also hibernate in the
larger ones.

It is a pity that some land com-
panies hire men to deaden their
beeches, by cutting a ring around
the bark. This is done to give the
oaks, ash and other trees a better
chance. But no greater mistake
can be made than to destroy the
beech timber. It is a hard blow
to wild life, as it destroys one of
their best sources of food. Beeches
are also very good for preventing
soil erosion, as they have an ex-
tensive root system from which
in- | they often send up hundreds of
sprouts that form a dense grove of
little trees under the main tree.
Not one ounce of soil can wash
away where one of these big
beeches grows, with hundreds of
little ones arising from the roots.

Although beech lumber may not
be as valuable as that of oak or
ash, the larger trees have med
heart-wood, which makes fine|
! flooring; it #s also used to make
| broom and mop handles, clo:.hes|
pins, chairs and such. There is
also no belter wood for campfire
than seasoned beech, as any out-
! doonsman will tell you.

We have only one species of
beech that is native to the U, S.
This tree heads a large and im-
portant family of trees, to which
belong the oaks, chestnuts and
chinquapins.

Beeches growing in the fertile
boftoms of streams often reach
immense size, with a diameter of
four or five feet and a dense,
spreading crown. The largest ones
grok along -the Ohio River valley
and on the sunny slopes of the
Appalachians, The beech tree is
handsome in any season. Its trunk
is silveny gray with white bands
or large circular splotches, which
lend the trunk a touch of splendor.
