EDF GOES TO COURT 
A recent number of SPORTS ILLUSTRATED 

tells the rather action-packed story of the Environ­
mental Defen"e Fnnd-EDF, in this alphabeticized 
age-and of its attomey, a fiery individual named 
Yannacone. 

1t is a story of litigation-action in courts of law 
-in the name of conservation and on behalf of all 
\\ ho are entitled to an environment free of pollu­
tion of the air, water and food on which human life 
depend~. At is,,ue are thermal pC>llution of water by 
atomic waste, the threat to untold thousands from 
DDT and other insecticides, the possibility that cer­
tain species of wildlife will be slaughtered to ex­
tinction, the rape of the land and the destruction of 
ills natural state. Rights are asserted, justice de­
manded. The right to pollute, to destroy is met, 
head-on. by the EDF challenge to have a go at it 
in the comis, 

"Don't wlite letters to the editor - do ~ome­
thing !" cries this lawyer, Yannacone. "When some­
body shoYes, sho,·e back ... if there is something 
that morally must be done, there is a legal way 
to do it." 

1hu~, it is claimed, the power or weakness of the 
law is established. Public sentiment is galvanized. 
People come to grips with a situation, and a de­
cision is ahead. 

We repo•t lhi,__in sketchy fashion, necessarily 
-to posit the problem here at home and sugge;:;t 
that herein may lie a way to its solution. Perhaps 
some of that money we have been using for other 
things might better be invested in a good attorney 
who is a conservationist at heart, before the fee is 
discussed. If new or clearer laws are needed, let 
the need bcome apparent by testing those already 
on the statute books. 

But it may be there are laws in sufficient num­
ber, or even too many. Perhaps the need is to stop 
editorializing or writing letters or complaining at 
the club meetings and to get down to cases- cases 
in cou1t-learning what are the people's rights and 
how thev can cease to be mere words and become 
an actual po:;session.
