Russell L. Hall, director of the
program.

The Comprdhenswe Health Pro-
Fmsm began its third year, July 1.
t was originally planned to cover
a five-year period, with overall
expenditures in the county set at
$5 million or more. It was de-
signed to take health and medi-
cal services to the poor in the
remoteést areas.

Its success in doing just that
has attracted the interest of oth-
er states and cities. Three other
counties in the United States now
have similar programs. The work
done in this county has been
closely watched through OEO
studies.

“We feel we have succeeded in
developing this program as it
should be, or it would not have re-
ceived continued OEO support,”
Dr. Hall commented this week.

The program center is in the
Health Department building here.
Eight outposts have been estab-
lished, with a qualified nurse,
four aides and a clerk assigned

six aides are wo be- |

cause of the difficulty encountered
in covering that part of the coun-
ty. Home visits find those need-
ing advice, health and medical
assistance. If the problem is of
a more serious nature, the pro-
gram provides, rtansportation for
the patient to a doctor or hospital.

Small coal mining opera-
tions which are threatened by
federal legislation requiring
cosﬂy “permissible” explo-
sion-proof firing equipment
may have won a grace period
of up to 10 years in which to
make the changeover.

Small - mine operators feel

they have a eommitment forji

a milder bill in Congress
which would permit a delay
of conversion to costlier
equipment after their present
equipment wears to the point
it must be replaced. Yet the
fuse - and - cap firing system
widely in use may have to
be replaced by electric deton-
ators.

Kentucky operators have
expressed the fear that the
proposed federal legislation
will put small mines out of
business and cost the state
millions in payrolls. One such

“Shooting from the solid”
is simply drilling into a coal
face, then setting off a closely-
spaced sequence of blasts to
break away the coal

The operator said the time-
sequence of blasts is almost

Enforcement of the law requir-
ing employers of three or more
persons in a “‘hazardous™ ocetipa-
tion to provide workmen’s com-
pensation for them or to close
their operations obviously will not
be the difficult task in this coun-
ty that might have been expected.’

For many of the coal companies
listed in The Times last week as
having been notified by Attorney
General John B. Breckinridge to
provide workmen's compensation
or other indemnity for their work-
ers, or to close, are alrea
covered.

Many of the mines listed in last
week’s repont take their coal to
the cleaning plants of the Turner
Elkhorn Mining Company, and
each of these mines is covered by
workman's compensation under

a joint policy.

“We do not buy coal from any
mine that is not so covered,” B.
F. Reed, treasurer of Turner Elk-
horn Mining, said,

Mr. Reed said the policy cover-
ing these mines is on record in
the: Attorney General's office but
that it does not list each indi-
vidual small mine. The policy is
renewed annually, and this year's
renewal will be made on Friday
of this week.

Thirty mines were listed last
week for “apparent” non-compli-
ance with the workmen's com-
pensation act, and local enforce-
ment was placed in the hands of
the commonwealth’'s attorney and
county attorney. At that time the
connection of many of the mines
with Turner Elkhorn was not
known.

If ever Prestonsburg and Paintsville become, as
some predict, “a solid town,” all the way along the
12-mile stretch between the two county-seats;, one
part of it will be the result of the initiative and hard

work of one man.

A few years ago, the John Branham farm, be-
tween Prestonsburg and Auxier, was just that — a
farm. A good one but, except for the brief time it was
the site of an air strip, used only for growing crops
and pasture. Now it is the site of Branham Village,
a growing community of about 20 homes, most of

which are new.

The development began after
the death of Mr. Branham. His
son, Woodrow Branham, decided
his share of the estate lay in the
development of homes rather than
in farming,
Since that time, with the help
of his seven sons, Mr, Branham
has built 13 homes and now has
under construction there an apart-
ment structure of four two-bed-

room apartments. He has a quart.
er of a million dollars invested in
Branham Village, and how much
more he will spend he himself
doesn't kmow. Ten of the new
homes have been sold. _

In addition to his work on Bran-
ham Village as owner and build-
er, Mr. Branham in 1962 founded
the Auxier Road Gas Company.

OAKS WORTH
KNOWING BETTER

Two of the finest oaks pature
ever made are occasionally found
in the Tri-State region, but they |
are the least known of our npative |
oaks and surely deserve a closer
study and a wider planting, These
two are the Burr Ouak, also called
the Mossy-Cup Oak; and the|
Chinquapin Oak, which seme
botanists call the Yellow Oak.
Some also spell the name *‘chin-
kapin—"" the old Indian name for
this tree.

The Burr cak is noted for hav-
ing the most beautiful and the
largest acorn of all the oaks; I
have found acorns of this tree
as large as a ben's egg or more.
The Chinquapin Oak is noted lor
having the smallest acorn of all
its family. Both these trees bear
acorns that are sweet and edible
wheén thoroughly seasoned out.
The big acorns of the Burr. Oak
are highly prized by many kinds |
of wild life; squirrels and chip-
munks store them away for win-
ter use. .

Both these oaks belong to the
White Oak group and both have
lumber that is tops for all kinds
of building materials, cabinets
and furniture. The wood of the
Burr Oak is classed with that of
white oak in value; it is often
used in the ormamental mirrors.

A separate meter
deposit of $10.00 may be required
of any tenant who applies for ser-
vice after construction is com-
menced. Such deposits, less any
unpaid charges, shall be refunded
to such customer, his heirs or as-
signs, whenever such  customer
notifies the District legally to
disconnect or fterminate service
to such customer.

SECTION 11. LIABILITY FOR
CONNECTION CHARGES AND
RATES.

Connection charges, where ap-
plicable; shall be the personal ob-
ligation of the party who signs
the “'Application for Service and
same shall include both properiy
owners and tenants who sign
such applications, All water
charges, other than connectien
charges, shall be the personal ob-
ligation, collectible by law, of the
occupant of the lot, property or
building receiving the benefits of
such use and service so long as
the same continues, and the satis-
faction of the liability by any
party shall be a discharge of the
liability for which the payment
is made.

SECTION 12, MULTIPLE US-
ERS.

Where two or more teénants or
occupants (of different rental
units) of property are served by
a single water meter, the water
rates and charges shall be the
personal obligation, collectible by
law, of the person or persons who
apply for such service and, where
applicable, make the required de-
posit; Such occupants may each
obtain a separate meter, and in
the event that such multiple unit
property is served by @& single
meter, each of such ‘eecupants
shall be billed his proportionate
(to the number of users and not
to the quantity used) share of the
water charges applieable to such
property, and each shall consti-
tute a separate user and be billed
accordingly, and in any event,
not less than the minimum rate(s)
herein prescribed.

SECTION 13, REVISION OF
RATES.

The schedule of rates and

by the District in connection with
the revenue Bond Issue financing
referred to herein.

If a bill is not paid after re-
maining delinquent for thirty
days, the Superintendent of the

The foregoing provisions are
intended to and shall apply re-
gardless of the availability of any
initial deposit | required by this
resolufion.

SECTION 17, RECORDS AND
AUDITS. _

The rates, rentals and charges
for the use of and services rem-
dered by the District waterworks
system shall be billed and col-
lected by the District, and the full
amount of the proceeds for such
service shall be deposited as re-
ceived and sef aside into the ap-
propriate fund as the Superin-
tendant of the system may, desig-
nate, but subject to any different
designaion which may be made
in any procecding relating to the
issuance of Revenue Bonds. The
records of the District with re-
spect to charging, billing, col-
lecting and accounting for water
service shall be audited at least
once each twelve months by an
independent certified public ac-
countant, and a report thereof
shall be filed with the Secretary
of the District, or shall be filed
in such manner and at such oth-
er time or times as may be pro-
vided in any esolution or proceed-
ing of the District relating to the
issuance of Revenue Bonds.

HIGHLIGHTS OF BIRD SURVEY

I was engaged by the Depart-
ment of the Interior’'s Migratory
Birds Population Station at Laur-
el, Md. to make a breeding bird
survey in June, covering two
routes of 25 miles each. This sur-
vey extended along Tug River for
some fen miles, then across Mar-
tin county and info Johnson coun-
ty, about ten miles; it also. took
in Wolf Creek up to the head of
the Meathouse Fork. Some phases
of this survey give cause for
gladness, as many species of our
birds ane holding their own and
some show an increase. 1 found
more robins this year along this
route than formerly, However,
there are other phases of the sur-
vey that give cause of alarm; we
are losing our birds of prey and
the turkey wvultures (buzzards).

When making this survey, I
was pequired to stop every half
mile during a period of three min-
utes 1 looked and listened for
birds. The most abundant bird I
found was the indigo bunting
which is one of the finest and
most persistent little singers of
the summer, and it never stops
singing because of hot weather, I
found the wood thrushes fairly
abundant, also the yellow-breasted
chat and the song sparrow. The
white-eyed vireos were about the
same in number as last year, but
I did not count as many red-eyed
vireos in 1968. Other birds that
seemed plentiful were the yellow-
throat (a warbler), the cardinal,
the bobwhite, E. phoebe and the
Acadoan flycatcher. I found sev-
eral families of purple martins
along the route; also a pleasing
number of barn swallows. At one
stop, I found so many cowbirds
I couldn’t count them, but esti-
mated their number at about 300,
They were in a large meadow
with the cattle.

At nearly every stop, I scanned
the sky for hawks and turkey
vultures, but not one was seen!
We are fast losing our hawks,
which we need badly to destroy
rodents. In the past, farmers
have looked with suspicion on all

them on sight. No greater mis-
lake could have been made. Dur-
ing this season, I have seen only
onz hawk sailing, a red-tailed, and
it was being given a merry chase
by the crows and martins!

It seems to me that our turkey
vulturesa re doomed to extinc-
tion. This season, 1 have seen
only three, I used to see large
flocks of them circling in the sky.
Their decline has an ominous
meaning for the naturalist: Wild
animals of all kinds have dimin-
shed to such a low number, there
are not enough left to die and
furnish food for the turkey buz-

zard. The decline of this vulture
is an index finger ponting to the |
general scarcity of ‘wild life in
the forests of today.

There also seems to be a
marked decrease of owls in our
region. I used to hear them hoot-
ing along Tug River in late win-
ter, during the mating season,
but this was several years ago. It
seems we are going to lose our
owls, too.

On my 50-mile survey, I never
once heard a single mourning
dove cooing, In fact, I've only
heard one this year. They seem
to be very scarce in our region,
and it s my belief that these
doves have been overkilled in
many places, as they are still on
the game bird list, but should be
removed from it and put on the
list of song birds, so they will
have the protection they deserve.

The bluebirds are still far too
scarce in our region, despite the
efforts of many people to bring
them back like they used to be.
The only place I found bluebirds
was at a house where the lady
had put up two boxes and had
two families of bluebirds. The

, only way to get bluebirds these
days is to put up special boxes for
them and give them protection
against starlings and house spar-
TOWS,

The kingfishers are scarcer than
usual. On my route I saw only
two. This is an ominous sign: The
kingfishers are being contamin-
ated by the fish they are eating
out of polluted streams! The
proof? The other day, a kingfish-
er was so badly crazed by some-
thing he had eaten, no doubt, he
flew from the stream, where he
ranged, into a man's front yard
and slammed against the glass
front storm door with such foroe
it was like the crack of a Win-
chester, anmd the bird almost
burst itself open by the impact.
Now what might cause a King-
fisher to do & thing like that?
There was no hawk after him. It
was a strange thing for a bird of

{ this kind to do!

The first birds to wake up and
sing at dawn are the wood thrush,
the chat, mobin and cardinal, I
heard all of these begin singing at
about the same time — half an
hour before sunrise,
