Dewey Lake claimed its first
victim of the year late Sunday

night when Mns. Bonnie Belle
Hardy Sowers, 25, of the Auxier
road, was drowned in the Goble
Branch arm of the impoundment.

The tragedy occurred after the
lake and its shoreline had been
jammed without untoward inci-
dent for three days by its biggest
crowds. Mrs. Sowers drowned at
10:45 pam., in the shallow water
formerly used by Girl Scouts as
a swimming area. The body was
recovered &t 12:45 am. Monday
by Graham Burchetf, captain of
the Floyd County Emergency &
Rescue Squad.

Three men — Allen L. Fraim,
of Auxier road, with whom the
victim apparently had gone to the
lake, William Perry and Randy
Crum — told substantially the
same story about the drowning,
Perry and Crum, according to
state police, said they stopped at
the beach where Mrs, Sowers and
Fraim were snd were talking
when the woman suddenly ran to
the water end jumped in. They

said their attention was attracted

they could not see the swimmer,
The men said they at first thought
Mrs, Sowers had submerged to
frighten them.

The drowning was investigated
by State Police Capt. Lykins,
Troopers Elmo Allen and Leeman
Bevins, A jury empanelled by
Coroner James J. Cavter held
that the woman was a victim of
accidental drowning,

RED CLOVER AND
THE BUMBLEBEES

Red clover is ene of our most
caw' iful and useful legumes and
one of the finest of all the plants
we got from Eurepe. It has been
cngred as the state flower of Ver-
mont. On tha leaflets of red clover
there may be seen the almost
xact design of an Indian arrow-
ead while on the white clover
enliets there appears the design
sf a cresoant.
These designs add much to the
eaaty of the leaves; these clov
grs are called Trifolium,, since
they have three leaflets. I have
seard some persons say they had
‘ound four-leaf red clovers but I

‘#ts are oval and sometimes
notched at the end. Seen at a dis-
tance, the large, ovoid head of
clover bloom Jooks like a purplish-
rad globe, being almost the exact
color of the redbud’s blossom. But
on closer inspection the head or
clusier of blooms is seen to con-
tain as many as 60 to 75 small,
tubular florets, each a perfect
flower within dtself. These small
florets compose the large flower
bead and are about three-fourths
of an inch long.

The bumblebees are the only in-
sects which can pollinate the red
clovers and some others. These
bees have @ long tongue that can
reach down to the boftom of the
tiny tubes and get the nectar; they
cross-pollinate this -elover and
some other eclovers and thus as-
sure a good yield.

If the bumblebees should become
exterminated, the red ¢lovers and
some others would soon disap-
pear. This shows the vital relation-
ship between inssots and plants.
Belore red clover could be grown
in Australia and New Zealand, it
was first neccssary to i rt
farge numbers of bumblebees to
these countries, so they could pol-
kinate the clover and get it started
to spread.

Luckly, we have plenty of bum-
bleiecs in North America, so the
red clovers bave escaped from
'*u tivation @and are now found

along roadsides, in waste places
‘and old fields, now well estab-
lished in the wild state. It has
proved a beon to the bumbiebees,
too, which are so necessary @
carry on the wark of pollinating
our gardenm erops as well as corny
grass and others.

Dr. Kuehne believes the gener-
al public dees not understand the
potential danger of pesticides. He
said theé commercial product
cal'sd Endrin has been shown to
be lethal to various forms of ma-
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rine and fresh water life. Shrimp |who eat t he m. DDT has been
have been known to die when ex- 1f0und in predatory birds because

posed to Endrin at a ratio of
one drop of the pesticide to 16,000
gallons of water.

DDT has proved its durability
through its detection in the bodies
of an‘mals and bids that have
eaten inssets sprayed with it. Al-
though such poisons generally are
nat considered dangerous until
there is considerable build-up of
deposits in ‘man or animal, the
long range effects have not been
determined, Dr. Kuechne stated.

“"A build-up of pesticides in fish-
es cowld have an effect on people

they got i from contaminated
fish,” he added.

He said DDT is “very effective
ageinst flies and mosquitoes be-
cause it panalyzes their respira-
tory system and they suffocate,
Therefore, it has been used ex-
tensivdly since World War IL
Many of us are taking small
amounts of DDT into our bodies.

“It 18 known that DDT settles
in fatty tissue. In the case of
birds, #t settles in the egg yolk
and can produce sterile eggs, or
eggs that have comparatively

thin shells.”

Dr. Kuehne says many of Ken-
lucky's resources such as waler,
soil, fish, wildlife, and timber-
lands are rencwable.

“They c¢an last indefinitely with
proper management,”” he said.
“We must be more aware of the
fact that we are not removed
from the condition of our environ-
ment. I am very gratified to know
that the University is going to get
a School of Natural Resources, 1
see a lot of potential good in the
state's natural resources pro-
gram.”

“We have a lot of carefully-
mantiged Jand and forests in the
