Last year, we were so lax in 
our support, we didn't even 
reach the goal. We gave only

FATHER TIME IS OLD 

I FEWER FIRES 
IS '69 GOAL 

For eaters To Patrol 
Area Daring Spring 
To Nab Violators 
Last spring, Floyd county 

had 99 woodland fires during 
(he March !-May 15 lire sea­
son, and this year Division of 
Fore£try personnel are hoping 
to improve on that record. 

Employees of the forestry 
division will be pat.rolling the 
county in an effort 1o find all 
violators of state fire laws, it 
was said here thi.s week. Upon 
conviction, violators are sub­
ject to both fine and imprison~ 
ment. They also will be held 
responsible for the c o s t of 
.suppressing fires. 

From March 1 until May !5 
it is i llega I to set any open 
fire within 150 feet of any 
woodland. If burning is dooc 
more than 150 feel from the 
woodland but c a p a b 1 e of 
spreading to t h e woodland 
through grass or other flam~ 
able materiaL, it is 6 t i 11 a 
violation of the fire laws. If 
burning must be done, it is 
permissible between the hours 
of 4:30 p.m. and 12 midnight, 
provided all reasonable pre­
cautions are taken. Reasonable 
precautions consist of cutting 
and piling flam.able material 
and clearing around these ma­
terials to prevent spread of 
fire to woodland. The f i r e 
must be extinguished at mid· 
night 

Setting of fires to capture 
any \\'ildhfe is prohibited by 
law. Thh; statute includes the 
smoking of squirrels or other 
animals out of hollow trees, 
hollow tumps, or holes in the 
ground. 

H it is absoh1tely necessary 
to burn anything, forestry per­
sonnel ask the person respon­
.sible to follow these sugges­
tions: 

1. Don't burn until after 
4:30 p.m. 

2. Stay with whatever you 
are burning until the fire is 
dead out. 

3. Don't let your fire burn 
off your land onto the land 
oi another. To do so might 
constitute a felony under 
statute No. 1411.375. 

4. Don't ,Uow your children 
to do any bUrning for you. 

5. Don't burn when the 
wind is blowing. 

6. Don't fail to call your 
nearest t&restry employee if 
the fire Should get out of your I 
control. .
