ORDINANCE NO. 5-69

In Accordance with authority granted by Kentucky
Revised Statutes Chapter 80, Secticn 32.080 of the
Kentucky Revised Statutes, effective 1962, the City
of Prestonsburg, of the County of Floyd and State
of Kentucky does ordain as follows:

SECTION I For the purpose of establishing uniform
rules and regulations the City Council of the City of
Presionsburg hereby adopts the following code:

(A) The National Flectrical Code, being par-
ticularly the 1968 edition thereof, and the
whole thereof including a ny amendments
thereof, if any.

SECTION 11 Administration

(A) Enforcement Official _

(a) The enforcement of this ordinance shall
be the responsibility of the official or
agency designated by the appropriate
appointing power.

(b) For the purpose of making surveys, in-
spections, and investigations, the Build-
ing Official is hereby authorized, upon
identification and statement of purpose,

 _enler, inspect, survey and investi-
'lgaté be pect}é hotirs 'of 800 am.
and 5:00 p.m., or at any time if an
emergency exists, or if requested by the
owner or gecupant, @il buildings, dwell-
ings, dwelling units, rooming units and
general premises. The owner or occu-
pant of every building, dwelling, dwell-
ing unit, rooming unit and general pre-
mises, or the person in charge thereof,
shall give the Building Official free ac-
cess to such building, dwelling, dwelling
unit, rooming unit or general premises
for the purpose of such inspection, sur-

VEY or investigation.

(B) Permits

1. When Required

(a) Any owner, authorized agent, or con-
tractor who desires to construct, en-
large, alter, repair, move, demolish, or
change the occupancy of a building or
structura, finsert other items, such as
heating, electrical, etc. or to cause any
such work to be done, shall first make
application to the Building Official and
obtain the required permit therelor.
Ordinary minor repairs may be made
with the approval of the Building Offic-
lal without a permit; provided that
such repairs shall not violate any of the
provisions of this code.
Form
Each application for a permit with the
required fee, shall be filed with the
Building Official, on a form furnished
by him, and shall contain a general de-
scription of the work and its location.
The application shall be signed by the
owner, or his authorized agent.
Each application for a permit shall indi-
cate the purposed occupancy of all parts
of the building and of that portion of the
site or lot, if any, not covered by the
building or structure, and shall contain
such other information as may be re-
quired by the Building Official.
SECTION Il Saving Clause

Nothing in this ordinance or in the code hereby

adopted shall be construed to affect any suit or

praceeding mow pending in any court, or any
rights acquired, or liability incurred, nor any
cause or causés of action accrued or existing, un-
der any act orl ordinance repealed hereby. Nor
shall any right or remedy of any character be lost,
impaired or affected by this ordinance.

SECTION IV Validity

The invalidity of amy section or provision of this

ordinance or of the code hereby adopted shall not

invaldate other seclions or provisions thereof.
SECTION V Conflict With Other Ordinances

In any case where a provision of this ordinance is

found to be in conflict with any existing code,

ordinance or regulations of the City, the provision
which establishes the higher Standard shall pre-
vail.

The above named codes listed in Section I, of
which not less than three (3) copies have been and
now are filed in the office of the City Clerk of the City
of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, and the preyisions as set
out in Section [I, III, IV, and V are hereby adopted
and incorporated as fully as if set out at length here-
in, and from the date which this ordinance shall take
effect, the provisions thereof shall be controlling in
the construction, alteration or repair of all buildings

These two mémbers of the Arum
family are noted for the very un-
ustial structure of their flower
parts; The Green Dragon, a cousin
of Jack-in-the-Pulpit, is the only
wild flower I know of that has
a long, slender tail like the rusty
lizard. Jack-in-the-Pulpit is some-
times called “the quaint little
preacher of the spring woods.”

Its better-known name is “In-
dian Turnip;” on the roots of the
plant there is a wrinkled “corm,”
which is the turnip. Its sap is
ten times hotter than hot pepper,
but the indians and black bears
too often dined on the “turnips.”
How the bears could endure the
blistering juices of the turnips is
a mystery to me, The Indians got
rid of the burning part by grind-
ing the corms into a meal, and
drying it, to take away the burn-
ing; they used the meal to make

| cakes and broth. Indians farmedl

very little and had to depend up- |
on nature for most of their food,
so they learned to eat many things
the white people cannot eat.
Many a country boy has per-
suaded his city cousin who is

of an “Indian turpip,” telling him
“if the Indians could eat it, you
ought to be able to do the same.”
So the gullible city boy takes a |
big bite of the turnip and squeals |
in pain; all the rest of the day
he goes about drooling as he tries
to get rid of the fiery taste.

Even though you might not
be a topwater-angling specia-
list, the art of fishing surface
lures should be a part of

every fisherman's bag of
tricks — becatse it catehes
fish.

Let's talk about those lures
with propeller<type spinners.
Some have one at each end,
while others have a single
spinner at either the head or
tail end.

These lures have been fak-
ing game fish for many gen-
erations because of the fatal
attraction the spinners have
for bass, pike, trout, bluegills,
pickerel' muskellunge, carp-
pies and on occasion walleyes
and catfish.

Customary methods for re-
trieving are:

1. A steaay retrieve—main-
taining a speed that gets
maximum action from the
spinners. Yet, too many ex-
perts never use this method
because it requires no skill or
imagination. To neglect it, is
to miss fish because some-
times it is the only tactic that
will take fish,

2. The stop-and-go method,
To do this you merely break
up the steady retrieve a series

feet, pause and so on. Make
it do » faney dance, occasion-
ally.

3., The big-commotion
method lopks for all the
world like a fisherman try-
ing to scare the scales off
fish. It's that noisy and viol-
ent. It's done by sweeping the
rod tip sharply upward an
backward, causing the spin-
ners to create a loud splutter.
At times this ean be amazing-
ly effective.

Now let's discuss the pop-
ping types, and include off-
shoots like the pencil lures,
and those which only have
action instilled by the fisher-
man.

Tactics one, two and three
should be used because
they're basic. But, the ma-
neuver which some fishermen
call “walking the dog” is
most effeetive with non-spin-
ner lures. This can be learned
through practice, and every
topwater fisherman should
work at it until he masters
the technigue. Here's how it’s
done. :

After making a cast, reel
all the slack out of your line
and lower the rod tip until
it is just over the water.
Watch the ITmre as you
sharply twitch your rod tip.

AN OPEN LETTER

To Friends of Education in Martin

We feel that the future of Secondary Education in the Right Beaver Valley is at
stake in the cases pending before the courts. | refer to the cases appealing Judge Stephen-
son’s judgment, that the Floyd County Board of Education could go ahead with the con-
struction of the new secondary school on the Eastern site and the Franklin Circuit Court
having to do with stream pollution. Some of you have served as plaintiffs in one or both

of the above litigations.

There is a possibility that the courts will act in time for us to get the building un-
der construction before June 30. Except for the suits your attorneys have filed in your
names the building would have been one-third finished by this time and our sons and
daughters would have been in the new plant by January of next year, If the idea of the
suits was to delay construction, then you have succeeded. The only trouble with delay is
that we have $200,000.00 in federal money hanging in the balance. If this project is not
under construction before June 30, 1969, Floyd County will lose this federal money. In
this case, we will have to advertise again for construction and that could cost another
$100,000.00 in higher bids. That would result also in the possibility of re-adverti_aing
for bids on the bonds and that could cost another $100,000.00 of your money in inter-

est on the bonds over a fifteen year period.

We do feel that all of you must love Floyd County as well as we do, and would
not willingly be a party to costing Floyd County taxpayers an extra $400,000.00 need-
lessly. We in the interest of educational progress, must proceed with the consolidation
plan and both law and reason is on the side of the Board of Education, or more particu-
larly, on the side of educational progress for our young people. Further delay costs our
youth in a lack of better educational opportunity and will cost each of us many extra
dollars in school taxes. In order to properly evaluate your own position as a Floyd Coun-
tian, you should ask your attorneys for a frank opinion on whether your cases really
have merit, or whether in their opinion delay is the only hope, or whether or not they feel
they can win their cases. The deadline is drawing near and only you can make the de-
cision. By directing your attorneys to, in your names, ask that the courts dismiss the
cases, you will have saved several hundred thousands of dollars and helped insure better

educational opportunity for all our youth.
