Shepherd Fatally 
Beaten Near Club 
Here Late Saturday 

Examining trial of Russell Arnett, 27, 
Royalton man, who is accused of the fatal 
beating here Saturday night of George 
Shepherd, 54, of David, was scheduled for 
Wednesday morning before County Judge 
Henry Stumbo. Arnett has been held in jail here 
without bond since his arrest at Royalton last 
Sunday afternoon. 

Shepherd was found in front of the Eagles , 
Club on South Lake Drive here, around 11:30 
p.m. Saturday. His skull had been fractured by 
a blow from a blunt instrument and persons 
present at the time said he was dead when they 
examined him. The fatal blow or blows had 
been inflicted on the left side of his head, near ' 
the ear. The murder weapon was not found. 

The warrant for Arnett's arrest was issued 
after witnesses had been questioned by state 
and city police. Arnett was not definitely 
identified as the man seen fighting with 
Shepherd, but witnesses told of seeing the two 
men leave the basement of the club and go 
outside together. 

One witness, Ervin Shepherd, said that 
Arnett returned to the basement room of the 
club, five or 10 minutes after he and Shepherd 
had gone outside and that when Arnett was 
asked about the whereabouts of the other, be 
said, HHe's outside." A few minutes later, 
according to this witness, Howard Rice rang 
the doorbell. Ervin Shepherd answered the 
door and was told by Rice, he said, of a man 
outside who was "hurt had." Shepherd said 
examination of George Shepherd's body 
revealed that he was already dead and that he 
returned to the basement and broke the news to 
those in the room. Arnett, he said, was in the 
group, and immediately arose and started to 
leave, telling the others not to say anything 
about what had happened. 

Howard Rice and Buford Fletcher, both of 
Magoffin county, told of seeing the fight outside 
the club. Their stories coincidd. except that 
Rice testified !.:mt the roan who "'"" fighting 
with Shepherd struck the latter after he had 
fallen to the ground. Fletcher described the 
fight between the two men as "not much of a 
fight," that Shepherd didn't do much. 

Authorities were interested in the expressed 
theory that the killing may have stemmed from 
Mogoffin county troubles. Shepherd was shot in 
the leg last March while operating a trailer on 
Howard Branch, across the mountain from 
David. Bill Sexton, owner of the place, was 
slain there earlier. One witness said Arnett told 
Shepherd at the Eagles Club Saturday night, 
"You're not going to tell anything on me." 

It was reported to officials that Shepherd had 
told others, "They'll kill me."

Austin To Handle 
Job Training Here 
Of Rural Jobless 

Some 500 on-the-job (OJT) training op. 
portunities for jobless or underemployed rural 
residents in Kentucky will be developed by the 
U. S. Department of Labor, William U. Nor­
wood, regional manpower administrator here, 
announced last week. 

At Paintsville, Big Sandy Area Community 
Action Program, Inc., will provide training for 
200 jobless persons in various occupations. 
MOTA funds, $99,115. Clifford H. Austin, of 
Prestonsburg, will coordinate the project. 

Leslie, Knott, Letcher, Perry Community 
Action Council, Inc., at Whites!>urg, will con­
duct a project to provide training for 100 jobless 
persons. The number of weeks of training will 
depend on the occupation. $50,827 in Manpower 
Development and Training Act (MOTA) funds 
has been allocated for the project. Raleigh Hall 
will coordinate the project. 

A project to be conducted at Northeast 
Kentucky Area Development Council, Inc., 
Olive Hill, will provide training in various 
occupations for 200 persons. MOTA funds, 
$99,115. Mr. Austin also will coordinate this 
training. 

Of the total training opportunities, more than 
half will be filled by disadvantaged jobless 
persons. 

On-the-job training is provided by private 
firms, industrial associations, labor 
organizations and others, with Labor Depart­
ment reimbursement for job instructor fees 
and instructional materials only. 

The Prestonsburg Municipal Housing 
Commission was notified Friday by the 
Housing and Urban Development Ad­
ministration that its application for 78 iow..-ent 
housing units hils been approved for letting to 
contract, Dec. 30. 

The housing complex will involve the ex­
penditure of $1,306,421, including site and 
construction cost, architect's fees and other 
items. . 

The 78 units, 30 of which will be specially 
designed for the elderly, will be erected on a 11}. 
acre tract acquired by the Housing Com­
misaion in the Gable-Roberts Addition and in 
the same community where 75 rent-5upplement 

housing units are nearing completion for the 
Prestonsburg Ministerial Association. 

The new project will give Prestonsburg a 
total of 160 low..-ent housing units. The first 4U, 
in Green Acres, were opened to occupancy in 
Oct., 1963. The second complex, Indian Hills 
at the mouth of May's Branch here, comprising 
42 units, received its first tenants in March of 
this year. Twenty of the Indian Hills units are 
for the elderly. 

Twenty-four of the 75 rent-supplement units 
now nearing completion in the Gable-Roberts 
Addition are expected to be occupied this 
month. Applicants in the low-income range are 
being sought.

Perkins and Nunn: Eyeball to Eyeball­
And Apparently Neither Man Blinked 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins and Governor 
Louie B. Nunn stood, eyeball to eyeball, at a 
Washington hearing last week, and the record 
fails to show that either blinked. 

Governor Nunn appeared before 'he Perkins­
chairmaned House Education and Labor 
Committee to attack the so-called war on 
poverty, particularly that part of the war being 
waged in Eastern Kentucky. 

He produced affidavits which alleged various 
sorts of wrongdoing and misuse of federal 
funds which were designed to aid the poor. 

He assailed, in particular, the Middle Ken­
tucky River Community Action Program, 
based at Jackson and headed by Mrs. Treva 
Howell. 

The governor attacked, among other 
projects, the' Floyd County Comprehensive 
Health Program, alleging that nearly $1 
million has been spent here on other than 
medicine and services for the poor. 

He asked an investigation. 
And Congressman Perkins agreed to con­

sider sending a task force to Kentucky to look 

into Nunn's charges. At the same time Perkins 
announced thai the probe would look into every 
aspect of wrongdoing-including some that he 
laid at the door of the Kentucky Highway 
Department. 

Perkins specifically charged that Highway 
Department employees have been taking af­
fidavits for Nunn and that federal money 
provided for techincal assistance in anti­
poverty programs has been used by state OEO 
Director Lynn Frazer to gather affidavits for 
the governor. 

The task force, it was later said, will 
probably come to Kentucky, late this month. 

Affidavits from which Nunn read alleged that 
in many counties bribery, vote fraud, threats of 
death, misuse of federal funds, intimidation 
and other offenses were committed. 

That drew from Rep. Patsy Mink (D.­
Hawaii) the question, "Who's responsible in 
your state? Why have you not brought these 
things to the attention of your law-and-order 
officials?'' 

Nunn said the Turner family's domination of 
Breathitt county is so complete that it would 
avail little to bring charges there. 

Perkins challenged Nunn 's remarks about 
threats on human life. "I don't think," he said, 
"anyone will harm anybody else over a poverty 
job or over an OEO decision; those are 
patriotic people out there. In Breathitt county 
the sheriff is your friend," he told Nunn. "You 
have the state police; a majority of the state 
police are your friends; there's no harm in 
these people, and I don't want to leave the 
impression that lives are in danger." 

Before the governor reached the hearing 
floor the commmittee had completed action on 
the bill to extend the life of OEO two years. 
Congressman Perkins was joined by 
Congressman Ford of Michigan in arguing that 
the two-year extension was precisely what 
President Nixon had asked. 

"I can't be his (Nixon's) slave," :'\unn 
countered. "He's wrong on this . doesn't 
have the knowledge. He may have mr,re 
knowledge on this in a few days.'·

Opposition to the bill was concerned chiefly 
with a provision that all mines be classified as 
"gassy" whether or not they hold pockets of 
gas. All mines, therefore will be required to use 
new machinery which will not spark and set off 
an explosion. 

Holcomb said !hat sparkless machinery 
which cost $15,000 two years ago now sells for 
$40,000 and uthe price is going up." An average 
small mine would have to pay $75,000 to stay in 
business today, he said, "even though be has a 
gas-free mine." 

He said !here are even more serious ob­
jections to provisions of the bill than the 
"gassy" clause. He listed one as the outlawing 
of fuse and cap explosives at the coal face. 

The alternative, he said, would be the use of 
cutting machines which cannot be delivered on 
short notice by manufacturers, even if finan­
cing is available. 

Holcomb said a recent search of the market 
showed that only 12 such cutting machines are 
now available for purchase. 

"What this bill does is create impossible 
conditions for small operators," Holcomb said. 
"And instead of adding to the safety of miners, 
just wait and see, it will create Wlsafe con· 
ditions. 

"During the experimental phase of com­
pliance, nobody can predict what will happen in 
the mines." 

Holcomb also predicted that the present coal 
shortage will worsen to the extent that makers 
of electricity in the East and Southeast will 
have to limit the use of power by industries.

EDA Grant Given 
To Breaks Park 

Breaks Interstate Park has received $135,300 
from the Economic Development Ad­
ministration (EDA) as the second installment 
of a $556,200 federal grant for park im­
provements. 

The EDA, an agency of the U.S. Department 
of Co.mmerce, gave the first installment of 
$72,400 in August. 

Virginia and KentuckY together are carrying 
out $1.2 million worth of improvements. The 
two states own and operate the park through 
the commission. 

The improvements include doubling the 
restaurant capacity to 200 seats, constructing 
an Olympic-<lize swimming pool and bathouse, 
adding six motel units, and building two 
vacation cottages. 

Other new facilites are a boat dock and snack 
building at Laurel Lake, two picnic shelters, a 
campground utility building, electric and water 
connections at all camping sites, a sewage 
disposal system, new electric power lines, and 
a park maintenance building. 

In addition, new access roads are being built 
into recreational areas, existing roads are 
being improved, and parking areas are being 
added. 

In the contracted work, the Breaks Interstate 
Park Commission is developing 35 new camp­
sites with water and electric connections, plus 
sanitary dumping facilities for trailers. The 
new sites will double the park's camping 
capacity to 70 units,

Such books shall remain the 
property of the club and shall be turned over to 
his successor at the first regular meeting in 
September. He shall act as Treasurer for the 
club, receiving all money paid to the club, 
keeping an account thereof. Said funds shall be 
kept separate from all other funds, so thllt it 
shall be at the immediate command of the club 
at all times. even in the case of his insolvency 
or his death. He shall pay all bills, claims or 
awards m accordance with Article X. His books 
shall be kept at all times open to the inspection 
of the directors or any committee that is ap­
pointed to inspect them. He shall also supply a 
surety bond in the amount of two thousand 
dollars ($2,000.00) to the club. Said bond cost to 
be paid for by the club. 

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the Board of 
Directors to assist the other elected officers in 
formulating policies, and making decisions 
that are not specifically covered by this con· 
stitution. 

ARTICLEVID 

Committees 

Section I. At the first regular meeting in 
October, the President shall appoint Fish 
Propagation, Game Propagation, Forestry, 
Archery and Auditing Committees and any 
temporary committees as needed. The above 
annual committees shall consist of three 
members with the first named to serve as 
chairman. The temporary committees shall 
consist of as many members as the President 
thinks necessary with the first named to serve 
aa Chairman. 

Section 2. It shall be the duty of these com­
mittees to plan conservation programs in line 
with the objectives of the club. 

Section 3. Each Committee Chairman shall 
give a report of the activities of their com­
mittee at each regular meeting. 

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the Auditing 
Committee to audit the books of the Secretary­
Treasurer in August of each year, or at any 
other tlme as called upon to audit said books by 
the club. This committee shall submit a report 
of their findings to the club at the September 
meeting each year or at the next regular 
meeting following an audit requested by the 
club. 

ARTICLE IX 

Meetings 

Section 1. Regular meetings shall be held at 
7:30p.m. on the first Monday of each month, at 
a place to be specified by the president and-or 
Board of Directors. 

Section 2. In the event that a legal holiday 
falls on the first Monday in any month, the 
regular meeting shall be held on the second 
Monday of the month. 

Section 3. Special called meetings may be 
called at the will of the President, but notice of 
such meetings must be published in the Floyd 
County Times immediately preceeding the 
special called meeting.

Grubbs Attacks 
Federal Standards 
On Air Pollution 

Frankfort', Ky.-Rwming roughshod over 
staff objections, the stste Air Pollution Control 
Commission voted 4-3 Tuesday to adopt a 
regulation on pullution from boilers which was 
eased to suit industry. 

Slate Commerce Commissioner Paul Grubbs 
led the attack against a version of the 
regulation presented by the staff -'- which had 
been strengthened over earlier drafts to meet 
federal objections. 

The commission's staff said federal alr 
pollution officials had indicated informally thllt 
they were satisfied with the draft which Grubbs 
took apart Tuesday and which industry has 
said was too stringent. 

Grubbs' alief antagonist was Att. Gen. John 
B. Breckinridge, who declared he was "deeply 
disturbed" by the day's proceedings. 

Breckinridge asserted he could "see no 
greater affront to the staff" than lor the 
commission to reject recommendations 
resulting from two years of work by the staff 
and substitute those of a non.,;taff member 
(Grubbs). 

Voting in favor of accepting the staff'~ 
recommendation were Breckinridge, Health 
Commissioner Russell Teague. and Mrs. 
Richard Swigart of Louisville, the only board 
member specifically representing the public. 

Playing a key role in the vote against 
adopting the staff recommendation was Fred 
B. Tetzel of Louisville, who was just appointed 
to the board by Gov. Louie B. Nunn. Tetzel 
replaced Ralph Bourne of Louisville, whose 
resignation from the agency last week was not 
disclosed before Tuesday's meeting. 

..Uso voting against the staff's draft were 
Grubbs, Deputy Natural Resources Com· 
missioner Kenes Bowling, and James Jones 
Louisville, a member representing industry. 

Breckinridge later cast the sole "no" vote 
against adopting the regulation as amended by 
Grubbs. 

Frank Partee, Director of the commission's 
staff, declared prior to the adoption of Grubbs' 
amendments that they differed "sub­
stantively" from the draft on which public 
hearings were held around the state. 

David Short, staff attorney for the com· 
mission, declared it was his personal opinion 
the public should be given an opportunity to be 
heard on the new form of the regulation. 

"All the changes today were on the side of 
industry," he asserted. "The public's health 
was ignored." 

But Breckinridge said that, as a matter of 
law, new hearings would not have to be held. 

With adoption of the regulation as amended, 
it will go into effect 30 days after It is filed with 
the Legislative Commission. 

But it still has to be approved by the national 
air pollution control agency insofar as it affects 
air pollution control regions crossing state 
lines. The staff's comments suggested there 
might be some difficulty there as a result of the 
chanJ!es in the document. 

Partee argued Tuesday that Grnbbs' 
amendments weakened the regulation without 
cause because they did not grant the relief to 
industry which apparently was their intent.

Hunters Warned 
Season-Opening 
Is November 20 
(NOTE: Publication of Ibis story bas been 
requested, because a national magazine 
recently published the wrong bunting dales for 
Kentucky.) 

Frankfort, Ky., Nov. 7 (Special)-'The third 
'Thursday in November! To hunters of rabbits 
and quail that means the opening of the season. 

It was decreed by the Fish and Wildlife 
Resources Commission several years ago that 
the season for these two small game species 
would open on the traditional third 'Thursday in 
November. This year that date falls on 
November 20 and so, contrary to published 
reports in some magazines, the opening date is 
November 20 and anyone who hunts before that 
date is in violation of the Jaw. 

'The closing date for these two seasons, which 
is not of too much interest to hunters right now 
but which will be vital later on, is January 31. 

Bag and possession limits for each species 
are unchanged this year at six rabbits per day 
or 12 in possession after two or more days of 
hunting, and 10 quail per day, or 20 in 
possession.

Lo1mnany Drops 
Plan To Convert 
Area Coal to Oil 

"Because field work established that 
Eastern KentuckY coal deposits offered were 
unsuitable to the project," Oil Shale Corp. of 
New York said, it has dropped plans to acquire 
control of those deposits from Rice Coals Co., 
Atianta. 

In a letter of intent, Oil Shale had agreed to 
give Rice $600,000 in cash and $3 million of 
convertible preferred stock if proper 
technology could be developed for extracting 
oil there in commercial quantities. 

Oil Shale, which was incorporated In Nevada 
and has a research center In RockY Flats, 
Colo., has been engaged since 1955 in 
development of processes for extracting oil 
from shale and other solid hydrocarbonaceous 
materials. 

The letter of intent that Oil Shale signed had 
provided for a prospective ·1!;.year sales 
agreement with an W>disclosed utility for a 
total of about 20 million tons of coal from 
Eastern KentuckY.
