Three Held Here
In Bank Robbery

Two men and a teen-age girl
are being held in the Floyd coun-
ty jail pending their preliminary
hearings next Wednesday in con-
nection with the dobbery last
Thursday morning of the Phelps
branch of the Pikeville Bank &
Trust Company.

The three, Arlie Lee Young, 27,
and Billy Ray Hager, 20, both of
Phelps, aml Patricia Ann May,
of Detrodt, were anrested, the
day following the robbery, on
Peter Creek Mountain, near
Phelps, by FBEI agents, state
troopers and @ Pike county con-
stable. .o

They were brought to jail hepe
for safekeeping, immediately ‘af-
ter their arresis, and were am-
raigned Saturday before the U. S.
Commissioner at Lexington, who
asked $20,000 bond for the two
men and $5,000 for the girl.

(The Floyd county jail is used
for federal prisoners because it
is new, located on the top floor
of the three-story courthouse and
is regarded nearer escape-proof
than others in the area.)

The only charges listed against
the three at the jail here are in-
tenstate transportation of a stolen
molor vehicle against Young and
the girl and conspivacy against
Hager, but all three were said by
the FBI to have been charged
with conspiring to mob the bank at
Phelps.

Arrest of the trio followed a
search in the Kentucky-West Vir-
ginia-Virginia triangle after the
bank had been looted of $26,114.
The report that about §500 of the
haul was recovered was not con-
finmed by fthe FBI.

Jennings 'Ramey, manager of
the Phelps bank, said he and a
teller, Mrs. Bonnie Watson, were
alone in the bank at 10:20 a.m.
last Thursday when two men en-
bered dressed in blue striped
overalls and with women's ho-
siery over their heads. One
climbed over the teller windows,
pushing Mr. Ramey to the floar
and telling Mes. Watson to do
likewise. The bandits then emp-
tied the two teller drawers into a
bag and fled, the whole process
taking from three to four minutes

During the robbery a customer,
the Rev. William Pierce, of
Phelps, entered and was standing
behind a man at the window
when the man “‘swung around
with a sawed-off shotgun” and
told him to lie down.

“One of the men told us to do
exactly what they said or we
would get hurt,” Mr. Ramey said,
adding the pair had no distinctive
accents.

“1 saw & man with a work-
man’s cap dtanding behind the
counter when I went in, but just
thought he was a janitor,” Pierce
said. .

Officers said a late model Volks-
wagen, which had been stolen
from a Welch, W. Va. auto deal-
er, figured in the getaway.

THE SPIRIT OR THE LAW
There seems fo be a vast swing

toward the letter of the law and
away from the spirit of the law

in our society. People are more in- |

tent towand making sure that the
law has been met legally than
they are if the law has been met
moarally. I suppose the deciding
factor is that if one meets the law
legally then he cammot be pun-
ished, while fadlling o meet the
law morally doesn't bring court
action.

A preity good illustration of this
happened in Memphis, Tennessee,
some time ago. Willie T. Burton
left home one morning to see an
old, dirty, well-worn 1958 Dedge
car parked in front of his house.
When he réturned home from
work late that evening he noticed
that the car was still silting there.
Because it was nearly blocking
kis driveway, Mr. Burton called
police. The police told Mr. Burton
thal, according to law, it was not
sitting near enough his driveway
for them o vicket it,

Mr. Bunton then asked the po-
lice to move the car because he
was afraid that one of his two
children might dart from behind
the car and be struck by another
automobile, He was told by po-
lice that, accarding to law, the
car had to sit there five days be-
fore it could be towed away. Mr.
Bunton was certain that the car
had been abandoned, but could not
get @ moved because of legal
technical'lies. The law set up to
deal with the problem made the
problem: impossible to deal with.

Hosts of these
primiive, supposed chanacterist-
ics still survive, sometimes among
people who should know better
and often ‘n all sorts of similes
and meaphors. Within the last
year 1 have written for publica-
tion in & folklore magazine sever-
al articles on preverbial lore.
Three of them deal with folk
similes with a farm flavor; ome
concerns sayings with a sitmilar
bias.

All of us knew the cow or the
horse or the pig or the sheep or

the mule as a live creature, easily |

recognizable. And, from infancy
up, we koew ideas associated with
each of these and also many
more farm animals or objeots.
A mule is @ mule is a mule, we
might say, parodying Gertrude
Stein and her famous rose. But
this mule can be a sounce of some
good comparisons: even our best
friends may be mule-headéd,
Similarly, a fellow feels compli-
mented to be told that he has
sense like @ mule or that he has
good horse sense.

Church, for instance. It's very
!e,asy to become a member of
most local churches. But because
| of technicalities set up to protect
- ane’s relationship with the church,
it is nearly impossible to keep an
honest membership noll of the
| church.

‘ Most rules concerning member-
| ship in the church are set up to
| protect the membership, and to
| make it meaningful, However, we
‘have completely forgotton the
spirit of those rules and have
taken them legally. So if a per-
son’s name is on the church role,
he is legally a member of the
chunch even i fhe hasn’t been in
twenty years or given a dime dur-
ing that time. The spirit of the
rule — that the member be an
asset to the chunch and to himself
— is never taken into considena-
tian. Only the legality of the rule.
And, legally, they are still mem-
bers. But morally, and Spiritually,
they are not.

You know, this type of dealing
with things has a very deadening
effect on people. It can destiroy
the very thing we set out to pro-
tect. If you don’t believe it, ask
Willie Burtion. The car sat in front
of his house for five days like the
law said. But on the third day,
Lisa Gail Burton, age 4, darted
out from the car and was struck
by another automobile, She was
prenounced dead at the hospital.

More important than the letter
of the law is the spirit of the law.
And the method in which we ap-
proach it is often a matter of life
and death — spiritually as well
as physically.

3 cups milk

2 cups flour

1 teaspoon baking powder

1 teaspoon cinmarnon

1 teaspoon nutmeg

L, teaspoon salt

14 teaspoon melted shortening

Clean the persimmons, remove
stems and combine with milk
which is at room temperature,
Run ‘through a colander. To the
mixture of milk and persimmons
add eggs, beaten. Sift together
all dry ngredients, plus spices
and add slowly to the hquid. Add
shortening, melted and slightly
cooled, Pour into greased pan and
bake in 350 degree oven one hour.
Cut in squares and serve plain or
with sauce.

The fruit, Mrs, Price, says, will
keep several weeks if refriger-
ated — which means more than
one delicious pudding from a
trip to the persimmon tree.

Remember! Persimmons, like
memories are better after frost.

Kentuckians this year will elect
a state auditor, 100 state repre-
sentatives, 19 of 38 state senators,
county and city officials, circuit
judges anid other local candidates.

Two proposed amiendments to
the state Constitution will be on
the ballot.

One would provide for anmual
instead of biemnial meetings of
the Legislature. The other would
assiess agnicultural and horticult-
ural land acconding to its value
for such uses.

To be eligible to register to
vole, one must be 18 or older by
election day, ankl must have lived
in the state one year, the county
six months and the precinct 60
days.

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New Mines in Pike
In Company Plans

Bethlehem Steel Corpora-
tion, and many other steel
companies, have coal mining
operations in Eastern Ken-
tucky because the coal found
there is a low-sulphur, low-
ash, high-volatile grade essen-
tial to the production of metal-
lurgical-grade coke. Coke, iron
ore, and limestone are charged
into blast furnaces to produce
iron for steel-making; ap-
proximately two-thirds of a
ton of coal is required for each
ton of steel produced. Al-
though coal is mined in 26
states, metallurgical-grade
coking coal is a much rarer
commuodity and Eastern Ken-
tucky is a prime source of this
type of coal

Bethlehem Steel has a long-
term economic interest in
Eastern Kentucky. In Letcher,
Pike, Knott, and Floyd coun-
ties, Bethlehem owns substan-
tial acres of land and mineral
rights. Remaining reserves in
the Elkhorn division are suf-
ficient for mining operations
well into the next eentury.

A multimillion - dollar pro-
gram to expand the coal pro-
duction facilities of Bethlehem
Steel's subsidiary, Beth - Elk-
horn Corporation, located in
Eastern Kentueky, was an-
nounced at Frankfort Mon-
day by E. P. Leach, Befhle-
hem vice-president, in charge
of mining.

Within the next few years,
{ he Elkhorn division, head-
qguartered in Jenkins, plans to
develop two new underground
mines in the immediate area
and begin surface mining
operations in Pike and
Letcher counties: These new
operations are expected to in-
erease the division's coal pro-
duction approximately 50 per
cent above the current level
and provide jobs for several
hundred men.
