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Floyd Teachers Vote 
To Follow KEA Lead 
Action Targets 
Are Gov. Nunn 
And Assembly 

Floyd county's teachers are over­
whelmingly in favor of following the lead of 
the Kentucky Education Association in 
deciding if they shall, or shall not, call a 
work-stoppage in protest against the failure 
of Governor Nunn and the Kentucky 
Legislature to provide increased teacher 
salaries. 

The 11-member executive committee of 
the Floyd County Education Association in 
emergency meeting last Sunday at Allen 
voted unanimously to follow this course. 

The committee, in a prepared statement, 
said: 

"We, as a local school association, are 
extremely disappointed, shocked and 
dismayed that the Governor's budget and 
the revised Legislative budget include no 
additional monies for the public 
schools ... It is not our desire to close our 
schools; however, we feel that the increase 
requested is a realistic one, would only 
cover the cost of living increases ... " 

The committee emphasized that "if a 
work-stoppage does occur, it will in no way 
be a reprisal against the Floyd County 
Board of Education but directed against the 
Governor and the State Legislature." 

Michael Auxier, of the Betsy Layne high 
school faculty, and president of the Floyd 
County Education Association, said that as 
of Monday night the ballots remain to be 
received. Not voting on the question are 
central office staff members, school 
principals and assistant principals. 

County Superintendent of Schools Clark 
said the board of education has "no par­
ticular policy" regarding the matter and 
has no comment. He did say, however, that 
when a one-day stoppage occurred during 
the administration of Governor Breathitt 
he pointed out that 99 per cent of the 
teachers in the county are KEA members 
and that the board was assuming that if 
KEA called a stoppage the teacher­
members would follow its lead.

The Kentucky Education Association's 
Delegate Assembly has put Governor Nunn 
and Legislature on notice that a statewide 
teacher strike could be the consequence if 
significant progress on four "equal 
priority" items in its legislative program is 
not apparent by Friday. 

In a special session of more than three 
hours at Franklin County high school, 
Frankfort, the 687-member policy-making 
body spelled out the priority items as-: 

1. The professional negotiation (PN) law 
developed by the KEA Commission on 
Professional Negotiation. 

2. Removal of the limitation on local 
school-tax rates. 

3. Fringe benefits, which include group 
insurance, personal leave, sick leave, 
sabbatical leave, and optional retirement 
of teachers on full benefits after 30 years 
service regardless of age. 

4. An annual cost-of-living increase of 6 
per cent on the base salary for teachers as 
indexed by the state's foundation program 
for education. The base, currently $5000 for 
a beginning teacher with a bachelor's 
degree, would thus go to $5300 next year 
and $5600 the following year.

A ''Dabbler in Color" Since 16, 
P'bur Man Is Self-Made Artist 

Mr. May retouches one of his paintings that is especially popular 
locally, since it depicts the West Prestonsburg railway station. Other 
paintings shown are also his work. 

Less than three years ago , Rusaell May, 
sign-painter by trade, saw a landscape 
painting that he liked. He liked it so much 
that he then and there decided to try his 
hand at doing one on his own. 

Since that time May has done literally 
hundreds of paintings. The May Paint and 
Wallpaper Company which he and his wife, 
Eve, operate here is a sizeable art exhibit 
in itself, filled with colorful scenes and 
landscapes that range all the way from 
Kentucky's hills to the Austrian Alps. 

The Prestonsburg man's wor , mean­
while, has earned attention not only here at 
home. His work has caught the fancy of 
tourists, the last two summers, and they 
have taken the products of his brtish home 
with them, to widely separated parts of 
America.

It's a spare time matter 
with me-l paint when I'm not busy trying 
to make a living. Sometimes, when don 't 
sleep well, I get an early start on my 
painting -occasionally, as early as 3 
o'clock in the morning."

The salary statement came after 
delegates called the salary proposals of the 
Democratic leadership, announced earlier 
the same day, "too low." Democratic 
legislative leaders have revised 
Republican Governor Nunn's executive 
budget, which provided no salary increases 
for teachers, to allow a base salary in­
crease of $200 next year and a $100 increase 
the following year. The cost would be $16.6 
million over the two years. 

Originally, the KEA legislative program 
called for increasing the state-mandated 
minimum salary to $6000 next year. The 
cost-of-living proposal by KEA would cost 
an estimated $27 million instead of the $94 
million for the original KEA salary 
proposal. 

Dr. Kenneth Estes of Bowling Green, 
KEA president, emphasized that singling 
out four items for priority attention does 
not mean that KEA is dropping other items 
in its legislative program. 

KEA delegates authorized the KEA 
board of directors to call them back into 
special session on February 14 if progress 
on the four priority items is not made by the 
previous day. The Delegate Assembly will 
be mandated "to decide upon a program of 

action to include a statewide work stop­
page." 

Meanwhile, delegates asked that all KEA 
members be polled on the work stoppage 
question. 

In other action, the delegates declared a 
"sanctions alert" for Kentucky and asked 
that the governor and the legislature be 
made aware of the damaging effect that 
sanctions can bring to a state if they are 
imposed. 

State sanctions are a formal public notice 
of censure or condemnation by the state 
education association of an agency, 
organization, or community, resulting from 
the violation of standards judged by the 
association as essential for the main­
tenance of an adequate educational 
program. 

KEA president Estes told the delegates, 
"we are right now face-to.face with one of 
the most serious crises our sehools have 
ever experienced. Approach this task of 
securing your fair share of Kentucky's 
economic growth with a sincere desire to 
develop plans that would solve the problem, 
even if it means to move progressively 
towards work stoppage."

Council Funds 
Floodwall Job; 
Lights Okehed 

The Prestonsburg City Council at its 
meeting last week authorized the 
borrowing of $11,700 to finance repair of the 
damaged drain in the vicinity of the Second 
street flood protection installation. 

The repair work by Armco, now in 
progress, includes lifting of the nearly 
closed culvert and installation of a steel 
"sleeve" to permit unimpeded flow of 
water through the drain. This work is being 
done at the insistence of the U. S. Corps of 
Engineers, which installed the floodwall 
protecting a large portion of Prestonsburg 
from Big Sandy backwater. 

Also authorized was the installation of 19 
street lights at the Highland Heights 
housing project in the Goble-Roberts Ad­
dition and the application of gravel to 
streets there. 

Council adopted a resolution endorsing 
bills in the General Assembly which, if 
enacted, would provide supplement by the 
state of policemen's sal&rie$ and return to 
cities and counties a portion of sales taX 
revenues. The salary supplement for 
teachers would be partially financed 
through U. S. grant in the federal crime 
control program. 

Recording at the County Clerk's office of 
liens held by the city against delinquent 
property-owners was arranged. 

At a special council meeting Monday 
afternoon City Manager Curtis Clark was 
named assistant city treasurer to serve 
during the illness of Treasurer Marshall 
Mahan.

Perkins Voices 
Concern; Meet 
Slated Feb. 19 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins said last 
week he was "greatly disturbed" upon 
learn4tg that President Nixon's budget as 
submitted to the Congress contained no 
funds for the Martin local protection 
project. 

The Martin project, which will involve 
the eventual expenditure of upwards of $5 
million for flood protection, has been a pet 
project of Congressman Perkins, who has 
led the fight for its approval and funding 
over a period of years. 

Said Pel'kins in a wire to The Times: 
"Apparently the Administration plans to 

utilize in the coming fiscal year only the 
$150,000 appropriated in the Public Works 
bill finally approved on December 11 
during the fiscal year 1971, thus slowing 
down our table for construction of this 
important facility. I shall most certainly be 
doing everything I can to enable con­
struction funds to be provided at the 
earliest possible date." 

The $150,000 already appropriated ap­
parently will be used for planning and 
acquisition of easements. A meeting of 
Martin city officials with the Floyd fiscal 
court and representatives of the U.S. Corps 
of Engineers has been scheduled for Feb. 
19. Plans for the work and acquisition of 
easements will be studied. 

Funding of the controversial Red River 
Gorge dam also was omitted from the 
President's budget, but this is of no 
significance, since the Corps of Engineers 
already has $500,000 for planning. 

The President recommended ap­
propriations of more than $20 million for 
reservoirs and flood walls in Kentucky. Of 
the total, $19,532,000 is earmarked for 
construction and $585,000 for planning. 

Projects scheduled for construction funds 
are the Carr Fork Reservoir, $5,250,000; 
Cave Run Reservoir, $6,425,000; Fishtrap 
Reservoir, $1,600,000; North Frankfort 
floodwall, $314,000; Green River Reservoir,

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Governor Nunn's Plan 
For Welfare Is Sound 

THE TIMES, which has been 
less than enthusiastic on occasion 
about some of Governor Nunn's 
policies, finds his proposals to shN't 
the emphasis of welfare "from 
mere maintenance to re­
habilitation" sensible, realistic 
and promising more than a day-to­
day existence for the poor. 

The governor's proposals to the 
General Assembly are akin to 
plans President Nixon has 
suggested nationally. These are 
the proposals-and tell us what's 
wrong with them, if anything: 

-1. Require welfare recipients to 
:apply for work or training if they 
are able. Failure to do so would 
make a recipient ineligible to 
further benefits. 

2. Establish a Community 
Resources for Employment and 
Training Effort (CREATE), in 
each county to help find jobs for 
recipients who qualify. 

3. Require absentee fathers 
whose families draw welfare to be 
"located and required .by law to 
make a financial contribution to 
the care of the family whenever 
and wherever possible." 

Governor Nunn gets pretty near 
the heart of the matter when he 
says that a basic failure of the 
welfare system as it now stands is 
that everyone who gets on the 
welfare rolls "comes to be 
regarded as permanently de­
pendent." 
· Men who would work are 
discouraged by the present system 
by a regulation which causes them 
to lose welfare support If they try 
to become self-supporting. The 
same system encourages the 
separation of married couples in 

order to make child support a 
more lucrative matter. The Aid 
to Families with Dependent 
Children (AFDC) program is 
costing $52 million a year, and the 
end is not yet in sight. 

One reason for this mush­
rooming cost, and the dim 
prospects for its reduction, is the 
refusal of the General Assembly to 
support Senator Hubbard's bill to 
set a limit on the number of 
illegitimate children a woman can 
bear and still receive this aid. The 
federal government may be a 
culprit in this case, since it 
threatens the loss of federal funds 
to Kentucky if such legislation is 
enacted, but this state needs to 
take a stand in such matters, even 
if the stand is costly, and Governor 
Nunn should lead those legislafors 
with whom he has influence in 
taking such a position. 

The governor's plan for men to 
work, if they are physically able to 
do so, will lend dignity to welfare 
recipients whose role in life surely 
is more than to pick up a check, 
once a month, and live out that 
month in near-penury, without 
hope of bettering their place in the 
scheme of things, ever. Those who 
are able to work should be 
required to work ... period. They 
should be required to prepare 
themselves for gainful em­
ployment. Opportunity should be 
offered. There should be a reward 
for those who take it. Those who 
refuse it should be penalized. 

Both reward and penalty come 
under the heading of "incentive," 
And without incentive man merely 
vegetates.

Several plans for low-coat "economy" 
houses have been developed by the 
University of Kentucky Cooperative Ex­
tension Service agricultural engineer, and 
several already have been built from the 
plans, says the engineer, Kermit Mills. 

The houses are designed to satisfy 
housing requirements of lower-income 
groups. Costs are variable, depending on 
location and price and choice of lots. 

There are three plans available now, for 

Few Over Half 
Thought Eligible 
File for Benefits 

Daryl E. Ratliff, district manager of the 
Pikeville Social Security office, reported 
this week that 3,407 protective statements 
have been rece_ived from totally disabled 
miners, or widows of miners, as written 
expressions of intent to claim black lung 
benefits under Title IV of the Federal Coal 
Mine Health and Safety Act of 1969. 

Ratliff said he anticipates as many as 
6,000 such statements will be filed with the 
Pikeville office by disabled miners and 
widows. Many of the miners are receiving 
social security disability and retirement 
benefits. Disabled miners, or widows of 
miners whose death was due to 
pneumoconiosis, who have not yet filed, 
should indicate their intent to claim 
payment, he said. For the purpose of these 
benefits pneumoconiosis is defined to mean 
a chronic dust disease of the lung, arising 
out of employment in an underground coal 
mine, such as rock dust, silicosis, or black 
lung. 

The Federal Coal Mine Health and Safety 
Act provides cash benefits of up to $272 
monthly for totally disabled miners and 
dependents. Widows of coal miners are 
entitled to benefits at the rate prescribed 
for totally disabled miners. It does not 
matter how long ago death occurred. The 
widow must not have remarried. 

The Pikeville Social Security office 
services five Kentucky counties, Pike, 
Floyd, Martin, Magoffin and Johnson, and 
Buchanan county, Virginia, all of whom are 
large coal producing counties. The new law 
does not provide for retroactivity of en­
titlement, so any person who is entitled but 
delays filing may miss one or more months 
of eligibility. 

Ratliff explained: 
Black lung benefits for miners and 

widows will be reduced on account of 
payments under Workmen's Com­
pensation. A black lung claim will not be 
considered unless the applicant has also 
filed a claim under the State Worlanen's 
Compensation law, the only exception 
being where filing would clearly be futile, 
due to the length of time the miner has been 
out of work in the mines.

a two-bedroom, a three-bedroom and a 
four-bedroom house. In the four-bedroom 
plan, two of the bedrooms are in the 
basement. This is the only plan calling for a 
basemen£; the other two have crawl 
spaces. 

"The plans can be varied to suit the 
builder's desires," Mr. Mills said. "A 
basement could be put in the two~r three­
bedroom plan. Of course, cost mounts when 
this is done." 

He noted that the plans are designed for a 
tight, stout house, regardless of plan. "It is 
a poor way to save money by using inferior 
materials. Our plans call for high quality 
material. We try to save in other ways." 

One such saving way is by using a rec­
tangular plan. Lack of offsets in the outside 
plan mean lower costs and easier building. 

Concrete block foundations are called 
for, and aluminum siding, asbestos 
shingles or even clapboard. The plans can 
be adapted to brick or stone veneer if 
desired, but these outside finishes might 
raise costs. 

The crawl space calls for a polyethylene 
cover over the ground to reduce moisture. 
Interior walls can be finished in half-inch 
drywall or quarter-inch prefinished 
plywood. There is some storage space in an 
attic, an outside storage closet on the back 
side, and closets in each of the bedrooms, 
as well as a linen closet in the hall. 

The plans show electrical wiring plans, 
recommended kitchen arrangements, 
construction details and other data. 

The two-bedroom plan is No. 11-71-29. 
This house is 24 feet by 34 feet, outside 
dimensions.

"If wor.k stOppage or stnke 'is the 01\ly 
aolution, we mUit all go but we must do it 
together," Estes emphasized. 

Directing his remarks to Governor Nunn 
and members of the legislature, Dr. Estes, 
KEA president, has issued the following 
lltatement: 

•'I repr e•nt more than 31,000 determined 
and resolute citlzens of tbla Commonwealth 
who feel that they have been grossly 
dllcrtmlnated against by the Governor in 
·prcmc:ung no cost-of.Hving increase in 
teacber salaries in hla budget which ap­
JII'OIII'lated f90 to $100 million of anticipated 
growtb in OW' economy, and by the action of 
1be General Aslemhiy in submitting a 
budlet that provided only an average in­
creue of 3 per cent when the cost of living 
bu risen 8.1 per cent. 

"All employees at every level of em­
ploJment are eatiUed to an income that 
adjusts to the economic levels of the times 
In wblch they live. This has never been true 
of tbe teaching profession. Their raises . 
bave always been sporadtc when they have 
bad a' sympathetic legislature. The . 
legislature holds the reins on both local and 
lltate revenue for schools, so we must go to 
tbe General Assembly for fwlds. 

''It Ia unfair that teachers must en­
c:oanter hardship and even ridicule at every 
tum when they are forced every two years 
te make their own fight for Jll"'fessional 
lftl!ncial statUI. 

''Governor Nunn implied in a recent news 
·release tbat we do not have quality 
&Mchers in this state. He would have been 
no doubt c:orTttt if he had labeled liOIJle of 

:our teachers as lacklDg quality and not 
· producing qwdity education. I daresay that 
ame individuals in every occupation 

·antn to • fail to measure up to 
•••s evaluation of what should be 
quallty perfoftllance. 

''However, )1,000 of the same occupation 
lbould not be ~ndemned for the faults of a 
feW.Iknow more quality teachers than I do 
thtee who lack quality. More quality 
teadlers would be teaching our children if 
many of 1be best did not leave for higher-= states. Even more distressing Is the 

ledle that good beginning teachers 
olfered tliOOI)to $5500 in most of our school 
districts h$ve immediately after 
graduation from our state-supported 
universltiesJ colleges to instruct the 
cbildten of er states at beginning 
salaries as · as $8000. 

"In any case,cutting a large segment of a 
state's population off witbeut its fair share 
of the state's economic growth is not the 
way to improve a condition conaidered 
unaatisfactory. Higher salaries do not 
DJCessarily denote superior teaching. 
However, they are more apt to attract and 
bold superior teachers.
