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 All School Activities End
*With Monday Teacher Strike

Estimated 24,000
Teachers Leave
Ky. Classrooms

The only educational activity under way
in Floyd county this week was that of the
Prestonsburg Community College which
was not affected by the teacher strike
which closed all other classrooms of the
county.

Over the state, approximat.ely 24,000 of
the 32,000 teachers were idle in a massive

A protest against the failure of Governor
Nunn and the General Assembly to provide
pay increases, a professional negotiation
bill and other benefits.

There never was any doubt about the
position of the Floyd County Education
Association which represents the Floyd
teaching force. It had voted over-
whelmingly for the work-stoppage, and
when Monday morning came the only
personnel at work was school principals,
one janitor in each of the larger schools,
youngsters given work with the Neigh-
borhood Youth Corps and teachers of adult
education classes. And these classes were
not held in school buildings.

Michael Auxier, of Emma, president of
the Floyd County Education Association,

- said Monday following a meeting of
teachers here that the teachers are in
harmony and have no conflict with the
county school administration and the
general public.

County Superintendent Charles Clark and
the Floyd County Board of Edueation have
maintained a neutral position and have
made no attempt to influence teachers. Mr.
Clark commented, Monday:

“The Floyd county teacher group has a
long record of devotion to young people and
they have no desire to deprive our secon-
dary students of graduation and college
entrance. We feel that when KEA has made
its point sufficiently clear, our teachers will
bewilllngtoreporttothelrclassesm time
to keep our students from losing credit

‘toward graduation. The situation will be

F gtudicd by (e board Whdh iV1i.¢®is March
7, but hopefully classes will have resumed
by that time.”

Different teachers had different views
about how long the school shutdown will
last. Some declared the end of the stoppage
will not come until the demands of KEA are

-met; others, that the teachers will return to
classes at KEA direction. Some expressed
the view that the return may be gradual, in
scattered spots.

Floyd county teachers have voted to
make the shutdown complete, ending
basketball play, even practise, ‘“for the

Ambulances Out
In Floyd County

Unless an independent ambulance ser-
vice is put into operation by midnight
March 6, the sick of this county will have no
means of transportation to hospitals except
by private auto or truck.

This situation is developing from action
taken by Floyd county funeral homes which
have announced that as of the midnight
March 6 date they no longer will provide
ambulance service.

The decision to discontinue the service
was reached at a meeting last week at May
Lodge of owners of the Carter, Floyd, Hall
Brothers and Merion Funeral Homes, each
of which has operated an ambulance ser-
vice. No reason for the action was given.

“We hope some individual or private firm
will organize an ambulance service,” a
spokesman for the group said.

Man, 2 Youths
Held in Break

A Floyd county man and two juveniles
have been arrested in connection with the
break last Wednesday night into the
Fountain Korner drugstore here from
which $229 in cash was taken.

Clyde Barnett, of Middle Creek, who was
arrested by Sheriff Frank ' Leslie and
Deputy Sheriff Otto Fannin, is charged with
being an accessory after the fact in the
break. The juveniles were arrested by
Chief of Police Bill Potter and Sheriff
Leslie. Officers said Barnett later admitted
connection with the youths in the robbery.

Entrance to the drugstore was effected
through a small window at the rear of the
building. All three cash registers in the
business were rifled.

Donald DeRossett, on whose affidavit a
search warrant was issued for the raid on
the store of Landon Charles on the Lake
road recently, was charged last week with
perjury in a warrant sworn out by Charles.
He was arrested by Constable Corbin
Joseph and later executed bond. The
warrant for DeRossett was issued by
Magistrate Bill Wells after the county
judge’s office had refused to issue the writ.

“Although we expect bids to be much
higher than they were when we let the
contract earlier, and interest on bonds will
be much higher, we must go ahead because
the need is greater now.”

Soil Dist. Asks
Court To Vote
Two-Cent Levy

Supervisors of the Floyd County Soil
Conservation District have filed with the
Floyd fiscal court a request that the court
levy a tax of 2 cents per acre on all lands in
the county, except for town lots, to finance
soil and water conservation activities.

The request was made by J. B. Clarke,
soil conservation district chairman: R. C.
Barnett, vice<chairman; Billy Merritt,
treasurer; Lloyd Wells, secretary, and H.
D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., member.

Funds are urgently needed, it was ex-
plained this week, to provide fulltime
clerical help and office supplies. With the
county providing only $500 and the state
$1231, the district is able to employ a clerk,
parttime only. This requires the soil
conservationist to be in the office as much
as two days a week, losing time which
should be spent in the field, it was said, The
part-time clerk has hitherto been paid $1.25
an hour, but this wage scale has been
necessarily increased to $1.50 and may rise
to $1.60.

The proposed levy would increase the
county’s contribution to work to $4,500 from
the present $500. The current budget is less
than $2,000.

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It’s difficult to understand how William
Whitley and his wife have escaped the
attention of biographers. No more colorful,
brilliantly alive people ever strode across
the early American scene. Their story is
made to order for Hollywood. It could open
with two little families struggling through
Cumberland Gap into Kentucky in
November, 1775.

One was William Whitley’'s family and
the other was George Clark’s, Whitley's
brother-in-law. It was the second trip for
the men. They had been to Kentucky, early
that spring, picked out a likely place to

their places and move to the forts for
protection. Whitley and Clark left ten acres
of corn standing in the field and took refuge
inside the stockade at Harrodstown. Levisa
Whitley, the second white child born in
Kentucky, was delivered at Harrodstown
(the first was Betsy Menifee).
Meanwhile, Benjamin Logan had been
working hard on his fort near St. Asaph’s.
One day he rode to Harrodstown and an-
nounced that Fort Logan was completed
and needed only a few more men to make it
secure. The Whitleys were among those
who left with him under cover of darkness,
and throughout the bloody year of 1777 they
fought the marauding and besieging In-
dians. Whitley was a big, muscular man

Clay was dug right on the place and burnt
into bricks. The bricks were laid in Flemish
bond rather than in the English manner. In
Flemish bond the bricks are placed in
alternate position endwise, lengthwise,
endwise and so on along the entire row. The
mortar used to set the Whitley House bricks
was mixed with whiskey, but whether this
was to keep it from freezing or to give it
added strength, we do not know. No
shrinking violet, Whitley had the huge
initials W. W. set in glazed header brick on
the front of the house. E. W. was likewise
built into the rear wall.

For practical reasons the redoubtable
Whitleys needed a big house. They had 11
children altogether, eight girls and three
boys. The mother of this broed, who often
fought alongside her husband, was a deadly
shot with a rifle.

One story describes how she was
awakened one night to see an Indian
peering in through the bedroom window.
Reaching for the rifle behind the bed, she
shot the man between the eyes and then
went back to sleep.

On another occasion some visiting In-
dians challenged Whitley to a shooting
contest, Much to the Indian chief’s
amusement, the big man suggested that his
wife shoot instead of him.

grades for the 1969 fall semester reported to
his office, a 2.51 grade point average for all
students (on a 4.0 scale). He said women
averaged 2.66, to the men’s 2.39.

Dr. Charles Elton, UK professor of
education who has done extensive research
on the academic successes and failures of
college students, says national research
reveals that women as a group consistently
make better grades than men.

“We would have to research each par-
ticular campus to determine the specific
reasons why females make better grades
than males,” he says. But he listed four
general reasons why it may be so:

1. Men tend to take more difficult cour-
ses, such as science-oriented classes in
math, engineering or medicine. These
classes are usually larger and graded on
the normal curve.

2. Men tend to work their way through
college more than women do.

3. Women are more dependable than
men. They do what they are instructed to
do.

4. Women tend to score higher in verbal
problems while men score higher in math.

plaintiffs contending stream pollution
would affect the Martin water supply. The
commission overruled the protest, then the
case was appealed to the Franklin circuit
court, and after it was lost there it was
taken to the Court of Appeals.

Appellate court’s opinion said it found no
merit to the challenge of the commission
ruling and held that the burden of proof lay
upon those filing the protest. Appellants
pointed to various aspects of the evidence
which would have sustained a finding by
the commission that the proposed plant will
be inadequate and unsatisfactory. The
court noted, however, that unequivocal
statements from qualified experts were to
the effect that the plant, as designed, will

adequately serve the purpose for which it is.

intended and that no pollution willl result.
The court opinion said:
“We regard the scope of judicial review
as limited to an inquiry as to whether the

action of the committee was arbitrary, .

capricious or unreasonable.” It concluded
that the commission’s order was supported
by substantial evidence and that the order
“may not be characterized as arbitrary,
capricious or unreasonable.”

duration.” An attempt to restore net
practise was made Monday but it failed.

While relations between the teacher
association and the school administration
in this county remained cordial, the op-
posite was true of the relationship of the
teachers of this county with State
Superintendent Wendell P. Butler, who has
openly opposed the strike. In a meeting at
Martin last Friday the Floyd County
Education Association adopted by
unanimous vote resolutions calling on Mr.
Butler to ‘‘resign immediately your
position as Superintendent of Public In-
struction of the state of Kentucky.”

Elliott county teachers joined Monday in
calling for Butler’s resignation.

The Floyd group’s resolutions pointed
out:

Kentucky teachers have been loyal and
dedicated, though grossly underpaid; have
“for many, many years remained silent
and permitted only the leadership of our
profession to speak,” but, now that they
have united in common effort to speak out
for their fair share of the state’s economic
growth, Butler—whom they designated as
“our leader”—has ‘‘seriously impaired
and degraded the image of the public school
teachers in Kentucky by... critical
remarks through the various press
media ., . .”

In Eastern Kentucky the only counties
whose schools remained open Monday were
those of Martin, Lawrence, and Bath.

In Martin county tension developed as
Supt. Sheldon Clark was accused of
“pressuring’’ teachers. Two NEA
representatives who were at Inez while a
teacher vote was conducted Monday
reported they had been threatened. Samuel
Pauley, Inez elementary school principal,
resigned.

The board of directors of the Kentucky
School Boards Association issued 2
statement Sunday condemning teacher
strikes as “illegal” and ‘‘disruptive,” and
“deploring such action taken against the
children, parents and duly elected officials
of the Commonwealth.”

‘“Sanetions, strikes, work stoppages or
other disruptive action to the orderly
operation of our public school program in
the Commonwealth is shocking and
displeasing,” the statement said.

In Western Kentucky injunctive action
against teachers was being considered.

Meanwhile, the Legislature is looking for
means to meet teacher demands. New
taxes may be sought—perhaps a severance
tax on coal and other minerals and an in-
creased income tax.

At the teacher meeting held here Monday
Senator Clifford B. Latta spoke, assuring
the teachers of his support of all their
demands except on the professional
negotiations bill. State Representative W.
J. Reynolds in a prepared statement
handed to Mr. Auxier, president of the
edvcation association, offered his support
on all teacher demands but pointed out he
could not support the move to lift property
tax ceilings.

The main business and the foremost
service of the University of Kentucky is
education. UK now has 203 graduates living
in Floyd county. Local students attending
the Lexington campus have numbered as
many as 131, including nine in graduate
school, while three have been enrolled at
the Lexington Technical Institute and more
than 250 have studied at Prestonsburg
Community College. William G. Francis
and Daniel Spurlock, both of Prestonsburg,
distinguished themselves at the University
in 1968 when they were initiated into
Omicron Delta Kappa, the national
leadership fraternity for senior men.

Ten Floyd ecounty students received
$7,830 in loans, grants or scholarships from
the Office of Student Financial Aid to help
finance their educations. Six extension
program classes for credit were offered in
Prestonshurg. Nineteen residents studied
education in the fall of 1967, 35 enrolled in
two education courses in 1968, five studied
psychology in the spring of 1969 and 20
enrolled in two education courses that
term.

Three Floyd county land surveyors at-
fended a conference sponsored by the UK
College of Engineering in 1969, and Ex-
tension work—all meshed into a coor-
dinated program designed to develop the
human and natural resources of every
county in Kentucky. County Extension
work, a joint effort of the Floyd county
government, USDA, and UK, reached
nearly every local resident through
agriculture, home economics, 4-H and
resource development programs.

In the past two years, UK Extension
assisted Floyd county residents in the areas
of agronomy, animal sciences, clothing and
textiles, dairy operation, farm and home
management, foods and nutrition, home
furnishings, horticulture, housing and
youth (4-H).

UK Extension provided help in the areas
of sheep, beef cattle and forage, swine, corn
and poultry production. The UK swine
specialist consulted with Floyd county
producers who wanted help with solving
problems concerning swine diseases and
expansion of facilities.

Extension assisted a greenhouse
operator in Floyd county by helping select
and locate particular varieties of trees and
shrubs fto produce for resale. The
greenhouse operator had received many
requests from local residents to keep
certain plants on hand because of the lack
of such landscape materials locally. To
help promote strawberry production in
Flohd county, UK Extension arranged the
purchase of 7,700 strawberry plants for

But, while the reported annual increase
in crime remains static at 27 per cent for
the second straight year, arrests continue
to climb and increased 36 per cent in 1969
compared to the 25 per cent increase in
1968.

Property losses due to breaking and
entering, auto theft, robbery and larceny
during 1969 were slightly more than $4.2
million, with nearly half that amount
coming from auto theft alone. Total value
of all recovered property was about $1.5
million.

Heading the list of offenses reported last
year were breaking and entering, 2404;
auto theft, 1457; grand larceny, 744; and

Rep. Reynolds

Floyd Co. School Teachers

I want you to know one and all my
position on your K. E. A. program, now as
well as the past. My four terms in the
Kentucky Legislature, I have given full
support to your programs, (please check
with your K. E. A. leaders).

This session I voted for and pushed for
passage of a whiskey consumer tax to raise
your salaries $500.00 in the coming Bi-
annium. I am now ready and told your K. E.
A. leaders before this strike, that I would
vote for and push for passage of four cents
on a package cigarette tax, to raise your
meager salaries which I say now and have
always said are inadequate, to put it
mildly.

Two years ago I voted for and helped
push your P. N. Bill through the house. This
Bill died in the Senate Education Com-
mittee. My position on this bill is the same
now. I supported your 30-yr. Retirement
Bill two years ago and I now support this
measure which carries a $5,000,000 price
tag and only with the purposed cigarette
tax or a substitute tax, can this bill be
passed.
