WATCH FOR PHASE 3 
By next week, unless their editors sud­

denly take off, screaming, and hav to 
run to earth by hounds, three weekly 
newspapers will be printed in the plant we 
have here. 

We will huff and puff through these early 
press runs; it's almost certain things will 
get worse before they get better. Just bear 
with us while we're bearing up under what 
is euphemistically termed stress and 
strain. 

Perhaps one of our associates, Allan 
Perry, of The Paintsville Herald, stated it 
correctly when in an editorial last week he 
reduced the development of newspapering 
hereabouts to phases. Phase 1, he said, was 
the conversion to "cold type"; Phase 2, the 
installation of the new offset press; and 
Phase 3 may when we all take a running 
jump into the Big Sandy. 

The law as it now stands, he said, permits 
the construction of roads to mines, to 
timbering and other projects, on a straight 
uphill route, with no seeding required. This, 
he said, results in a precipitous runoff of 
rainfall and a muddy lake. Strip-miners, he 
said, are required to do seeding at the site 
of operations, but roads to the mines are not 
covered by the seeding requirement. 

Edgar Fall, Louisville, president of the 
league of Kentucky Sportsmen, expressed 
his opposition to the proposed coal loading 
ramp on Lake Cumberland and use of the 
lake for transportation of coal by barges.

Hearing Citizens,

A special investigating committee of the 
National Education Association will con­
duct one of its four scheduled Kentucky 
hearings here next Monday in the wake of a 
school crisis which was capped earlier in 
the year by a statewide teacher strike. 
(Public employees, including teachers do 
not have the legal right to strike, the Court 
of Appeals held last week. See separate 
stroy in this edition of The Times.) 

The eight-member committee of 
nationally known educators assigned to the 
task of probing into Kentucky's educational 
s_Ystem will first meet in Louisville Sunday, 
then split into two-member teams for the 
investigative work here and at three other 
regional sites. 

Miss Betty J. Rowland, head of the 
Eastern regional office here of the Ken­
tucky Education Association, said, citizens, 
students, teachers and community leaders 
will be heard at the hearing here. Several 
schools in the area will be visited for on~ite 
investigations. 

State Senator Clifford B. Latta, of 
Prestonsburg, is a member of a legislative 
sub-eommittee of six named to observe the 
NEA investigation. The other three 
regional hearing sites are Paducah, 
Bowling Green and Fort Mitchell. 

The hearings will focus on charges by the 
Kentucky Education Association (KEA), 
and NEA state affiliate, that Gov. Louie B. 
Nunn and the general assembly "have 
failed in their responsibility" to the schools. 

Four days of hearings, including 
testimony from 40 witnesses called by 
KEA, the plaintiff, will be held in Louisville 
Nov. 11-14 at Holiday Inn East. 

The hearings by NEA's National Com­
mission on Professional Rights and 
Responsibilities (PR and R) mark the 
continuation of an investigation which grew 
out of a six-day strike of 25,000 of Ken­
tucky's 33,000 teachers last February. At

They finished the cleanup job at Red River Gorge, the other day. 

Earlier in the season, areas surrounding Lake Cumberland were 
cleaned up. The Sierra Club, women's groups and others 
spearheaded the work of picking up after all the thousands who had 
messed up the landscape during the spring and summer. 

It was a good work, and we congratulate those who cared enough 
to get down to the dirty business of cleaning after the great majority 
who care nothing for cleanliness and the beauty of the state's parks, 
woods, rivers and lakes. 

But we maintain they should not have had to do it. 
These are public lands which were messed up, to begin with, and 

public agencies should have the responsibility for cleaning them up 
and keeping them clean. State parks have employees, workers with 
the Nelson Project and others are, or should be, available. These 
should lead the cleanup job. And state officers and all others should 
crack down, and hard, on every litterbug who visits all such 
premises in the future. 

Both shores of Dewey Lake are an unholy mess. Picnic spots, 
places where tents were pitched, almost every place visited by 
people, have been left cluttered with beer cans, soft-drink cans, 
paper boxes, wrapping paper-anything that has been used. In some 
cases, campers filled every garbage container, but the ac­
cumulation of refuse was not hauled away. 

Pollution of whatever kind, wherever it happens, is a tragedy, 
whether it is recognized as such or not. Tragically, the pollution at 
these lakes and parks visits the most beautiful places, because their 
beauty attracts more people, and people mean pollution. 

That is the story this year. Next year, another installment will be 
written-same characters, same plot, same ending-unless state and 
federal agencies get down to assessing the unpleasant realities and 
to taking action that sometimes may be unpleasant. If these agen­
cies lack sufficient funds to finance policing of the grounds, they 
may have to collect a per diem fee from every picnicker and camper 
in order to pay for the collection and disposal of debris. And if they 
expect to stop the litterers and despoilers, they inevitably will have 
to swing the full force of the law into action against every individual 
who contributes to this shameful clutter.

Once upon a time man invented the 
automobile.

Made him 
a mobile creature, a traveler with no 
limitations. Then a disturbing note crept 
into the roaring sound of the speeding 
monsters: They were killing people. Killing 
more people than all the wars we had 
fought. Not in hatred the way war killed 
men. But killing and maiming just the 
same. 

Man became concerned. He printed 
posters and put up warnings. H~ urged 
caution and passed laws. But he had missed 
the real killer the exhaust pipe! Before man 
knew what was happening, the metal 
monster had breathed so much pollution 
into the atmosphere that man's cities were 
death traps and that beautiful orange glow 
around the sun was no harbinger of good 
things to come. 

That was when man became really 
concerned about his wonderful invention 
and decided something had to be done. So 
the U. S. Senate now has a bill which will 
bar sales of new automobiles on January 1, 
1975, unless they breathe clean exhaust. 
Ninety percent clean, anyway. 

And that's good. And right. But what's 
bothering me is: What about my old 1958 
Plymouth and its bad breath? Will there be 
no more fishing trips, hunting trips, 
camping trips? No more quick runs to the 
grocery or the library for this faithful old 
Fifty Eight? 

Please, Mr. Auto Maker ! Come up with a 
cheap filtering device in a hurry. Old Betsy 
isn't even listed in the book any more, but I 
can't afford to scrap her. Neither can I 
afford a coffin right away. 

This is not to condemn boating and 
skiing.

There's plenty of room for boaters and 

skiers and fishermen on Kentucky waters. 
They can get along very well provided they 
respect each other's rights. 

The water a wonderful place to spend a 
few recreational days-a place to enjoy the 
sunshine or the drops of rain and the 
wonderful scenery of Kentucky. 

But on the other hand it can well be a 
place of tragedy, heartache, pain and 
anguish. Each year many persons drown in 
Kentucky waters and many families are 
the sufferers. 

The drownings may occur from wading 
streams, £rom falling off dams or steep 
embankments into deep water. Many 
youngsters drown while attempting to 
swim in farm ponds. And there are many 
deaths as a result of unsafe operation of 
fishing boats and pleasure craft on the 
main waterways. 

The drownings need not be. They occur 
because of carelessness, a carelessness 
induced by lack of respect for the big 
waters. They occur because a boat operator 
would like to impress his watchers with his 
boating antics and some accidents are the 
result of plain lack of horse sense on the 
part of the operator. 

The water patrol is designed to help 
people in trouble and to curb recklessness. 
This unit has arresting powers and 
frequently use those powers to bring a 
situation under control. Their mission 
should be respected. They are trying to 
make boaters safe and in carrying out their 
duties they undoubtedly encounter some 
criticism. 

But, they'll check your boat, before you 
venture out to see that you have the proper 
equipment. They'll lend you a rope if you 
become stranded. They'll help in any way 
possible to make your stay on the waters 
safer and more enjoyable. 

Just remember this when you are at the 
controls of a boat, be it a fishing craft, a 
speed boat, a pleasure craft, you are 
responsible for where it goes, for how it is 
operated, whether it is or is not safe. 

We're in the Throes of the Garbage Era 
We came into the "Garbage Era" 

simultaneously with the dawn of the 
Electronic Era and the Space Age. It seems 
that we were so dazzled by the magic 
wonders of the Electronic Era that we 
simply let our environment become 
polluted to the point where it is getting 
absolutely intolerable. It seems that we just 
sort of drifted into a lethargy about our 
environment; we drink pop from the 
throwaway bottle and we do just that­
throw it away and never think what we are 
doing. 

Not long ago, a check was made along a 
nwnber of rural highways, before any 
clean-up campaign was launched. The 
check turned up some fancy figures: On an 
average mile of highway there were 
counted nearly 600 beer cans, almost 800 
paper cups, over 700 empty cigarette 
packs, nearly 400 empty throwaway bot­
tles, 90 cartons for carrying out beer, and 
nwnerous pieces of paper, bags and other 
litter. It is said that American motorists 
toss out each year about 15,000 pieces of 
garbage for each mile. This is done in the 
face of warnings of litterbugging, with 
heavy fines imposed. 

I can remember how our foreparents 
seldom threw away an empty can; they 
kept the cans and jars and used them time 
and again, and it was a long time before 
they were consigned to the junk heap. But 
this is the age of the throwaway bottles, the 
plastic jugs which never decay; this is also 
the age of auto travel, when motorists 
throw away something li~e 100 million old 
tires each year ! 

Where do these usually come to their 
final rest? In the beds of the streams! They 
are a big factor in causing stream pollution, 
as it takes them a long time to decay. 

The time is at hand for us to put off the 
yoke of the Garbage Era and try to find 
more uses for thmgs we throw away. In our 
smug attitude we think we get rid of things 
by throwing them away. But they live on· 

and on and litter up the land. Take old tires. 
There should be found many new uses for 
them; there should be a law against 
throwing them into streams or piling them 
up along roadsides. Old tires can be put to 
many good uses; they make a good fire for 
the camper or for outdoors cooking (or 
would this pollute the air?); they burn 
briskly and give out a bright light; they 
could probably be used for fuel in the grate 
or stove; they can be painted red or green 
and used to make flower beds; they make 
excellent swings for children; they come in 
handy for use as weights or balances. There 
should be many other uses for abandoned 
tires; and surely we can find a better use 
for the old worn-<>ut car than abandoning it 
at the roadside or towing it to the junkyard. 
Each year we Americans abandon about 8 
million cars. The junkyards are overrun 
with these and they are an open and 
notorious advertisement of our Garbage 
Era. Northing mars the beauty of the 
scenery like a heap of old, junk cars. Some 
states require the junk dealers to put a high 
fence around them; yet there are many 
places where they are heaped up in plain 
view of every passerby. • 

We Americans are the chief garbage 
producers of the world. We produce over 3 
billion tons of garbage each year! 

Today, there is far too much talk about a 
polluted environment and far too little 
action. We don't like our litter and we 
sternly condemn those who clutter up the 
highways and other places, but what do we 
do about it? Not much! Not nearly enough. 
Let George do the job! 

The only way to clean up our garbage is 
for each man, woman, boy and girl to 
become a crusader for a clean en­
vironment. Suppose each person in the 
United States picked up two empty cartons, 
or two empty bottles or beer cans each day 
and disposed of them properly-that would 
amount to something like 400 million fewer 
items of litter. And suppose that all of us 

kept this up for a whole year? We'd so<in 
have a cleaned-up country. We are going 
to have to change our style of living 
drastically; we are going to have to put our 
collective foot down, as it were, and 
demand that dealers stop selling soft drinks 
in the throwaway bottles and beer in the 
zip-top cans. The temptation is too great for 
these to be used by the public; one.soon gets 
in the habit of tossing them down in­
discriminately and there in the weeds they 
lie for years. The bottle-makers should 
destroy all the "no-returp bottles" now on 
hand and go back to making the ones that 
require a deposit before they can be taken 
out. Hit the public in the pocketbook, and 
that's where it will hurt. All of us are going 
to have to hurt a lot if we are ever going to 
have a clean environment. 

Here are some "Don'ts" to help us in our 
fight for a cleaner environment: 

Don't throw anything away but put the 
empty can or bottle where they will be 
properly disposed of. Crush the cans flat f 
and bury them. Don't throw away old 
mattresses, old beds and old clothing. 
Surely we can find some use for these! 
Perhaps many of these things could be 
mended and used by some charitable 
organization. People nowadays seem 
ashamed to wear clothing with patches. 
Our foreparents seldom threw away old 
shoes or pants or shirts. It was common to 
see these oldsters wearing pants with a 
patch at the knee or in the seat; they often 
mended their old shoes at home and wore 
them as long as they could. When they got 
through with a pair of shoes there was little 
left to throw away. All the homes of the old 
settlers used to have a pegging awl and a 
last for mending shoes. But where are these 
handy things today? It seems our time is 
too precious for us to use it in mending an 
old shoe or patching the seat of worn pants. 

But patched pants and mended shoes are 
not half as ugly as our polluted en­
vironment!

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Rangers Visit Homes 
In Fight on Blazes 

An unusually wet fall has kept to a 
minimum the number of forest fires, but 
personnel of the Kentucky Division of 
Forestry are fearful of what could happen 
after a few days of wind and sunshine, 
remembering the 1089 acres that were hit 
by fire last year. 

Forrest Burchett, of the Division of 
Forestry, said last week that the 
cooperation of landowners and others 
toward reducing fire losses is being sought 
through house-to-house visits by forestry 
personnel this year for the first time. 

"We hope that through personal contact 
and a display of our interest in the 
problems of farmers and others we can 
arouse their interest in preventing fire 
losses, not only this year but in the future," 
he said. 

Forest fire laws in Kentucky provide: 
From October 1 until December 15 it is 

illegal to burn any open fire within 150 feet 
of any woodland. If burning is done more 
than 150 feet from the woodland but is 
capable of spreading to the woodland 
through grass or other flamable material, 
it is stili a violation of the forest fire laws. 
If burning must be done, it is permissible 
between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12 
midnight, provided all reasonable 
precautions are taken. Reasonable 
precautions consist of cutting and piling 
flamable material and clearing around 
these materials to prevent spread of fire to 

Appellate Court 
Holds Teachers 
May Not Strike 

Public employees, including teachers of 
public schools, do not have a right under 
Kentucky law to strike, the Court of Ap­
peals ruled last Friday. 

The unanimous decision upheld Jefferson 
Circuit Judge McCauley Smith who had 
enjoined the Jefferson county school 
teachers from participating in a statewide 
walkout last February. 

The appellate court ruled for the local 
school board and against the county 
teachers association, Kentucky Education 
Association and Louisville-Jefferson 
r..ounty Federation of Teachers. 

The strike was called to protest the lack 
of cooperation from the legislature and 
governor in winning certain KEA goals. 
The lower court injunction ended the 
walkout at Louisville after four days. 

Although the case in point specifically 
involved teachers, the high court decision 
ranged wider. It covered all public em­
ployes. 

The teachers' association cited a number 
of reasons for overturning the injunction 
and the high court said that the association 
had all but admitted strikes by public 
employes are not justified. 

But the teachers contended a state 
statute recognizes the right of employes to 
strike and does not specify the workers 
must be private. 

The appellate court's answer: "The word 
'employes' as used in this statute is am­
biguous." 

The teachers asserted that a 1940 act, 
which seems to ban public employe 
walkouts, was revised in 1942 and left out 
the public aspect. 

"The original act clearly and expressly 
excluded public employes from the granted 
right to strike," the court said. "The ap­
parently inadvertent omission of this ex­
clusion when the statutes were revised 
cannot be held to have changed the 
legislative policy and the law." 

The association contended that denying 
public school teachers the right to strike 
violated their due process under both the 
state and federal constitutions. 

A petition for rehearing of the case will be 
filed, and the possibility exists that it could 
find its way into U. S. courts.

woodland. The fire must be extinguished at 
midnight. 

Setting of fires to capture any wildlife is 
prohibited by law. This statute includes the 
smoking of squirrels or other animals out of 
hollow stumps or holes in the ground. 

Violaters when convicted are subject to 
both fines and imprisonment. They are also 
responsible for the cost of suppressing the 
fire. 

Division of Forestry employees will be 
patroling the area to apprehend violaters of 
the Kentucky forest fire laws and citations 
will be issued to them. If it is absolutely 
necessary to burn anything, follow these 
suggestions: 

1. Don't burn until after 4:30 in the 
evening; 2. Stay with whatever you are 
burning until the fire is dead out; 3. Don't 
let your fire burn off your land onto the land 
of another (To do so might constitute a 
felony under statute 149-375); 4. Don't allow 
your children to do any burning for you; 5. 
Don't burn if the wind is blowing; 6. Don't 
fail to call your nearest forestry employee 
if the fire should get out of control.

Shimidzu was delighted with Kentucky, Its mountains, scenery and friendly people. 
"Now I understand," he told his Betsy Layne hosts, "why the United States is the 
greatest country on earth." 

On a bright sunny morning, following a 
light frost, we were impressed by the large 
number of dead wild animals that were to 
be sighted along highways. Our trip was 
from Frankfort to Lake Cumberland, by 
way of Somerset and Monticello, a distance 
of about 120 miles . 

Here's what we were able to ideo ify 
along this stretch of road-three rabbits, 
four opossums, a raccoon, two foxes, a 
skunk and possibly a mink(it was so badly 
mangled it was difficult to identify) . The 
animals undoubtedly were killed the night 
before. Added to that casualty list were at 
least three squirrels and one groundhog 
that had felt the sting of the whirring 
wheels the day before. 

Domestic animals included at least a half 
dozen house cats and as many as three 
dogs. 

Speeding trucks and automobiles take a 
heavy toll of Kentucky wildlife . According 
to a mortality survey for last year, deer 
killed by vehicles on the highways totaled 
255. Especially during the winter months 
and early spring it's not uncommon to hear 
reports of deer kills on the highways. 

A few years ago the National Wildlife 
Federation produced this logan: "Give 
Wildlife a Brake." That admonition 
received nationwide publicity and un­
doubtedly saved the lives of many species 
of wildlife . More recently, during March 
last year, the Federation had as its theme 
for National Wildlife Week: "Seen Any 
Wildlife Lately?" This was not meant as a 
slam at the agencies designed to protect 
and perpetuate such wildlife, or as a 
citation of the high mortality rate on the 
highways, but as a warning that when one 

fails to see wildlife, then man's en­
vironment is suffering greatly from the 
inroads of civilization. 

The slogan also drew attention to the 
amount of wildlife available and un­
doubtedly had a profound impact on the 
average citizen who had not previously 
stopped to think that when wildlife is gone, 
the environment will not be healthy for 
mankind. 

That is not to say wildlife is disappearing, 
although the possibility of that happening 
is multiplying daily. Perhaps, there is as 
much or maybe more wildlife in Kentucky 
today than there was 25 years ago, not­
withstanding the fact that it must be shared 
by more people and that it's habitat is being 
squeezed tighter and tighter each day. 
More wild animals are being produced on a 
reduced acreage, and that's the way it must 
be, for never again will wild animals be 
able to use the acres that are being gobbled 
up by highways, suburban areas and the 
sprawling and creeping encroachment of 
man. 

So the road count along the highway, as 
we journeyed to Lake Cumberland, must be 
viewed in both a good and bad light. First, it 
is a shame that so much wildlife must be 
killed and wasted on the highways, but then 
again isn't it comforting to know that we 
still have in Kentucky, a great population of 
wild animals? It may indicate that the time 
of man is not so short as some would 
believe. 
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YOU AND 
THE DRAFT

FHANKFORT, KY.-This week our mail 
included a letter from a college student 
inquiring whether he could change from a 
university to a trade school and remain 
eligible for a draft deferment. 

At the beginning of the fall term the 
student's university submitted a Student 
C',ertificate showing he was satisfactorily 
pursuing a full time course of instruction. 
Based on that certification, the local board 
continued his student deferment. During an 
intramural basketball game, he sustained a 
leg injury which hospitalized him for 
several weeks. Following his release from 
the hospital, a faculty advisor recom­
mended that, since his grades had dropped 
and because of his prolonged absence from 
classes, he consider withdrawing from the 
university and reapplying for admission at 
the beginning of the next semester. 

He wrote that during his period of 
hospitalization he had given some serious 
thought to becoming a television technician 
instead of a physical education instructor. 
He had made some inquiries and had been 
informed that a new class at an electronic 
institute would begin in January. Before 
making a final decision he wanted to know 
if such a change would affect his deferment 
status. 

He failed to include his date of birth and 
random sequence number, which are most 
important in making a reply to an inquiry 
of this type. We called in his file for review. 
He was born on September 8, 1947, and had 
a random sequence number of 184. If he 
decided to withdraw from the university, he 
would no longer be eligible for a 
classification of li-S. Unless he is eligible 
for a lower classification he would be 
reclassified I-A. At this time it does not 
appear that random sequence number 184 
will be reached by his local board by the 
end of the current calendar year. If the 
random sequence number is not reached by 
December 31, 1970, he will go into a lower 
priority group and under such cir­
cumstances he could make a judgment as 
to whether he wanted to reapply for ad­
mission to the university or enroll in the 
trade school. 

Q. Recently the draft board sent me a 
new classification card. It showed that my 
II-S Classification had been continued. 
Since I did not request a continuation of my 
student deferment, can I be reclassified 
from II-S? 

A. No, unless you provide proof that you 
are no longer entitled to a student defer­
ment you cannot be reclassified. It is 
assumed that you originally requested a 
student deferment and in accordance with 
this request your university has provided 
your local board with a certification that 
you are satisfactorily pursuing a full time 
course of instruction. If the university 
continues to furnish your local board with a 
certification of this type, the local board 
under existing regulations has no alter­
native but to consider you for a student 
deferment until you complete the 
requirements of the baccalaureate degree, 
as long as you satisfactorily pursue a full 
time course of instruction, or attain your 
24th birthday, whichever condition occurs 
first . 

Q. I read in our newspaper that 
registrants who will be in a.1 extended 
priority group will be notified by their local 
board of this extension. I anticipate that I 
will be in this group. When can I expect to 
receive a letter? 

A. We anticipate that as soon after the 
last call of the year is issued by the local 
board, which is normally in late November, 
the local board will begin to notify their 
registrants in the extended priority group. 

Q. Will a registrant be able to appeal 
from his priority group? 

A. No. The Selective Service Regulations 
do not provide for an appeal from the 
priority group. The only appeal a registrant 
can make is from a classification and this 
must be made on a timely basis.

Food Stamps Delivered 
FRANKFORT, KY.-Food stamps by 

mail will be available next month to those 
Kentuckians now having difficulty getting 
to issuance offices. 

f'..ommissioner of Economic Security 
Merritt S. Deitz Jr. said that a new mail 
issuance process-effective Nov. t-will 
allow participants to receive their coupons 
at home if they desire. 

"'I:'tis innovation will provide greater 
serv1ce to those families who, for one 
reason or another, have trouble procuring 
their food stamps each month " Deitz 
explained. ' 

"Mail issuance will be of particular 
benefit to the aged or infirm and those with 
transportation and child care problems," 
he added. 

Kentucky now has 60,000 families par­
ticipating in the food stamp program 
administered jointly by the Department of 
Economic Security and the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. 

Deitz said the mail issuance plan has 
been under consideration for more than a 
year. "We have been testing it in Clay 
co~tr sin~e June and"'we are sufficiently 
satlsf1ed w1th the results to implement it on 
a statewide basis ." 

Deitz said maij issuance will not 
eliminate the issuance offices in 70 counties 
now participating in the program. 

"Clients merely have the choice now of 
receiving their stamps at home or going to

the distribution centers," he said. 
Deitz pointed out mail issuance would 

hopefully cut down on the long lines at the 
issuance offices, relieving pressure on both 
clients and staff, particularly at the first of 
each month when distribution is at its peak. 

Deitz explained the mechanics of the 
mail process: "Each month the client 
simply sends us a postal money order or 
any form of guaranteed payment and 
receives his food stamps through the mail." 

He said a letter of explanation will be 
included in next month's mail-()ut to par­
ticipants as well as a form to be filled in 
requesting the service. 

Deitz said the mail service will not 
require any additional staff.

funds to support the public schools of the 
C'..ommonwealth" and had "impeded local 
effort on the part of school boards and the 
organized teaching profession, to improve 
the quality of public education." 

William P. Haubner, field investigator 
for the PR and R Commission, will serve as 
hearing examiner. The investigative 
committee includes J. David Eberly, a 
member of the National Council of State 
Education Associations, Montgomery 
County, Md.; Dr. Howard C. Seymour, 
superintendent of the Phoenix, Ariz., Union 
high school district; Francis I. Smith, a 
member of the Oregon State Board of 
Education; Joe Middleton, a mathematics 
teacher, Albuquerque, N. M., and Mrs. 
Amy Burke, a social studies teacher, 
Toney, Ala., both members of the 
Association of Classroom Teachers. 
Raleigh R. Steinbach, a professor of 
secondary education, University of South 
Dakota, will represent the commission on 
the investigative committee. 

Mter the hearings, the committee will 
make its report to the PR AND R Com­
mission which will decide, based on the 
committee's findings, whether or not to 
recommend to the NEA Executive Com­
mittee that national sanctions be imposed. 

The KEA bas charged that Gov. Louie B. 
Nunn and the General Assembly of Ken­
tucky ( 1) failed to fulfill their constitutional 
responsibility to provide sufficient funds to 
support an efficient system of common 
schools throughout the state and (2) failed 
to facilitate local effort, on the part of 
school boards and the organized teaching 
profession, to improve the quality of public 
education. Specifically it charged that the 
1970 session of the General Assembly and 
the governor did not enact tax measures 
that would make available unutilized 
revenue required to finance education and 
other public services. The May 12, 1970, 
report also charged failure to repeal 
inequitable and restrictive local property 
tax ceilings enacted in 1965, "thus severely 
limiting the ability of school boards to in­
crease or equalize local school revenues." 
Also included in the complaint was the 
charge that the governor and General 
Assembly had failed to enact a professional 
negotiation statute, thus denying the 
teaching profession in Kentucky the op­
portunity to fulfill its responsibility to 
participate fully in the improvement of 
education at the local level. 

The NEA has imposed national sanctions 
against three states-Utah, Oklahoma, and 
Florida-since 1964.

Levels of 2 Lakes 
To Be Drawn Down, 
Engineers Announce 

HUNTINGTON, W. VA.-The rate of 
drawdown at John W. Flannagan Reser­
voir, near Haysi, Va., is being increased 
slightly to permit construction of a boat 
launching ramp, and Grayson Reservoir 
will be dropped 11 feet below normal winter 
stage to permit construction of a launching 
ramp and a recreation area above the dam. 

The John Flannagan drawdown will 
cause a temporary increase in streamflow 
on Pound River which feeds into Russell 
Fork and Levisa Fork, all of which are 
tributary to the Big Sandy. 

The Army Corps of Engineers' normal 
operating procedure is to lower the lake 
from its summer recreation level of 1396 
feet (above sea · level) to 1380 feet by 
November 30. A gradual discharge rate is 
maintained to assure stream balance. 

Last Thursday, the lake elevation was at 
1387. The level was reduced to 1385 by 
Monday and will be held at that level until 
November 10. From November 10 to 
November 30 the normal release rate will 
be observed and the winter elevation of 1380 
will be reaChed. 

The launching ramp is under con­
struction in the spillway area. It will be 
completed by next March in time for the 
1971 boating season. 

Grayson Reservoir normally is held at a 
summer level of 645 feet above sea level. 
The normal winter level is 637 feet, but the 
f',.orps of Engineers has elected to drop the 
lake to 626 feet to permit construction . 

Bids are to be opened at the Engineers' 
Huntington office November 5 on the ramp 
along with a parking lot, water treatment 
plant, restrooms and sewage treatment 
plant. The development site adjoins the 
existing marina. 

It is planned to return to pool level at 
elevation 637 immediately after completion 
of the low water portion of the ramp.
