3 Claim Ordinance
Unconstitutional,

Ask Court Ruling

Three Prestonsburg taxicab operators
have filed suit in circuit court here against
Mayor George P. Archer, the City Council
and the city of Prestonsburg in response to
the council’s denial of their applications for
cab licenses.

They say they were denied license to
operate because they have been within the
last five years convicted of a misdemeanor.
(Circuit court records show that two of the
three plaintiffs, Harold Junior Joseph and
Harold Yates, were convictedon the charge
of selling intoxicating beverages. The third
plaintiff is Leonard Joseph, Jr.)

Refusal of licenses was made under
provisions of a taxicab or ce enacted
by the city council in 1946 and amended in
April, this year. As amended, the ordinance
provides that cab licensees ‘‘shall not
within the last five years have been con-
victed of a felony or of any offense in-
volving force of violence, or the taking or
converting of the property of another, or an
offense against the administration of
justice, or the offense of operating an
automobile while intoxicated, or of fast and
reckless driving of any automobile, or of
violation of the local option laws relating to
alcoholic beverages.”

In view of the ordinance, as amended,
plaintiffs say in their complaint it would be
futile to file new applications. They ask for
a declaration of rights by the court, con-
tending that the amendment to the or-
dinance, as a condition precedent penalizes
the plaintiffs for an excessive length of time
for the convictions related, ‘‘is plainly
unreasonable, arbitrary and excessive,”
and is in conflict with state and federal
statutes and constitutions.

The plaintiffs ask the court to adjudge the
ordinance amendment null and void and to
adjudge them entitled to licenses.

Recheck of the voting machines in
Educational Division No. 2 failed Monday
to show any discrepancies, and the vote
there stands unchanged.

The check of the machines was requested
by Donnie Lafferty, who lost the race for
member of the Board of Education in that
division to Dr. J. H. Allen, incumbent.

Congressman Carl D. Perkins piled up a
6-to-1 vote in this county over his
Republican opponent, Herbert E. Myers, of
Louisa, polling 6403 votes to 1017 for Myers.
Outside the two educational divisions,
where voter-interest was whetted by the
school board race, the voting was light.
Over the district Congressman Perkins
scored an easy victory.

The county joined the statewide vote in
rejecting the general obligation bond issue.
In this county 2061 “Yes’’ votes were cast to
2317 votes against the issue.

In the nine precincts of Educational
Division 1, Dr. James D. Adams defeated
incumbent O. R. ‘‘Pete’ Howard, 1636 votes
to 1170, for board member. Dr. J. H. Allen
won the Division 2 board race, polling 1192
votes to 1070 for Donnie Laferty.

Clark the car was later taken by a VISTA
supervisor ‘‘to have it washed.” She later

claimed the car at Martin after having been
told it was parked there.

Several days before the election, PTA
officials at Martin requested the FBEI to
send agents into Educational Division 2 to
watch the voting. But, said Clark, no FBI
representatives are known to have been in
the county during the election.

Floyd and other Eastern Kentucky
counties will see a demonstration Wed-
nesday and Thursday of a helicopter as a
means of meeting the needs of seriously ill
or injured patients whose quick transport to
a hospital otherwise might be delayed by
isolation, bad roads or plain distance.

Dr. Arnold A. Schecter, director of the
Floyd County Comprehensive Health
Services, said last week that a helicopter
owned by the Bell Heli Company will be
flown to the area from Ohio and that it will
be demonstrated in flights from
Wheelwright, the site of the Highlands
Regional Hospital now under construction
near here and also at Whitesburg.

Armed Forces Day is a national holiday,
observed Nov. 11, but Floyd county in an
unusual demonstration here last Saturday
made no further observances necessary for
the present.

An estimated 10,000 persons took part in
or lined Prestonsburg streets as a parade of
upwards of 40 units—bands, floats,
organized groups and the like—displayed
the familiar red, white and blue in
costumes, decorations and hundreds of
flags, large and small. ,

The gathering exceeded the crowds here
for the Floyd County Sesquicentennial,
persons familiar with both events said. The
Sesquicentennial was a giant and costly
effort. Saturday’s observance was the idea
of one woman, Mrs. Marcella Bailey, of
Langley, and its success was not dependent

upon money spent but upon the aroused
interest of the county.

“Huck’’ Francis, of Prestonsburg, served
with Mrs. Bailey as co-chairman of the
celebration, and assistance came from
widely scattered sources. Mrs, Irene
Hayes, of Hueysville, was among the in-
dividuals credited by Mrs. Bailey with
contributing heavily to the success of the
demonstration.

The parade was vanned by a 13-year-old
boy bearing an open Bible. This and the
Statue of Liberty and an impersonation of
Uncle Sam set the theme of the demon-
stration.

Schools taking part were those of Allen,
Betsy Layne, Prestonsburg, Clark, Lackey,
Maytown, Melvin, McDowell, Weeksbury,

Stumbo, Garrett and Wayland. Private
industry, the Prestonsburg Chamber of
Commerce, the Veterans of Foreign Wars
Post here, others added to the event by
participation or assistance.

After the parade had ended, a large
crowd gathered at the Prestonsburg
Fieldhouse to hear Col. Arthur Kelly, head
of the militaty science department,
Morehead State University, in a patriotic
address.

Leaders of the observance, which was
tentatively called Veterans’ Day, indicated
this week they will work toward an even
greater program next year.

The ‘copter, which will accommodate two
patients, one doctor or nurse and the pilot,
has a speed of 120 miles an hour. One of its
flights may be between the new hospital
site, near Auxier, and the University
Medical Center, Lexington, where landing
arrangements have been made.

Dr. Schecter emphasized the point that
helicopter ambulance service, if adopted,
would not be in competition with existing
ambulance services. Although it would be
used by the Comprehensive Health Ser-
vices it would be available for the
evacuation of emergency cases to distant
or local hospitals.

“Certainly it’s not cheap,” he said. ‘“‘But
neither is human life. The value of
helicopters in saving lives has been
demonstrated in Vietnam where wounded
GI’s are quickly evacuated from the area of
action to hospitals. The result is lives that
otherwise would have been lost are saved."”

He hopes to interest coal operators in the
air ambulance plan and points out that such
a service would materially reduce mine
insurance rates.

Cost of a helicopter such as will be
demonstrated this week is $135,000, new;
or, if used, $90,000. Maintenance and
operation would cost an additional $35,000 a
year, it is estimated.

But it is held possible that half the cost of
the ‘copter would be paid with federal
funds.

Dr. Schecter said he has been interested
in air ambulance service since the days
when he was an Air Force flight surgeon.
He also said the helicopter service now
operating in the Ft. Knox area is con-
vincing proof of its efficiency and true
value, especially in the many cases when
life hangs in the balance.

Members of the National Education
Association’s special investigating team
delving into Kentucky’s educational system
heard statements from between 50 and 60
persons at May Lodge, Jenny Wiley State
Park, Monday evening.

Most of those with whom they talked
were from Floyd county, and some were
heard in private sessions. Much of the
testimony heard was related to areas of
dissent, but the NEA investigators let them
talk, it was pointed out, because they felt
that, even though some of their statements
might be on local and emotional issues, the
investigators could gather pertinent in-
formation by listening.

Besides those from this county, Johnson,
Pike, Knott, Magoffin, Wolfe and Harlan
counties were represented at the hearing.

The investigating team did not visit any
schools in this county but did go into
Johnson and Martin county schools. Miss
Betty J. Rowland, head of the KEA regional
office here, said Floyd schools were visited
last March by a preliminary investigating
team.

The hearings held here and at three other
points in the state came in the wake of the
school crisis created earlier this year by a
statewide teacher strike. Their result could
be recommendations that sanctions be
imposed on Kentucky. That will be decided
later. The Kentucky hearings will conclude
with a four-day session to be held by in-
vestigators at Holiday Inn East, Louisville,
beginning Wednesday.

A proclamation designating November
as Mental Retardation Month was signed
Monday night by County Judge Henry
Stumbo, who expressed the hope that Floyd
county’s citizens will respond to the call for
support of programs for the mentally
retarded.

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Kentuckians Are Urged
To Use lodized Salt

By DAVE THOMPSON
STATE NEWS BUREAU

FRANKFORT, KY.—-The State
Department of Health, acting on results of
a National Nutrition Survey, has urged
Kentuckians to make sure the salt that goes
on the dinner table is iodized.

Miss Peggy Kidd, director of the
Nutrition Program for the department,
said Kentucky ranked low in the 10 states
canvassed for buying iodized salt.

“The goiter problem is rising in all those
states but it seems worst in Kentucky,’ she
said.

Miss Kidd added that most of the persons
polled were not sure the salt they bought
was iodized but about 75 per cent of the
people are not using the requested type
salt.

““We’'re making an appeal to our people to
look for the yellow letters ‘IODIZED’ on the
box and encouraging them to buy it,” she
said.

One reason given for the lack of iodine
causing the goiter problem was that
Kentucky’s soil is not rich in iodine.

It has been shown that there is a
remarkable correlation between the
geographic distribution of iodine and the
occurrence of or relative freedom from
goiter problems.

In large areas where the soil, water and
foodstuffs are low in iodine, the incidence of
goiter is high, while it is rarely encountered
in people living close to the coast lines with
water containing more iodine,

The best food sources of iodine are salt
water fish and shellfish. Eggs and dairy
products also are good sources, depending

upon iodine supplementation of the feeds
used. Meat and fresh water fish are fair
sources. Most cereal products, fruits and
vegetables, with the exception of spinach,
are low in iodine,

lodine, usually in the form of table iodate,
is added to table salt at a level equivalent to
100 micrograms potassium iodide per
kilogram. An average salt intake of 10
grams per day would produce 760
micrograms of iodine per day. The
minimum requirement for iodine for an
adult is 50-70 micrograms a day.

The National Research Council
recommends an allowance of 100
micrograms per day which is considered
adequate to meet the higher requirements
of growing children and lactating women.
Foods as selected will often not supply the
minimum requirement and the desirability
of using iodized salt is well established.

Jefferson, Fayette Counties Lead
State in Crime, Violence—Murder

Every 29 Hours—Rape More Often

By LEONARD KIMBALL

FRANKFORT, KY.—A recently com-
pleted report on statewide crime has
revealed that one Kentuckian was either
murdered, raped, robbed or assaulted at
least once every 88 minutes during the first
half of 1970,

Non-violent crimes, however, took the
lead with one burglary, auto theft or lar-
ceny over $50 committed somewhere in the
state once every nine minutes during that
same period.

Using figures compiled from reports
furnished by nearly every city, county and
state law enforcement agency in Kentucky,
the State Police Uniform Crime Reporting
Section here this week released an analysis
of Kentucky's crime rate for the first two
quarters of this year. The total number of

crimes occurring over both quarters was
put at 30,209 separate offenses.

Of those violent crimes measured in the
statewide index, only robberies showed any
decline between the two quarters covered
by the analysis. During the first quarter
(Jan.-March), 558 robberies were reported.
By the end of the second quarter (April-
June), the total had dropped to 529.

Murders, reported as occurring about
once every 29 hours during the first half of
the year, were on the rise. According to the
analysis, 79 murders were reported during
the first quarter and 87 during the second
quarter.

Assaults, which State Police say took
place about once every two-and-one-half
hours, increased from a first quarter total
of 882 to a second quarter high of 1082.

Rapes, reported about once every 25
hours, reached a second quarter high of 104
as compared with 88 at the end of the first
quarter.

In the category of non-violent crimes,
auto thefts—about one every 55 minutes—
were down by 112 at the end of June from
the first quarter total of 2732. Breaking and
enterings—one every 26 minutes—also
declined. In the first quarter, there were
5851 reported. The second quarter total
dropped to 5236.

[arcenies over $50, occurring at least
once every 26 minutes, were on the rise,
climbing from 5082 during the first quarter
to 5332 at the end of the second quarter.

A county-by-county breakdown of crime
in Kentucky showed Jefferson county as
having the highest number of crimes
reported during the first half of this year.
Total offenses reported were 13 384. Broken
down, that figure represented 49 murders,
67 rapes, 676 robberies, 536 assaults, 4053
breaking and enterings, 4566 larcenies over
$50 and 3437 auto thefts.

Also high on the list was Fayette county
with 8 murders, 26 rapes, 84 robberies, 118
assaults, 1196 breaking and enterings, 1216
larcenies over $50 and 332 auto thefts for a
total of 2980 index crimes during the first
half of this year.

Commenting on Kentucky’s continued
high crime rate, Public Safety Com-
missioner William O. Newman said one of
the problems confronted by police today is
the fear of involvement on the part of many
citizens.

“If every person who witnessed a crime,
or observed what appeared to be a suspect
act, immediately contacted the police, that
help would be an invaluable aid to beating
down our currently large number of
crimes,’” he said.

FRANKFORT, KY.—Kentucky's five-
day gun deer hunting season opens in all 120
counties on November 14 and continues
through November 18—daylight hours only.

Some 30,000 hunters are expected to try
their luck with the whitetail, fallow and
European red deer. To be sure, the most
sought after and the most plentiful by far
will be the whitetail, some of which are
reported to be in every county of the
commonwealth. The 30,000 plus hunters are
expected to amass somewhere around
10,000 deer, if the pattern of last season is
followed. Deer hunters point out the suc-
cess of the hunt will depend as much on
weather conditions as on the skill of the
hunters and the abundance of deer.

To be eligible a hunter must have in his
possession a legal statewide hunting license
as well as a deer tag, cost of which is $10.50,
for either a resident or non-resident.

Deer
of either sex may be harvested, And a
hunter may harvest only one deer in the
gun or bow and arrow seasons, except for a
provision whereby a hunter may take a
second deer on Ft. Campbell. Regulations
for the Ft. Campbell relaxation are, word
by word, as follows::

Two deer of either sex may be taken on
Fort Campbell by either gun or bow and
arrow. If a deer is taken on Fort Campbell
with a valid statewide tag, the permit card
shall be so stamped and dated by Fort
Campbell authorities and a statewide metal
tag attached to the deer before its removal
from the post. Fort Campbell authorities
will record the name, address and permit
or tag numbers of all persons taking deer. A
permit card so stamped and dated shall be
valid evidence that its bearer is eligible to
receive a free Fort Campbell tag. If a
person takes one deer on Fort Campbell he
18 not eligible to hunt anywhere else in
Kentucky, but any person who has taken
one deer elsewhere in Kentucky may take a
second deer on Fort Campbell provided he
has obtained the Fort Campbell second
deer tag.

A person may harvest two deer under the
above conditions only. Two deer may not be
taken anywhere else in the commonwealth.

The statewide deer hunter needs to know
and observe the following rules and
regulations:

Weapons to be used are shotguns 10
gauge maximum and 20 gauge minimum
with shells carrying a single slug; cen-
terfire rifles .240 caliber or larger; muz-
zleloading rifles of .38 caliber or larger
fired from the shoulder; semi-automatic
rifles (when the frigger has to be pulled
each time to fire the rifle); any type
muzzleloading weapons on the Pioneer
Weapons area in Bath and Menifee coun-
ties.

Shot for a muzzleloading shotgun must be
No. 2 buckshot or larger; hunters must
wear some visible article of orange or
yellow clothing; persons under 18 years of
age must be accompanied by an adulf;
each hunter who kills a deer must im-
mediately leave the hunting area and must
tag his deer. Of course, there are other
regulations with which the hunter should
acquaint himself before going into the field.

Management hunting dates: West
Kentucky Wildlife Management area—
certain tracts on Nov. B, 7 and 8; either sex;
shotguns only; check in and ou Land
Between the Lakes—designated area; Nov.
21 and Nov . 28; antler or'spike visible above
hairline; statewide weapons; by permits
only. Fort Campbell—Either sex; permits
only; Nov. 4-8; Nov. 11-15; Nov. 18-22 (see
explanation in early part of story); Fort
Knox—shotguns only; either sex; Nov. 7
and 8; 15 and 16, 21 and 28 and 29; permit
hunting. Bluegrass Army Depot—either
sex; Nov. 7, 14, 21 and 28; permit only.
Pioneer Weapons area—For pioneer
weapons only ; spike or antler visible above
hairline; Nov. 14 through Nov. 21. Robinson
Forest—antler or spike wisible above
hairline; Noy. 14-18.

The above information is only partial.
Hunters are advised to become acquainted
with all regulations before hunting deer.

Antiqueg Tell Story
Of State’s Growth

By LOIS CAMPBELL

FRANKFORT, KY.—Ever since her
pioneers turned into settlers, Kentucky has
been a storehouse for fine antique fur-
nishings. In museums, homes and a
multitude of shops are handwrought ob-
jects hewn by homesteaders who waited
inside forts for the Indian terror to abate.

Of equal tradition are the choicest of fine
American and English pieces brought to
Kentucky by sons and daughters of
Virginia’s first families to grace elegant
homes they built in the commonwealth’s
earliest days.

Kentucky antiques tell the story of the
state’s growth from Revolutionary sim-
plicity to the cultural heights of the an-
tebellum era.

Settlers coming to Kentucky through the
Cumberland Gap land passage, or down the
Ohio, could not carry much ‘“household
plunder”’ with them; hence, the “pioneer™
furnishings and agricultural tools in
several collections are crude items of the
“curiosity’’ class.

Early craftsmen, however, soon began to

make many charming pieces from the

wood elose at hand, mostly pine and oak.
Today, the simple functional lines of those
early dough-boxes, poster beds, blanket
chests and benches lure many collectors

who like to blend furniture of almost any

age and origin. Kentucky pieces of this
vintage are particularly suitable for
“mixing” because of their simple, clean,
uncluttered lines,

Cabin-craft furniture and trappings also
include hooked rugs, hand-woven coverlets,
pottery, woodcarving, churns and crude
kitchen utensils.

History reveals that Kentuckians
achieved almost instant culture in
education, musie, the arts and a general
background that spelled gracious living. In
the earliest Kentucky newspapers, ad-
vertisements sought interior woodworkers,
cabinet makers and silversmiths.

Such experts were available who could
copy in native woods fine English, Queen
Anne, Chippendale and Hepplewhite fur-
nishings.

Kentucky pieces turned out by itinerant
workers in the 19th century can hold their
own anywhere—not only as good copies of
the best England and the Eastern Seaboard
had to offer, but also because their ad-
ditional refinements reflect much

Many antique shops are located
throughout Kentucky. Louisville has dozens
of good shops, among them The Sign of the
Pine Tree, specializing in English and
American furnishings; the Old Curiosity
Shop, a haunt of the canny collector;
Geneva Archibald’s, a treasure trove of old
pictures and books; and at Jeffersontown,
in the same area, a visit to Claxton’s An-
tiques is like dropping into the 18th Cen-
tury. Even the garden has been planted
with herbs of the period.

In Shelbyville, the Wakefield-Scearce
Gallery, which draws an estimated 20,000
antique fanciers each year, is famous for
its silver, including pieces by Matthew
Boulton. Their best seller is reported to be
the antique Kentucky mint julep cup, rarer
every day. :

Among the dozens of places to explore in
Lexington, the visitor should not miss
Rebel’s Rest. A unigue shop, it boasts a
treasury of pre-1840 Americana.

For “pure” Kentucky, the Salt Box in
Grayson contains a wellrounded cross-
section of such furnishings.

Antiquers on their way west to Kentucky
Dam Village and Kentucky Lake can make
worthwhile stopovers at Hopkinsville and
Paducah. Both towns have a variety of
“shops.

Also, the world-famous Beaumont Inn in
Harrodsburg has a house full of antiques
for the visitor to drool over.

population.

Faets supplied by individuals par-
ticipating in the survey are kept con-
fidential and are used only to compile
statistical results. The law safeguarding
the privacy of the individual applies to all
information collected by the Census
Bureau.
