Out of Jobs
'In Floyd Co.

Surplus Is Typical
Of National Picture
With Fewer Pupils

The nationwide surplus of teachers is’

reflected in the Floyd county teaching
situation, County Superintendent of Schools
Charles Clark said this week.

Ninety-eight persons, he said, have ap-
plied for teaching positions in this county,
and there is no place to put them.

The over-supply of classroom teachers
here and elsewhere is in sharp contrast to
the situation a few years ago when many
states—Ohio, Indiana, Michigan and
others—were recruiting teachers from this
and other Kentucky counties.

Floyd county’s surplus, Supt. Clark said,
results from a loss of pupils. The same may
be the story over the country. Last year, 167
was lost in attendance, and this county will
be employing five fewer teachers this year.

The “war baby boom” is over, and that
accounts for the marked decline in pupil
attendance—that and family planning. In
the last 10 years Floyd county’s pupil total
has dropped from between 10-11,000 to 9,600
last year. A steady drep has been recorded,
seven years in a row. Ten years ago, for
example, Prestonsburg high school had an
enrollment of about 1,000. Now it has 775.
And Prestonsburg elementary has gained
gﬂy a few pupils, although 17 rural schools

this end of the county have been closed
and are sending their pupils here.

There is one shortage in the schools,
Clark said. Capable high school principals
are wanted in other counties of Kentucky
and in other states. He said he has recently
received telephone calls from Pike and
Mogan counties and one from Ohio, all
wanting principals.

“But our school people aren’t accepting
such positions—why, I do not know,” Clark
said.

One teacher may be employed for each 27

The hearing set by the Office of Health.
Affairs on the proposed termination of the
Floyd County Comprehensive Health
Services Program will not be held, it was
indicated Monday by County Judge Henry
Stumbo, chairman of the board of directors
of the Big Sandy Community Action
Program and vice-chairman of the health

.services board.

The health board recently requested such
a hearing but asked that it be held here
because of the difficully and expense in-
volved in getting witnesses to Washington,
Health Affairs granted the hearing but
denied the request for it to be held here,
setting the date at 10 a.m., Aug. 10, and the
place as Washington, D. C.

Tuesday afternoon, Judge Stumbo ad-
dressed the following telegram to Dr. Carl
A. Smith, acting director of the Office of
Health Affairs, sending copies to President
Nixon, various members of Congress and
federal officials:

“Since you have ignored our request of
July 10, 1971, to hold the hearing in Floyd
county, we do not plan to attend the
Washington hearing scheduled for August
10, 1971,

“Your office has been perfectly willing to
hear evidence from outsiders who have
given their viewpoints on the Floyd County
Comprehensive Health Program. We feel
that it is our constitutional right to have the
opportunity of letting our consumers, board
members, and interested citizens testify
and give to you their judgments on the
effectiveness of this program. This cannot
be done at a Washington hearing, since we
cannot provide travel for these individuals.
The desires and needs of the great majority
of our citizens are being ignored by your

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Not Kentucky’s Worst,

5 Murders

Floyd county had five murders and two
manslaughter cases recorded against its
record in 1970, and its crime rate was 8.1
per 1,000 population—but that, if it is any
consolation, was far from the state’s worst
mark for the year.

The data for this and other Kentucky
counties and for cities of 10,000 or more
population is included in the recently
released Crime in Kentucky, a compilation
of information gained by the state’s
Uniform Crime Reporting System.

Other Floyd county crime reported:

Rape, 2; attempted rape, 2; robbery, 1;
armed robbery, 1; assault, 62 (assault
cases broken down to 8 with gun, 3 by
cutting, 5 by club or other weapon, 29 by
hands or feet; breaking and entering, 138;
forcible entry, 118; larceny, 184; auto theft,
32.

The city of Bowling Green, a liquor
“oasis’’ in the midst of “dry’’ territory, had
the state’s highest murder rate for the
year, according to the report, With a
population of 36,263—only 364 more than
Floyd county—the ecity had 12 murders and
a per 1,000 crime rate of 37.4.

But Crimetown, Ky., apparently is
Louisville, which had 72 murders, 45
manslaughter cases and a crime rate of
83.7. Lexmgton was next with 16 murders
and a crime rate of 46.6.

Ashland and Boyd county had not a
murder for the year. Ashland’s crime rate,
however, was 16.3.

The number of murders and the crime
rate for other Eastern Kentucky counties
follow, as listed by the 1970 Crime Report:

Johnson, no murders, crime rate of 5.8;
Knott, 2 murders, 2.8; Pike, 8 murders, 1
manslaughter, 8.8; Magoffin, 1 murder,
4.4; Martin county, 1 and 4.5 Morgan, 1
murder and 2.1 crime rate, the lowest in the
region; Perry, 9 murders, 2 manslaughters

and the highest crime rate in the area, 14.0
per 1,000 population; Breathitt, 3 murders,
1 manslaughter, rate of 7.6; Letcher, 7
murders, 2 manslaughters, rate of 6.5;
Harlan, 8 and 8.5; Bell, 8 and 10.3; Knox, 8
and 7.8; Leslie, 4 and 4.1; Lawrence, and
2.4; Lee, 2 and 16.2.

The report does not include offenses
against liquor laws or drunk driving cases
by counties for cities.

Poor performances at every level of the
law are blamed in part for Kentucky’s low
rate of convictions in comparison with the
number of criminal arrests.

‘“Some cases of poor investigation, poor
prosecution, and, to be truthful, poor ad-
judication’’ must share responsibility, Col.
W. O. Newman, commissioner of public
safety, said this week.

““And not to be forgotten,” he added, “is
the quality of juries. Too many of the in-
telligent kind of people you like to see on
juries find ways to stay off of them.”

The report showed that 21,545 arrests
were made involving murder, man-
slaughter, rape, robbery, aggravated
assault, breaking and entering, larceny-
theft and auto theft. ;

At the end of the year:

5,723 persons had been convicted of the
offense charged.

1,957 had been convicted of lesser
charges.

2,113 had been acquitted.

5,881 had been referred to juvenile courts.

6,882 cases, including many carried over
from prior years, had not been tried.

Newman said he was especially peeved
by the inability of prosecutors to prepare
for a trial that had already been thoroughly
planned by counsel for the defense.

Too often, he said, the prosecutor knows
nothing about the crime until a pre-rial
conference with the investigator.

“‘He doesn’t know who his witnesses will
be, what they will say, or what questions to
ask,” Newman said. “‘He can’t organize, he
can’t call the witnesses in the order they
should be called. He must start cold from
what the investigator tells him.”

If all counties that could would employ
commonwealth detectives to ‘“do the leg
work and prepare the case,’’ he said, better
results should be expected.

Otherwise, Newman continued, the
prosecutor might have to rely on the in-
formation of an investigator with little skill
and hardly any training.

“Some of our own people (state pelice)
with basic training followed by inservice
training go out to the field, stay in one or
two counties for three or four years, and
forget enough to be fully prepared for, say,
a murder,” he said.

Officers in some counties who investigate
crimes lack even basic training. He said.

“A well{rained officer can produce a
good case in comparatively short time,"” he
said. ‘‘He knows that the time to go to work
is when the crime is fresh.

‘“He also knows that he must stay with it.
It's time-consuming. The leg work,
checking records, confirming statements
and such must be done thoroughly if the
investigator is going to be ready to testify in
court about his evidence.”

Police investigators also are hobbled by
an inability to get legal help in their work,
Newman said, causing them to gather
evidence improperly sometimes and then
see it thrown out of court.

Newman'’s fuss with the judicial system,
he said, is concerned mostly with county
judges who are not qualified to deal with
criminal cases.

“They lack legal training and a
knowledge of the law,” he said. ““Some even
lack a formal education. Nowp of course,

many men with a sixth-grade education are
smart, but some are not.

““As a result some cases that should go to
the grand jury and urcuit court don’t get
there.”

The crime report discloses that charges
were brought against persons for a total of
201,606 crimes in all categories in 1970. Of
these, 122,316 were convicted as charged,
13,330 were convicted of lesser offense, and
14,120 were acquitted.

The over-all showing was improved by a
high rate of convictions in certain crimes
where the evidence most times is
irrefutable, such as:

A total of 23,843 drunk<driving cases
brought 15,093 convictions.

Drunkenness charged against 81,297
persons brought 38,246 convictions,

Out of 27,158 persons accused of disor-
derly conduct, 15,027 were convicted.

Among the major crimes, the outcome
was a contrast:

Among 391 persons charged with murder,
78 were found guilty as charged, 24 were
convicted of lesser offenses, 42 were
acquitted or dismissed, 17 were referred to
juvenile court, and cases against 280 were
pending.

Of 415 charged with forcible rape, 54 were
convicted, 40 were convicted of lesser of-
fenses, 90 were acquitted or dismissed, 47
were referred to juvenile court, and cases
against 206 were pending.

Prosecutors were more successful with
the crime of larceny-theft (stealing more
than $50). Convictions were obtained in
3,327 out of 8,485 cases; 514 defendants were
convicted of lesser offenses, and 623 were
acquitted.

Auto theft was one of the harder crimes to
deal with—just 269 convictiens, compared
with 331 acquittals among the 2,442 cases in
which arrests were made.

office. These people deserve the right to be
heard in this case.”

Meanwhile, OEO representatives were in
the county early this week, digging "or
evidence to be submitted at the hearing in
Washington and possibly to subpoena some
witnesses for the hearing.

Judge Stumbo said he understood OEO
has three persons in the county for this
purpose. ‘‘They could have sent two or
three more and had enough for the hearing,
right here where everybody involved could
have had a chance to testify,” he com-
mented.

Stumbo added:

“‘We haven’t been treated right. They told
us to submit a program for the period after
the first of August, and while this was being
prepared they decided to terminate the
whole program.”

The ‘“‘Decentralized Health Program”
proposed for this county by the Eastern
Kentucky Welfare Rights Organization has
not received any action—largely because,
it is explained, an interim board of direc-
tors cannot be named for the program and
put to work until the present board resigns
or their tenure is otherwise terminated.

Dr. Arnold Schecter, former director of
the pilot health program in this county, told
The Times last week that he planned to
attend the Washington hearing. He said he
proposes to ask that the program not be
terminated but placed, instead, under the
control of a new board of directors.

Dr. Schecter emphasized the point that
this request would not be an effort to regain
the directorship of the program for himself.
“Twill not be with any OEO program in this
county,"” he said. “I will be in private
practise in this county, or, perhaps,
elsewhere, where I have tentative
proposals.”

Schecter added that if the people of the
county will urge leaders on the board of
directors to turn the program over to OEO,
a health program for Floyd county will be
possible. About 17 persons remain on the
board, several members having resigned.

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Forestry educators
visiting Kentucky July 12-16 identified
‘‘people problems’’ as the biggest challenge
to forestry preservation in the next decade,

Deans of forestry from 24 southern
colleges and universities visited the
commonwealth to investigate new forestry
problems arising from conflicting needs in
conservation, recreation, mining and
natural resource development.

The tour was sponsored by the U. S.
Forestry Service,

The educators expressed most concern
over the millions of picnickers, hikers and
tourists who pour into national forests and
parks each weekend.

Dr. John Gray, dean of forestry at the
University of Florida, noted that Ocala
National Forest, near Orlando, now has
some 900,000 visitors each year. He said the
rate soon may reach more than 6 million
annually with the opening of Disney World.

“Some areas of the Daniel Boone
National Forest here in Kentucky are
facing similar problems,” Dr. Gray said.
“We are concerned that these forests
literally will be trampled into the ground by
such a tremendous influx of people.”

Other deans on the tour agreed over-
crowding of forests also is developing in
their respective states.

The annual tour was begun in the late
1950's by the federal Forestry Service to
improve communication and cooperation
between the service and the nation’s
forestry schools.

This is the tour’s first visit to Kentucky.

Dr. Thomas Hansbrough, dean of
forestry at the University of Kentucky,
noted the people problem is perhaps the
most complex ever to face administrators.

“Trees don’t give us that much trouble,”
he said. ‘“Trees don’t talk back to you and
they don’t move around. People get into
more trouble and impose more difficult
management decisions on forestry per-
sonnel.”

Hansbrough noted that forestry
education must meet this need by focusing

training on people-related problems.

“In education we must train our
professional foresters to be more cognizant
of the people aspects of forest
management,”” he said.

While noting the importance of new
problems, Dr. Loyd Blackwell, dean of
forestry at Louisiana State University,
stressed that more traditional needs also
must be met.

“We still must produce enough timber for
the nation’s tremendous demands,” he
said. ‘“We must provide adequate wildlife
habitats, a base for clean air and water and
adequate forage for our domestic
animals.”

To meet all those demands the deans said
strict regulation of people flow into the
forests will be necessary, including
restricting some areas.

‘“People and forests can live together,”
Dr. Blackwell said. ‘“They not only can —
they must. This will require an adjustment
on both parts — especially the public.”

Four Die Sunday
In Plane Crash

In Lawrence Co.

Four Missourians died Sunday morning
in the crash of a private plane near
Richardson, Lawrence county.

The victim were identified as Donald
Herbert Vinyard, 48, Paul Thomas Dixon,
21, Carolyn Vinyard, and Harriet Vinyard,
all of Crystal City, Mo.

The Piper single-engine craft was ap-
parently en route from Missouri when the
crash occurred.

Preliminary reports indicated the craft
may have struck trees atop a ridge causing
it to plunge down a 2,000-foot drop to the
floor of a ravine.

Rescue workers who joined the search
after the first report of a downed aircraft
about 8:15 a.m. Sunday were hampered by
the hazardous locale of the wreckage.

The bodies, all badly mangled, were
carried up a steep 3540 foot cliff.

The initial report of the crash came
shortly after 8 a.m. when local residents
said they saw a plane falling end-over-end.

Reports that the plane had exploded in
mid-air prior to the crash were termed
“unlikely"” by officials at Tri-state Airport,
since the plane was “mostly intact.”

Kentucky State Police troopers spotted
the wreckage about 6 a.m. from a National
Guard helicopter which flew them over the
area after hours of ground searching
proved fruitless.

Pieces of the plane’s tail section had been
discovered in a field about three miles from
Richardson.

Spindletop Says So;ne Small Banks

Invest Too Little in Community

A pair of Spindletop Research reports
have indicated some of Kentucky’s small-
town banks may not be effectively meeting
their areas’ financial needs.

The reports suggested as a possible
remedy a change in state law to allow
banks to operate across county lines. The
two studies, one prepared last year and one
in the current year, went to state banking
officials.

The more recent report says that Ken-
tucky needs some way to move bank funds
around the state, and cites as evidence
regional shortages of capital for business
loans to spur the state's economy.

The earlier study says many of the small
banks have aging management, lack the
push of competition and give poorer sup-
port for the local community than do larger
banks.

Of the 265 state banks in Kentucky in 1969,
the report says that 76 per cent had less
than $10 million in assets—a level deemed
necessary for full efficiency.

Small banks have tended to go to ex-
tremes in putting their money into loans or
other investments, according to the recent
report.

State Moves To Penallze

Strip

A plan to weed out “sloppy"
strip mine operators who fail to adequately
reclaim mining sites has been announced
by state Reclamation Director Elmore
Grim.

The plan embodies a point system,
whereby operators are graded on how well
they perform the various functions of
restoring the land they disturb to mine coal.

An operator with a high point rating can
be banned from mining under certain
conditions — or if his record is ex-
ceptionally bad, he can be denied a permit
under any conditions.

Grim said the rating system can be in-
voked by his division under the existing
law, and thus will require no legislative

Reclamation Failure

action. He said the rule will be put into
effect following a water-quality study

currently being conducted by the Ap-

palachian Regional Commission.

Grading under the plan will allocate
points from one (good) to five (bad) on the
various phases of reclamation.

“If (an operator) does a good job, he will
have no trouble," Grim said. *“If he does a
bad job he’s out of business in Kentucky,
and his reputation will follow him if he
decides to move on to another state.”

He said the good strip miners are
generally in favor of the plan because “they
know they must share the image caused by
bad strip mmmg and bad reclamatmn

Captivity by the Indians was a common
occurrence in frontier America and the
literature of the times is full of the colorful
tales of Indian captives. The story of Jenny
Wiley's captivity and escape from Indians
has been handed down in the households of
the Big Sandy valley for generations. On
October 1, 1789, Jenny Wiley’s home was
attacked by a small Indian band while her
husband, Tom, was at a nearby trading
post. Jenny’s younger brother and four of
her children were murdered, and she and
her baby were carried into the forest.
Eleven months later, Jenny escaped and
made her way back to the new settlement of
Harman's Station, which was near what is
now the Prestonsburg-Paintsville airport.
Since those early days the location of
Harman’s Station has been known as
Blockhouse Bottom. ¥

The new musical version of the story
opens in Walkers Creek, Virginia, as Tice
Harman and his men prepare to leave on a
scouting mission to Kentucky. Tom Wiley
woos Jenny Sellards. When Tom finally
agrees to romance Jenny in the moonlight,
they are married and start a family. While
exploring Kentucky, Tice Kkills the son of
Cap John, a Cherokee chief. Cap John,
seeking revenge, attacks the Wiley cabin.

Although her brother and children are
murdered, Jenny is spared by an old
Shawnee chief, Black Wolf. Black Wolf
wishes to adopt Jenny as his daughter and
protects her life. As the Indians flee from
the settlers, Jenny marks the frail. In the
months that follow, Jenny’s plans for
escape fail. When Cap John meets Black
Wolf in battle and wins Jenny from the old
Shawnee, Black Wolf helps Jenny escape.
Her journey through the wild forests of
Kentucky provides an exeiting climax to
the musical.

The Play and the Music . . .

How It Came About

The idea of a musical version of the story
of Jenny Wiley originated with the general
manager of the Jenny Wiley Summer
Music Theatre, Mitch Douglas, two years
ago. Douglas had come to Prestonsburg in
1968 as an actor after working with the
Hunter Hills Music Theatre, the American
Choreographers Ballet Company, Cen-
tennial Theatre, Guignol Theatre, and
Baltimore's Spotlight Theatre. As a writer,
Douglas had written promotion for
numerous theatres, had authored ‘‘The
Fine Arts” column for the Lexington
Herald-Leader, and had served as
associate editor for Accent magazine. He
had also authored the plays, ‘‘Colonel
Taddie,” about Abraham Lincoln's son;
“Changes”” and ‘‘The Sin of Sister
Maggie."'.

In preparing the script for JENNY
WILEY ! Douglas tried to avoid producing a
pageant play or outdoor drama. ‘‘After
all,” he said, ‘‘we’ve based our reputation
on being a musical theatre. I wanted the
songs in JENNY WILEY! to contribute to
the action rather than interrupt it.”” As a
result, the musical avoids the folk songs
and traditional square dances of outdoor
drama. The next problem was to find a
composer.

Benjamin Keaton had come to Jenny
Wiley last summer as a musical director,
Keaton, a member of the music faculty of
North Carolina Central University, had
composed music for numerous productions,
including ‘'The Liberty Tree" and the off-
Broadway production, ‘““Amen to a Man-
tis."" He had spent more than 10 years with
““The Lost Colony’’ and had arranged music
for Paul Green's “Sing All the Green
Willow.” He, too, favored an integrated
musical.

The resulting score ranges from patter
songs to waltzes to ballads to Indian dan-
ces. The show opens with the rousing
“Hooray and Hallelujah Day,” followed by
a novelty duet, “No One in Particular,” and
Tom’s ballads, ‘“Always Jenny” and “Let
the Passing Years Fall Softly on My Love.”
Jeany’'s numbers include the title song,

“Indian Lullaby,”” and the brassy
resolution to her captors, “I Won’t Quit
Now.” There’s a torchy blues, ‘‘Sitting and
Waiting,” for the men on the trail and their
women back home. Jenny and Tom start a
home in a song called “Growing Things”
and Jenny and Tice Harman dream of a
new settlement in ‘‘Big Sandy Valley."” In
addition to several other songs there are
three major dance numbers—an Indian
battle, Jenny's escape, and an Indian
legend called “The Story of White Fawn.”

The Production Staff

The challenging task of recreating the
story of Jenny Wiley on stage has fallen to
the director, Randolph Umberger,
choreographer Shirley Lightbody, set
designer Peter Clemens, and costumer
Kathryn Stuntz.

Under the guidance of Umberger, a Ph.-
D. graduate of Tulane University, the
quartet has planned a vivid recounting of
frontier life. In designing the set, Clemens
has used actual logs cut from the forests of
the Big Sandy valley, near the site of
Jenny's captivity. The circular ramps and
cabins with 40-foot beams stretching into
the forests back of the theatre create set-
tings from Walker's Creek, Virginia, to the
Big Sandy valley to Harman'’s Station. The
Wiley cabin will burn nightly as the Indians
ignite it with flaming arrows shot from the
hillside.

Shirley Lightbody spent last summer
playing Eleanor Dare in another produc-
tion concerned with Indians—'‘The Lost
Colony.” In addition to choreographing
colorful dances for the settlers, Miss
Lightbody has also created several Indian
dances, including ‘“The Story of White
Fawn" in which she dances the role of an
Indian princess who is stolen away by the
Great Spirit.

Miss Stuntz, in designing costumes for
JENNY WILEY!, went back to the history
books and to original publications of Jenny
Wiley’s day. Her Indian costumes are
drawn from authentic Cherokee and
Shawnee designs.

The Search for Jenny Wiley

The search for an actress for the role of
Jenny Wiley began while the script and
score were still being written in October.
The role of the courageous pioneer woman
was a difficult one to fill. Not only does the
role require a gifted actress, but a singer
and dancer as well. More than 1,000 ac-
tresses from all parts of the country were
auditioned for the role of Jenny. The choice
fell to Penny Dennis, a raven-haired beauty
from Mobile, Alabama. Miss Dennis is 18—
approximately Jenny's age at the time of
her marriage to Tom Wiley. She studies at
the North Carolina School of the Arts. She
has performed with the Joe Jefferson
Players, with the Improvisational Theatre
Tour Company and with the Mobile Civic
Ballet.

The role of Tom Wiley was assigned to

Livestock at the Floyd Fair

It’s nearly county fair time again, here in
Floyd county. With the fair coming up in a
little less than two months—it will be
September 22-25 this year—there are still
many preparations to be taken care of.

As in the past, there will be exhibits
representing the areas of agriculture,
education and industry. We are hoping to
have a good many exhibitors, so the
competition should be keen. Of course a big
attraction at any fair is the midway with its
rides and food stands, and we are going to
have a fine midway again this year.

In the past, there has been some friction
when the animal exhibits were brought in
concerning health papers. There has
always been some question as to the
requirements for health papers. In order
that the fair can be fun for everyone we are
going to try to solve this problem before
fair time this year.

The Division of Livestock Sanitation of
the State Department of Agriculture
requires that all animals shown in Ken-
tucky, except Kentucky horses be ac-
companied by approved health papers.
This includes dogs and cats as well as farm
animals.

The requirements vary for each species,
and the list of regulations is too long to list
here. Therefore, we are going to try to send
a copy of the regulations to all past
exhibitors. It is possible, however, that
your name may not appear on our list, even
though you may want to exhibit some
livestock. So, if you want to enter an animal
in the fair, and you don’t receive a copy of
the requirements for a health certificate,
contact the County Extension office in the
Prestonsburg Post Office Building (Phone
886-2668) before August 10 and pick up a
copy.

If we all do our part to observe the rules,
we can have a good fair and everyone can
have a lot of fun, So, let’s all work real hard
to have the best county fair ever this year.
