Completion of the Dixie project, which is 
in the Gable-Roberts Addition, has been 
delayed seven months because of the 
failure of the original contractor. 

The three low-rent complexes and the 
Prestonsburg Ministerial Association's 
rent-supplement project, also in the Goble· 
Roberts Addition, provide 235 housing units 
here. 

When the City Council meets tonight 
(Thursday) it will adopt a budget for the 
coming year and will also consider the 

( possibility of increasing garbage collection 
rates. The raise is being considered 
because of the necessity of buying a new 
hydraulic packer for the garbage truck. 

It is also possible that professional ap­
praisers will be employed to make a new 
property assessment to provide a basis for 
future taxation.

Held Airport Threat 
A judgment of Federal Judge Mac 

Swinford, entered Dec. 6 in U. S. district 
court in the eight-year~ld litigation over 
the acquisition of land in historic Block 
House Bottom for the Combs airport, has 
enconraged other owners of land there who 
have sought relief from state courts. 

The Swinford judgmont awarded S. M. 
Williams, eta! $46,600 for 14.48 acres of land 
taken by condemnation in January, 1963 for 
the airfield. This judgment held that the 
Williams land, though lying in three 
separate tracts, was restricted sub-division 
Pt'operty. 

It is that ruling valuing the land on the 
basis Of sub-division property that has 

encouraged other litigants whose cases are 
in Kentucky courts. In the Johnson circuit 
court are cases involving the value of 23.48 
acres of the approximately 50 acres con­
demned for the airport. In July, 1964 the 
value of this land was set at $251!,509, but 
that judgment was reversed on the sub­
division question. Plaintiffs in Johnson 
circuit court are the M. S. Auxier heirs, 
Polk and Virginia Auxier and the C. H. 
Burke heirs.

Halbert's Two-Year-Old Idea 
Now Has $2 Million Back-Order 

In less than two years, Documation Inc. 
has jumped from a Floyd countian's idea 
for a computer card reader to a young 
industry employing 75 persons and holding 
a $2 million order backlog. 

Ducwnatiun, Inc., which produces a wide 
range of card readers for computer makers 
and computer customers, started when 
Ray Halbert, a production designer, 
decided to design and build his own card 
reader. 

Halbert and Tum Wright, a program 
manager, founded Documation in January, 
1970, operating out c>f a store front in 
Melbourne, Fla. Ducumation now sprawls 
through four buildings in downtown 
Melbourne and is rapidly outgrowing its 
combined 13,000 square feet of space. Mr. 
Halbert is negotiating for a new plant site. 

Heart qf the Ducumation family of card 
readers is a vacuum picker which pushes 
cards into the reader fur processing. The 
picker, invented by Halbert, is the only 
dynamically moving part of the machine. 
The vacuum system lets the picker handle 
a single card at a time, although promotion 
machines move up to 1,200 cards ~ minute. 
The card track, produced in the company's 
machine shup, is machined tu extremely 
close tolerances. By doing its liWO sh11p 
work, o~~cwnation controls the quality for 
which it has become noted. 

The Documation reader can handle even 
wr,rn-~ut or bent cards without jamming. 
Tl>e machine's reliability, durability and 
speed have made it a gu•Kl seller. and 

Halbert is optimistic about the future. 
"Documation can pick cards with anybody 
in the wurld- and du it better." he claims. 

Mr. Halbert is a graduate of Maytown 
high school and the University of Kentucky 
School of Engineering. He is the son of Mrs. 
M. G. Halbert, Sr., Langley, and lives in 
Indialantic, Florida, with his wife and two 
children. 

Governor Visits 
Lodge To Return 
Combs Portrait 

The promise was made last August in the 
semi-privacy of a Kiwanis Club meeting 
here.

The 
prospects for the return flight weren't any 
brighter, and his slay was necessarily 
brief, though Ford did remain for a 
reception given in his honor at the lodge by 
Floyd Democratic women. 

The Combs portrait, dug out of its place 
of safekeeping in the office of County At­
torney Barkley Sturgill, was ready for 
hanging. A step-ladder was in place. Mter 
speaking briefly, Ford mounted the ladder 
and hung the picture In the lodge lobby, on 
the same peg from which it had been 
removed four years ago. 

"Is that all right?" he smiled. 
The crowd that jammed the lobby roared 

Its approvaL Somebody let go with a 
rooster crow. 

Before hanging the portrait, Governor 
Ford spoke of his promise that if elected •r,t 
would be my great joy to return Bert 
Combs' picture to May Lodge." 

"It is important to all of us," he added, 
'1o recognize those who have served and 
served well ... Some might say this is an 
insignificant matter. But I say it is 
significant - it is symbolic of my deter­
mination to keep my promises."

Set at $100,000 

Construction of a two-story wing to its 
present building, plus a 70x100-ft. addition 
and installation of new equipment will 
involve the expenditure of $100,000 or more 
by Music-Carter-Hughes Chevrolet-Buick, 
it was said last week.

Kentucktans who are truly interested in Kentucky are neariened 

by, and surely they endorse, the principles of government enun­
ciated by Governor Ford in his inaugural address last Tuesday. 

How he fares in implementing his program is another matter. 
Taxes ... the environmental issue ... education .•. the thousand and 
one items, great and small, which hit pocketbooks, curtail certain 
activities, clash with the desires of powerful interests- all these 
face Governor Ford (as it has all other governors) in the ad· 
ministration of his office. 

Consider these paragraphs excerpted from his inaugural speech 
and find fault with such aims, if you honestly can: 

" ... I today reaffirm my intent to reorganize state government wherever 
necessary. Every agency must justify its right to exist in terms of its ability 
and willingness to render a full measure of service, to you. 

Many Kentuckians have come to regard the political process as futile. 
They have come to regard the institutions of government as irrelevant and 
unresponsive. The gauging of government is not how popular it is with the 
powerful and privileged few, but how honestly and fairly it deals with the 
many who depend upon it, whose lives are controlled by it. 

I am not interested in making an effort to place greater governmental 
controls on the people. We have already put 35 million laws on the books in 
this great land trying to enforce the Ten Commandments. 

The challenges to you, and the challenge to me, is that before we are 
Democrats, or Republicans or independents, before we are any of the things 
that separate us, let us upon the altar of our state place personal sacrifice 
and stop treating that altar as a trough out of which to feed. 

If you demand wise and honest government in Kentucky, you must 
recognize that wise and honest government is the product of wise and honest 
citizens, nothing less. 
If you demand unfair advantages, special privileges for selected groups, 

remember that the price of this is the destruction of the Commonwealth's 
character. This I will not allow. 

We are confronted by the heart-rending sobs of orphaned children, hungry 
children, cold children and unwanted children. 

We are confronted by the realization that the pace of criminal and juvenile 
rehabilitation is too slow. 

We are confronted by the pollution of skys, by tbe film-coated waters of 
once-clear streams and by the scars of hills and valleys. 

We are confronted by the dilemma in educational standards, by the non. 
availability of sufficient treatment of mental illness, and by the grim 
statistic that today well over 900 persons have lost their lives on Kentucky's 
highways during 1971. 

Our acts of omission are often more revealing than those of commission. 
We see this when we refuse to consider the value of the elderly to society, 
when we don't listen to the young who do indeed have sound ideas. 

' 
It is quite possible that Wendell Ford last Tuesday stood at the 

height of his popularity. As he does things, and if he hews to the line, 
criticism will mount. But this newspaper trusts he will fight it out on 
the lines he has drawn. 

" Political foes, the disappointed in his own party, the natural 
hostility of most Kentuckians to taxes- all these lie ahead. But 
Former Governor Chandler pclinted out in his speech as he left office 
in 1959 the worst enemy of all when he told the incoming governor 
to beware of his "friends". No political figure climbs to power 
without the help of powerful individuals. And he owes much to 
them - but he does not owe them his soul or his duty to name­
less thousands whose needs are greater.

Rural Routes 
Promised Help 
West Liberty, Ky. - "There will be no 
isolated communities in Kentucky," for· 
mer Menifee county Judge Otto Ingram 
said Thursday after accepting a rural road 
position in the Kentucky Department of 
Highways. 

Officially appointed a deputy com­
missioner of rural roads Wednesday, Mr. 
Ingram, 55, uf Frenchburg, said he is bring­
into his new position a total commitment to 
people in rural areas. 

"My ainos are to bring good roads and 
improve and upgrade all rural roads in the 
entire commonwealth,'' he said after he 
resigned the judgeship, an elected position. 

Named to succeed hino as county judge 
was his son, Randall Ingram, 30, formerly a 
heavy equipment operator at Cave Run 
Reservoir. 

The new rural road chief, appointed by 
Highway Commissioner Charles Pryor Jr., 
said, "It is my hope that within the next 
four years there will be no Isolated com­
munities in Kentucky. 

"During my term . . . I intend to be in my 
office in Frankfort or out in the state 
talking to people on a ground level," Mr. 
Ingram said. · 

"I want to talk to people who live on 
muddy roads and who have no bridges. I 
want to work for them through their fiscal 
courts." 

"This will be known as the road-buliding 
administration and I want to be a part of it. 
The most inoportant road to anyone is the 
one that passes in front of his house," he 
said. 

While serving as judge in 1961, Mr. 
Ingram finished college at Morehead State 
University and during the same year made 
a successful race for the state legislature in 
the old 69th District.

You will more than 
likely get to see one parachute several feet 
distant to some other tree. 

Their name, 41 flying squirrel," is a 
misnomer, as they glide or parachute in­
stead of flying .'From a height of about 70 
feet they can glide 125 feet to a landing. 
They like to hve m woods where there are 
tall trees, as this gives them a good chance 

what will keep our oxygen supply built up? 
Trees put oxygen directly into the air and 
help to prevent air pollution . 

Take the beautiful, little Bachman 's 
warbler, which was 11nce abundant in the 
hardwuod furests along the streams and 
swamps of the south. Like the flying 
squirrels, this bird preferred to range in 
tall timber; it was also occasionally found 
in the hardwood swamps of Virginia, 
Central Kentucky and Southern Indiana . 
But no sightings have been reported in 
some time; the bird may have become 
extinct after Ute cutting of the hardwood 
forests where it ranged. The U. S. Forest 

Service now qffers tu set aside a swampy 
hardw<>od preserve for this bird tf any of 
them can be found, but it is too late to lock 
the stable after the horse has been stolen. 
The Bachman's warbler , unce abundant in 
the south , was named after Rev. John 
Bachma n, of Charleston, S. C., who was a 
friend ••f Audubon. It looked much like our 
popular and widely known hooded warbler ; 
it had yellow cheeks, a black cap and black 
throat, a bright yellf>W breast and belly, 
and ••live back, with grayish wmgs. Let us 
hope that a flock of Bachman 's warblers 
may yet be found somewhere so they can be 
saved from extinction.

~'lyillg squirrels are the only ones that 
never spend any time un the ground, as , 
gray squirrels do. They are entirely ar­
b(lreal. Their food consists of insects, nuts, 
fruits , leaves, bark; our species is the 
southern flying squirrel, Glaucomys 
Vulans, which is slightly smaller than the 
<me farU1er north. The word, Glaucomys, 
literally means a shilly mouse. This is the 
smallest ·nf the squirrels and that's why 
scientists call it ''The mouse.'~ The color is a 
glussy ulive-green above, gleamillg white

• below; the tail is long, flat and used as a 
rudder when the squirrel glides. These 
small squirrels have large, black eyes that 
are round and bright. Their ears are small 
like those of a mouse. Flying squirrels make 
fine pets and are often content to live in the 
attic of a house. These interesting animals 
have become very scarce, due to the 
destruction of their habitat by cutting the 
tall timber in which they like to make their 
l111rnes. I used to go into the woods at night 
and hear these small squirrels twittering 
like a flock of sparrows; they can also 
whistle like a bird but one seldom hears 
them now. 

Why should we be interested in saving 
and protecting a little squirrel like this one? 
Fur one thing, our wild life grows scarcer 
year by year and we had better enjoy 
seeing it while we can. More and more of it 
is doomed to extillction through Joss of 
habitat and expanding industry. When any 
tract of timber is cut and Jogged 
thoroughly, it destroys the habitat for many 
species uf wild life, some of which we are 
not even aware of. It changes the habitat of 
birds and causes many of them to leave; it 
causes the squirrels to seek other ranging 
grounds and many of them are doomed to 
starvation. The cutting of our forests 
proceeds at a rapid rate, with no let-up in 
sight; timbermen are desperate to find new 
sources of lumber supply and are planning 
to cut the large trees in the national forests, 
so as to meet the growing demand for 
lumber. But when ali the trees are cut and 
used up, where will the lumber supply come 
from? And when the forests are depleted,

In tile m~~re natve arld less ilbstreperous 
Lirues befure radiu and television 
rnete• •rulogists, farmers depended heavily 
upon tire almanac fnr lheir weather in­
f•,rmatiun. And so profuund was their belief 
iu this little publication as a cumpendium of 
weather truths, it occupied a place in most 
rurallwuselwlds second only to that of the 
Bible. Hanging from a nail driven in the 
111antlepiece ur in the kitchen wall, it was 
consulted regularly on matters of "signs" 
and weather. 

Tile stvry behind the almanac is an in­
teresting une. Research reveals it was 
originated hundreds of years ago by tract 
writers whu, utilizing information fur­
rUshed by astrologers, forecast weather a 
year in advance. 

Then, as printing spread, so did 
almanacs. These tract writers found that 
sales soared when they spiced up their 
publications with predictions. Some not 
only predicted the daily weather, but also 
such catastrophes as fires, famines, 
plagues, and "sudaine tumultes," whatever 
that is. 

These writers and almanac makers, 
l1owever, faced occupational hazards. They 
faced burning at the stake as sorcerers if 
they were right too often or losing their 
professional reputation if they were 
frequently wrong. To mitigate these 
hazards, they wrapped up their portents in 
ambiguous language. As for instance a 1580 
almanac predicted: 14The summer and 
autumn shall sometimes incline unto 
dryness; sometime unto moisture; So the 
winter shall be partly rough and partly 
mild.'' 

Also, as in this day and time, early 
almanac writers came in for a Jot of 
ridicule. Rabelais, the French satirist, took 
great delight in needling them as did the 
acidulous Jonathan Swift. 

Back in the early years of the 18th cen­
tury, there was an English shoemaker 
turned almanac writer by the name of John 
Partridge. Audaciously styling himself 
"Physician to the King." Partridge filled 
his almanac with portentous prophecies 
and ~redictions. Annoyed at these 
pretensions, the sarcastic Swift predicted 
that on March 29, 1708, "Old Partridge will 
die of a raging fever." 

The frightened shoemaker·astrologer 
took to his bed two days before that date. 
He didn't die, as Swift had predicted, but 
when he eventually got out of bed and 
announced he was alive and well, he found 
himself the laughing stock of his former 
almanac customers. 

But over the years some almanac writers 
have llhit the nail on the head" and, as in 
the case of Patrick Murphy, reaped con­
siderable fame. In his almanac for 1838, 
Murphy stated flatly that Jan. 20 of that 
year would be the coldest day of the winter. 
It turned out to be the coldest day England 
had experienced in generations, and the 
1837-38 season has ever been known as 
"Murphy's Winter." 

Then there was the unlikely forecast 
made by Old Abe Weatherwise of the Old 
Farmer's Almanac. For the year 1816, Old 
Abe predicted rain, snow, and hail for July 
13, and it did rain, snow, and hail -and in 
that order. 

But Abe's fame and glory was somewhat 
dimmed when it was later discovered that a 
proofreader had overlooked the mischief of 
a typesetter who had inserted the forecast 
as a joke. Incidentally, the Old Farmer's 
Almanac is, after all these years, still with 
us. 

Rural folk do not set as great store by the 
almanac as formerly, but it is still popular

If Kentucky 's highest court has ruled 
nine times in support of the "broad-form" 
mmeral-rights deed, why does anybody 
think a lOth attempt to overturn it would 
succeed ? 

There are several answers. New cases 
have different facts, even though the 
principles involved are similar. Also, much 
more scientific "proof" of strip mining's 
environmental damage is available today 
compared with past years and past cases. 
Finally, the makeup of the Kentucky Court 
of Appeals will be different: Two new 
judges will rule on an issue that was 
decided by a 4-3 vote in 1968 in the last 
broad-form deed case. 

This last ruling, on the Leroy Martin 
case, is a celebrated one. Martin, a school 
princtpal from Knott county, had been 
active in the anti-strip-mine movement for 
several years. When a coal operator in­
dicated plans to strip 10 acres of Martin's 
land immediately above his home, the 
mountain educator filed suit.

The Knott county ciruit court ruled that 
the Kentucky Oak Mining Co. did indeed 
have the right to mine the coal that it owned 
under the surface, which was owned by 
Martin . But, the court said, the company 
must pay Martin for the privilege. Both 
Martin and the strip-mine operator ap­
pealed.

or the four judges whu prevailed in the 
Martin case, two are still on the bench, 
John Palmore and Sam S. Steinfeld. Two 
newcomers since 1968 are Judges C. Homer 
Niekirk and Scott Reed. 

Palmore and Steinfeld, in the majority 
opinion, contended that the only question to 
be answered was "whether they (both 
parties to the deed) intended that the 
mineral owner's rights to use the surface in 
removal of the minerals would be superior 
to any competing right of the surface 
owner.'' . 

In deciding that the coal-mine operator 
had the superior rights, the majority said 
that Knott county land in 1900 was valued at 
only $2.90 an acre, whereas the coal rights 
alone were sold to the coal company for $3 
an acre. 

However, Judge Hill, in disagreement, 
pointed out that these values were a poor 
comparison, because the $2.90 an acre was 
the assessed value, not the market value. 
The assessed value in those days was about 
10 to IS per cent of the market value. 

Judge Hill also said that the court was 
favoring the coal industry when it said in 
the majority opinion, "To disturb this rule 
(that the deed allows strip mining) now 
would create great confusion and much 
hardship in a segment of an industry that 
can ill-afford such a blow." 

When other suits seeking re-dress from 
broad-form deeds are filed, attorneys for 
surface owners are expected to bring up -
once again - the contradictions between 
the Buchanan-Watson case of 1956 and the 
Wiser case of 1960. 

The Buchanan case was the pace-setter 
on broad-form deeds. With stl'ip mining an 
unknown method in 1900, the obvious intent 
of both parties was that the coal would be 
extracted by under-ground means, the 
surface owners claimed. But the court 
ruled that intentions did not matter in the 
Buchanan case. 

In 1960, the same court took a different 
view in the Wiser case, which involved two 
different methods of extracting oil from the 
found. It ruled for the surface owner, 
saying that the parties to the minerals deed 
intended that the oil be produced by the 
method that prevailed at the time of the 
lease. 

Judge Hill said it more concisely, "Wiser 
and Buchanan are as inconsistent as sin 
and salvation." 

Regardless, the majority of the judges 
did not feel compelled to explain away this 
contradiction in the Martin case in 1968. 
The opinion said simply, "The court has 
decided to adhere to Buchanan whether or 
not it conflicts with Wiser." 

Articles highly critical of these decisions 
have been published in the Cincinnati Law 
Journal, the Kentucky Law Journal and in 
a paper from a Harvard Law School 
seminar. The Harvard paper, by William 
W. Becker, concluded: 

"The decision (in Kentucky courts), 
while clothed as a judicial opinion, has been 
just as effective ... as any legislative act 
which is designed to allocate wealth away 
from one class of persons (surface 
dwellers) for the benefit of many (par­
_ticularly surface mining ~ators)."

Representative W. J. Reynolds, of Allen, 
retained his post of majority caucus 
chairman of the House of Representatives 
in a pre-legislative caucus at Kentucky 
Dam Village which saw Terry McBrayer, 
of Greenup county, lose the House 
speakership to Rep. Norbert Blume, of 
Louisville. 

McBrayer withdrew from the race for 
reelection as speaker in the face of Blume 
support by J. R. Miller, Democratic state 
chairman. All those chosen had ad­
ministration backing. 

Other House posts were filled without 
discussion. Elected were: Rep. Billy 
Paxton, Central City, speaker pro-tem; 
Rep. John Swinford, of Cynthiana, majority 
leader, and Rep. George Harris, of Salem, 
majority whip. 

Re-elected by the Democrats in the 
Senate were Sen. William L. Sullivan, of 
Henderson, president pro tern; Sen. Walter 
(Dee) Huddleston, of Elizabethtown, 
majority leader; Sen. Tom Garrett, of 
Paducah, majority caucus chairman; Sen. 
Joe Stacy, of West Liberty, majority whip; 
and Sen. Georgia Davis, of Louisville, 
majority caucus secretary. 

After hours of pre-caucus campaigning 
by various candidates for all the positions 
involved, the Senate Republicans met and 
quickly elected these officers: Sen. Nor­
man Farris of Somerset, minority leader; 
Sen. Donald Johnson of Newport, minority 
caucus chairman, and Sen. Ray White of 
Bowling Green, minority whip. 

The only heated battle in the legislative 
elections involved the '1:1 Republicans in the 
tOO-member House. The House 
Republicans reportedly had an intense, 
cliff-hanging battle in their afternoon 
caucus. 

The battle in the House Republican 
caucus concerned the rival candidacies of 
two Louisvillians for minority caucus 
chairman. Seeking the post were state 
Reps. Bruce Blythe and Dexter Wright. 

Neither Blythe nor Wright was able to get 
the 14 votes necessary to win in the caucus. 
Renominations were held, and state Rep. 
Eugene Stuart, of Louisville, became an 
"added starter" in the contest. Blythe then 
withdrew and Stuart was elected. 

House Republicans re-elected Rep. 
Harold DeMarcus, of Stanford, as minority 
leader. Rep. Arthur L. Schmidt, of Cold 
Spring, was elected minority whip.

State Boosts Fees 
In Welfare Cases 
The Department of Economic Security 

has approved higher legal fees for lawyers 
representing applicants for or recipients of 
public assistance funds. 

The new fee schedule becomes effective 
Dec. 31, after a 20-day period for filing 
objections. 

Under the new schedule lawyers are 
granted a $25 fee increase for hearings and 
appeals before the appeals board, a $75 
Increase for appeals to circuit court and a 
$200 increase for preparing and presenting 
cases before the Court of Appeals. 

The old fee schedule has been in effect 
since 1964. 

Both the old and new regulations say 
enforcing payment of the fee "shall be a 
matter entirely between such counsel ... 
and the claimant" and specify that no part 
of the fee shall be deducted from the benefit 
checks that are due the claimant.

Piscatorial Society Lists Dependable Lures 
"The APES get into some very erudite 

discussions on fishing. Which is not sur­
prising because the APES are a group of 
fishing nuts," Homer Circle, Angling 
Editor of Sports Afield, explains. The 
initials stand for the April Piscatorial 
Endeavor Society and the ten members 
convene each April for one week of fishing. 

One of the topics of discussion at a recent 
session was an old one, to wit: "Which are 
the absolutely indispensable lures for the 
catching of all species of fish?" 

What made this old topic interesting was 
the up-to-the-seconct thoughts of these men 
who are equipped with the latest and finest 

equipment for outthinking fish, and the 
intelligence to get the most out of it. 

All favored surface lures, designed to be 
fished on top of the water, they attract fish 
mainly through motion and commotion. 
Hundreds have tried to attract the 
fishermen but only a comparative few have 
made the grade. The APES selected the 
noisemakers, the splutterers and the quiet 
ones. 

Then they turned to floating-diving types. 
This large family of lures comes in a wide 
variety of sizes and shapes. But all have 
one common feature. 'l11ey float at rest and 
dive when retrieved. And, they account for 

a heap of heavy stringers each year. 
Favored types are: the slim minnows, the 
pop divers and the deep divers. 

The in-betweens consist of a category 
that includes myriad sizes, shapes, actions, 
and purposes. They sink slowly or rapidly, 
depending upon weight and design. In this 
family reside some of the greatest all-time 
fish catchers. They are the vibrators which 
have no lips to make them wiggle, but swim 
with a narrow shimmy and a strong 
staccato beat that makes your rod tip 
vibrate with vehemence. Then there are the 
weighted spinners, the in-line spinners, the 
compact tail spinners, the spoons and the

Chief 
among them are plastic worms - certainly 
the most lethal ever devised for bass. Then 
there are the jigs which come in all sizes 
and colors but the shape varies little except 
for some unique head designs.

So the Romans, who 
alone could order the death penalty, made 
sure that crucifixions were executed where 
the general public could get a good view.

was stripped of his clothing and whipped on 
ti1e naked flesh. The result was sometimes 
fatal to the prisoner. Certainly, following 
His scourging, Jesus was very weak. He 
was bruised and beaten . His body was 
bloody. 

The Romans showed little mercy to 
prisoners, so Christ was forced to carry the 
cross on which He was to be crucified to 
Calvary - the place of the skull. Whether 
ti1e spot got its name from its appearance 
resembling a skull or from skulls left from 
previous crucifixions, we aren't sure. What 
we are sure of is that Calvary was the place 

' of death . On His way to Calvary, weak 
from the scourging, Christ fell under the 
weight of His cross. It was so heavy and 
He was so weak, He had to have help. Christ 
was dependent upon His fellowman just as 
we are. 

It was Simon, the Cyrenian, who carried 
the cross for Christ. Simon eased the load 
and lightened the burden of the One Who 
had eased the loads and lightened the 
burdens of so many. Since Cyrene was a 
city in Libya in northern Africa, there is a 
good possibility that Simon was a Negro. 
Whether he was or wasn't isn't important. 
What is important is that he carried the 
cross of Jesus. He helped a brother who 
needed help. 

Perhaps one of the two traditional sites 
we of today call Calvary is the authentic 
one. Or perhaps we will never know where 
Calvary is physically. Does it matter? 
Calvary can be anywhere. Calvary can be 
everywhere. Whenever we die to self and 
come alive for God and fellowman, there is 
Calvary. Wherever we lay down our lives 
and stretch out our selfish hands to our 
fellowman, there will be our Calvary.
