Has No Major Threat 
Silt from Mines 
Fishtrap Threat 
In Its 3rd Year 

Fish trap Reservoir, now only three years 
old, already is in trouble, but a U. S. Corps 
of Engineers spokesman in Huntington told 
The Times this week that Floyd county's 
Dewey Lake does not have any problem of 
such proportions. 

Pike county's Fishtrap has a siltation 
problem that has aroused concern, and the 
Corps of Engineers says either cooperation 
from mining interests which are respon­
sible for the threat to the lake or action by 
the Corps lie ahead. 

"We don't see the same problem at 
Dewey," the Corps spokesman told The 
Times. "Strip-mines are farther away from 
it than at Fishtrap, anrl we see no cause for 
WI usual concern." 

He added that the Corps of Engineers is 
maintaining a watch on Johns Creek and its 
tributaries which feed into Dewey Lake. 
The Corps of Engineers and KentuckY 
departments have an arrangement 
whereby the Corps joins in a review of 
applications for mining permits, he said. 

(Last year, some 60 mining operations 
were under way in the headwaters of Johns 
Creek, with most of them in Pike county.)

Only four ambulances are serving Floyd 
county now, as compared with the 13 in 
operation when funeral homes provided 
such service two years ago, McCormick 
said. ln addition to his one ambulance, the 
Duff Ambulance Service on Right Beaver 
Creek has two, and Bill Martin at 
Wheelwright has one. 

Tbe curtailed service is the result, it was 
said, of failing cash income. Medicare is 
blamed for some of the trouble. It pays for 
ambulance service only to the nEarest 
hospital.

Of this number, an average of 634 pupils 
were transported less than one mile each 
way per day for reasons of safety. There is 
no state re-imbursement received to 
finance this portion of the transportation 
program, which is under the direction of 
James Salisbury.

The Floyd district has a total of 402 
square miles, and 382.4 square miles of the 
total area is primarily served by school bus 
transportation. The district has an average • 
density of 17.6 transported pupils per 
square mile. 

The greatest number of miles traveld per 
day by any of the Floyd school buses is 118 
miles. The longest ride for any student is 15 
miles and this is in the Mud Creek area. 

According to the guidelines of the 
Division of Pupil Transportation of the 
State Department of Education, it is in­
tended that a school bus be used eight 
years, and that it be removed from service 
at the end of that time. 

Currently, 50 school buses and 24 contraot 
carriers travel 4,533.1 miles per day. 

Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark 
said, "Floyd county has one of the finest 
safety records of any school district in the 
state, and we travel the second largest 
number of miles per day of any one state

EKWRO Claims 
Big Sandy CAP 
Misused Funds 

While OEO's Office of Health Affairs is 
studying the new program proposed by a 
new board for the Floyd County Com­
prehensive Health Program, the East 
Kentucky Welfare Rights Organization is 
seeking an audit of the Big Sandy Com­
munity Action Program, alleging misuse of 
funds by Big Sandy CAP in its expenditures 
on the health program. 

"Another harassment of CAP," Harry 
Eastburn, Big Sandy CAP's director, 
termed the action by EKWRO, an 
organization mainly composed of low­
income residents of this county. 

Mr. Eastburn said the call for an audit 
was made without any grievance being 
lodged with the CAP Grievance Board. "If 
anyone has a grievance against us, they 
can put it in writing and the Grievance 
lloiitl! will investigate it thoroughly," he 
Said. 

"As for misuse of funds, we don't even 
write a check on our debts concerning the 
old p~ogram until such action is certified by 
our accounting firm," the CAP director 
said. 

He pointed out that Big Sandy CAP bas 
regular audits made by a certified public 
accounting flrm and that earlier this year 
an audit was done by an Atlanta firm under 
government contract. 

"CAP is in the process of closing out our 
reglliation of the Floyd county health 
program in order to fulfill the old con­
tract," he said. "The program is now under 
the active management of Health Affairs 
and the KentuckY Office of Economic 
Opportunity, so actually we don't have 
81)y\hing to do with it any more."

Future Pupils, 
Teachers Join

The Floyd County Board of Education is 
calling on both teachers and pupils for 
cooperative planning against the day next 
fall when the new Eastern high school will 
open, Superintendent Charles Clark said 
this week.

Toll Road 
Is Proposed 
For Valley 
Development Group 
Sees Highway Need 
Into Northern Ky. 

A new four-lane, high-speed toll road 
from Prestonsburg to Ashland and on to 
Alexandria, Ky. as a part of an Eastern 
Kentucky highway connection with the 
Cincinnati area was proposed by the 
FIVCO Area Development District's board 
of directors at its Dec. 6 meeting. 

FIVCO President G. B. Johnson, pointed 
out that one of the major reasons Eastern 
KentuckY has not progressc'il as rapidly as 
other parts of the state was the lack of 
adequate transportation facilities. 

"The effects of such a highway on the 
economy of FIVCO, Buffalo-Trace, Big 
Sandy, and Northern KentuckY Area 
Development Districts would be im­
measurable," Johnson said. "It would 
provide. a means for a transportation 
system to reach large amounts of industrial 
land along the Ohio River which 
are presently inaccessible. It would provide 
a more direct foute for north-south traffic 
going through the mountains, along with 
many other benefits.'' 

FIVCO will be seeking support from all 
parts of the area served by such a highway. 
Chambers of Commerce, labor 
organizations, industry, city and county 
governments, and others will be asked to 
give their active support. Mr. Johnson 
indicated support for this proposed high­
way has already begun coming in to the 
FIVCO office. 

"If this super highway is to become a 
reality, it will have to be through a united 
effort by everyone living in the region," be 
added.

Court Ruling Could Mean End 
Of Airport, Is Fear Expressed 

Three Angus cattle were stolen from Bev 
Burchett, of Water Gap, and the thieves 
apparently drove them away in a truck. 
The entire operation, including the cutting 
of a wire fence, was done so quietly that 
nobody was awakened in the nearby 
Burchett home. 

Sheriff Frank Leslie said tools stolen the 
same night from Vance Volkswagen, Inc., 
on U.S. 23, a mile north of here, were valued 
at $3,500. The tools were owned by 
mechanics at the garage and the names of 
the owners were stamped on them. A Negro 
later was found selling, or attempting to 
sell, in Huntington, W. Va., some of the 
tools, which he said he had bought in 
Columbus, Ohio, Huntington police said. 

What is the future of Combs Airport, the 
airstip at Blockhouse Bottom which serves 
the Prestonsburg-Paintsville area? 

The question becomes urgent, in view of 
Federal Judge Mac Swinford's recent order 
awarding $46,425.50 for approximately 14 
acres taken by condemnation proceedings 
for the airport, plus an estimated $15,000 
interest due. 

The Prestonsburg-Paintsville Airport 
Board hasn't the money to pay this 
judgement and interest. 

Besides, the Johnson circuit court has yet 
tu determine how much landowners shall 
recover for other land condemned for t.he 
airport. This involved 23 acres. 

And it is held that the federal court 
decision, which gave the 14 ~cres sub~ 
division rating, may influence the state 
court's evaluation of the remaining 
acreage. In 1965 a jury awarded lan­
downers $258,635, but that verdict was 
reversed. 

Judge Swinford's decision is subject to 
appeal, but the airport board, it is said, 
wuuld be hard-pressed to meet the cost of 
such an action. 

The alternatives are: 
1. Apply for additional federal and (or) 

state aid. 
2. Levy a tax on the cities of Prestonsburg 

and Paintsville to raise the money needed. 
3. Or return the airport land to the 

original owners. 
And none of the alternatives is palatable. 
The 2500-foot airstrip serves three 

manufacturing plants, coal and other in­
dustrial interests in the area and has been 
credited with attracting industry to the two 
counties. 

Considering that, one supporter of the 
airfield had another question: 

Can the area afford to lose the airport? 

The third break was made into the 
Phillips 66 Service Station at the "Y", near 
Martin, from which $1000 worth of supplies 
were taken. Among the items taken were 30 
cartons of cigarettes, a 20-ton jack, a 
battery charger and a power saw. 

Officers had not made an arrest in either 
case as of Monday morning.

A Christmas project begun three years 
ago by a former Prestonsburg man con­
tinues to brighten homes of low-income 
students at !be Clear Creek Baptist School, 
Pineville. 

A truck loaded with Christmas cheer 
arrived at the school December 16 wilb the 
Rev. Bill Whiteaker, pastor of !be First 

, Baptist Church at Sturgis, distributing 100 
turkeys to low-income familes at the 
school. 

The popular Christmas turkey project for 
Clear Creek ministerial students was begun 

three years ago by a former student, !be 
Rev. Donald Burnett, who recalled that 
during his student days at Clear Creek he 
knew student families who were wilbout 
meat on the table for weeks at a time, in· 
eluding Thanksgiving and Christmas. 

Sometimes referred to as the 
''mechanical man'' because he walked in a 
stooped position, aided by metal crutches 
and braces, Burnett determined to alter the 
Clear Creek students' problem each 
Christmas season. 

The Rev. Burnett died suddenly of a henri 
attack on Thanksgiving Day, 1970 while 
residing in Prestonsburg as missionary for 
Enterprise Baptist Association .

Kentucky's U.S. Senator John Sherman Cooper certainly is not an 

e11emy of the coal ind<Js:ry; yet, he has introduced a bill which would 
prov1de for federal control of strip-mining, and has said, more than 
once and in the plainest terms, that surface mining is a grave threat 
to the natural environment. 

Senator Cooper has in the past argued the case of the mine 
operators. He knows the importance of coal to the nation and to the 
economy of the state which he represents. But he cannot con­
scientiously surrender the future of the land and the people to strip-

;~ mining where reclamation - real, honest-to-goodness reclamation 
~ cannot be aone. 

He has seen the destruction go on till he has arrived at the time 
when he 1S convinced the state of Kentucky and other states will not 
enforce compliance with the law. So he asks that the matter be 
placed in the hands of the federal government. 

Cooper does not ask that all strip-mining be abolished. Instead, he 
asks for federal controls which, he says, are necessary to prevent a 
situation which will result in the prohibition of all surface mining. 

The senator is no more an enemy of the coal industry as a whole 
than many thousands of others of us who recognize its great value to 
the nation but who are unwilling to sit idly, dumbly by while per­
manent damage is inflicted on the land, its forests, streams, soil and 
on all those who will be forced to live among the ruins.

A controversy between state Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation Committee 
officials and the ASCC's office manager in 
Martin county took on a new dimension 
Monday when Mrs. Monica Horne failed to 
receive her December paycheck.

Housing Bias 
Is Alleged 

A suit filed In U.S. District Court, 
Lexington, against the Paintsville Housing 
Authority claims it has failed to follow 
federal housing guidelines in the admission 
of applicants to a 12G-unit low-income 
housing project. 

The suit was filed by the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund on behalf of 
four persons and also as a class action. It 
names as defendants the housing 
authority; Maxine Collins, its executive 
director; and George Romney, U. S. 
secretary of housing and urban develop­
ment. 

The suit asks that the authority adopt, 
publish and implement standards for ad­
mission and operation of the housing 
project. It also asks that the authority 
publish a waiting list of applicants for 
admission plus its criteria for determining 
who is eligible. 

Finally, the suit asks that Romney make 
sure the authority complies with HUD 
regulations and In the event it doesn't the 
federal government take over the project. 

No date for a hearing has been set. 
Howes S. Johnson, attorney for the 

housing authority, said he hadn't seen a 
copy of the suit and wouldn't be able to 
comment on it until he had. 

Johnson also confirmed that an in­
vestigator from the HUD office in Atlanta 
had been in Paintsville but said he could not 
comment on the nature of the visit. He said 
there hadn't been a report released con­
cerning the investigator's findings. 

The suit was filed on behalf of Effie Blair 
and Cheryl Meade, both residents of the 
housing project, and Elsie Dale and Ellis 
Crum, l)oth of whom claim to have been 
denied admission to the project. 

The petition filed In federal court says 
Crum, a disabled war veteran, lives in a 
Paintsville hotel and subsists on disability 
payments. It says Dale has lived with his 
wife and seven children in a small two­
room building and two automobiles since 
his home burned last January. 

The petition also claims that tne housing 
authority tried to evict Miss Blair and 
raised Miss Meade's rent after she secured 
a job that paid her $66-a-week. 

Judge Bernard T. Moynah'l!l, Jr., in 
authorizing the petition, denied a request 
for a 1!1-day restraining order against the 
authority which would have kept it from 
assigning three vacant apartments. The 
order was sought to reserve the vacancies 
for Dale and Crum.

Folklore --- ---
"Folk-Etymology" 

''FOLK-ETYMOLOGY" 
Nut all the wurds of the language have 

found their way mto the dictionary. Every 
neighborhood, every person has words that 
have been uverlooked. Some of these are 
actual words that have long persisted in the 
spoken language alone and have not risen 
into literary use. The chance author who 
uses them will be credited with introducing 
a word into the language, when in reality he 
may be wholly unconscious of having done 
anything unusual. Without doubt many of 
the words so accredited to individuals in the 
Oxford Dictionary were unconsciously used 
by the authors. In addition to old words that 
survive in our speech, there are others that 
have been formed ignorantly on words 
already known. A new word is heard but not 
seen in writing or in print. We come to 
associate it with something it seems. to 
resemble in sound, especially if our 
dependence is chiefly on hearing rather 
than on sight, that is, if we are not book 
conscious. Nearly every person has kept, 
consciously or unconsciously, some of his 
own mispronunciations, words that he tried 
to say correctly as a child. Many a family 
holds sacred the baby talk of all its 
members; baby talk is chiefly a matter of 
pronunciation of words in terms of fancied 
resemblance to other known words. 
Besides, many children have difficulty with 
certain sounds. And this is not wholly a 
fault of children. The ex-mayor of my town, 
Dr. Rutherford, is called by half the people 
of the town Rullerlord, another group call 
him Rellerford. I suspect that most of those 
who pronounce the word incorrectly are not 
conscious of their error, just as people in 
Henry County call Eminence, Emilence. 
New names often bring humorous 
associations. When Big Deal laundry 'soap 
was new, an ignorant boy of my acquain­
tance in Calloway County called it Dick 
Beale, probably thinking it named for a 
well-known Baptist preacher of our county. 
Through a sense of fun nearly everybody 
still calls it Dick Beale soap. One of my 
students says that a woman in her home 
neighborhood was delighted with some 
Gladys Ola (gladioulus) bulbs that she had 
recenUy bought. The negroes of my town 
regularly call a crevice in the rocks a clevis 
and a garage a gerard. The Gerard family, 
prominent in our county lor several 
generations, have unconsciously given 
their name to a shed for an automobile, just 
as the clevis of the plow has got mixed up 
with the crevice in the rocks. Rather oddly, 
many of standard words have had a history 
similar to these misunderstood words. 
Words that seemed plural have reappeared 
in a fancied singular, just as many people 
make a singular for cheese, chee; and for 
hose, hoe. Not infrequently I have called for 
cheese at a grocery and have been asked 
how many I wanted. Mr. W. M. Craw~y, 
lor a long time a high school teacher in the 
state, once replied to this question: "Show 
me one ( chee), and I will tell you how many 
I want." It is a well-known fact that the 
sailors on the vessel that bore Napoleon to 
St. Helena, the Bellerophon, called it the 
Bully Ruffian. All of this reminds me of the 
classic story of the man who was watching 
the fishing vessels come into port: after 
spelling out the names of several, be was 
stumped at Psyche; he remarked, "That's 
a blank strange way to spell fish."

Severance Tax 
Bill Clarified 

A prefiled bill setting a 10 per cent 
severance tax on coal actually would levy 
only a 4 per cent tax on coal producers who 
have been paying other taxes properly, one 
of its backers said yesterday. 

A copy of the bill, which was sponsored 
by Rep. Brooks Hinkle, D-Paris, was 
released last Friday. 

It would allow for amounts paid in local 
property and state corporation tax to be 
credited against the severance tax rather 
than lor the severance tax to be credited 
against local property taxes, as incorrectly 
reported then. But any such credit against 
property and corporation taxes could not 
exceed 3 per cent of the gross value of the 
coal produced. 

Mrs. Clifford Herrick, of Lexington, a 
member of the League of Women Voters, 
explained that a major purpose of the bill 
was to increase the payment of local and

Bill to Penalize 
Flight Is Readied 

The Interino Committee on Highways and 
Traffic Safety has prefiled for introduction · 
to the General Assembly a bill that would 
make it illegal for motorists to flee when 
ordered to stop by police. 

The bill carries a penalty of 5 to 90 days in 
jail or a $25 to $500 fine for violation.

Eastern Kentucky was a great place to 

live back in tl)e mid-1890's, except for the 
roads which were described as execrable in 
winter and barely passable in summer The 
area had nearly everything to render life 
happy and prosperous.

The roads were built and maintained by 
an antiquated system inherited from 

. pioneer days, and the officials charged with 
:enforcement of the road laws were lax in

When it comes to decorating the home for 
the holidays or other special events, few 
things lend more enchantment than can­
dles. Glowing in stately and colorful 
splendor, they add nostalgic charm and 
fairy-tale romance to the setting. 

As proof of this statement, candle sale 
records reveal that, despite the uncounted 
thousands of miles of electric light 
powerlines now spiderwebbing the United 
States, more than $20,000,000 worth of these 
wax and tallow dips are still made and sold 
each year. 

Nobody knows when man first discovered 
he could coat a fiber wick with fat and 
produce a better light for illuminating up 
the darkness, but it is known that a German 
immigrant, Anton WiD, pioneered com­
mercial candlemaking in the United States. 
He started in 1855 by dipping candles on his 
kitchen stove in Syracuse, N. Y. While 
modern machines have speeded up the 
work, the finest candles are stiU made by . 
hand. 

Unlike candlemakers of the past who 
used beef and bear tallow, hog lard, and 
other animal fats to make these tapers, 
modern chandlers use special ingredients 
such as paraffin, wax, and stearic acid. 
These ingredients provide a candle that is 
odorless, dripless, and - smoke free. 

candles are traditionally associated with 
religious worship. The Old Testament 
speaks of both candles and candlesticks. 
Much folklore Is also connected with them. 
For instance, it was once believed that bees 
were created, not for making honey, but for 
the purpose of providing pure wax for 
church tapers. It was once a superstition 
too, that if a candle "sparked," the ~son 
sitting nearest to it would receive a letter 
next day. 

If the flame of a candle burns blue, 
confides another old folk belief, it Is a sign 
that ghosts are nearby. And if it flicl<ers 
when there Is no draft, it Is an indication 
that witches and warlocks are flying about. 

Other than for making light, candles have 
been used for measuring time and light. 
King Alfred the Great ordered the 
manufacture of tlme-l<eeplng candles, 
some of them sized to burn in 24 hours. Also 
a London Act of 1860 defined candle power

Candlelight, according to some 
authorities, has the uncanny ability to 
make a woman who bas shed the peach­
bloom of youth appear young and romantic 
again. Backing this up is ancient Plutarch 
who, in composing hls famed "Conjugal 
Precepts," wrote : ''When cafldles flame, 
all women are fair." 

In modern times, candles are mainly 
used in rituals and for decorative effect. 
They are set aflame by the scores on birth 
day cakes, on festive tables, and in the 
dusky still of churches. They are items of 
interesting background that have con­
tributed much to the lore, wealth, and 
romance of the world. They are still of 
considerable value -but don't burn them 

both ends.

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OEO Refunding 
Of Legal Groups 
Opposed by Bar 

The Appalachian Research Defense 
"Fund, federally financed legal service 
headquartered here for the financially 
disadvantated of Kentucky and West 
Virginia, has met opposition as it seeks 
refunding for continuance of its work. 

Its application for approximately $580,000 
for the coming year has failed to win ap­
proval of the Floyd County Bar Association 
and, reportedly, is not in the good graces of 
the Big Sandy Community Action Program. 

The bar association adopted resolutions, 
Dec. 12, voicing its opposition to another 
appropriation by the federal government. 
The resolutions pointed out: 

1. That the 25 attorneys in Floyd county. 
which has a population of 35,889, afford 
every person the opportunity of adequate 
legal representation . 

2. That the ARDF office has been 
maintained here several months and that it 
)las accomplished nothing for the people. 
·~e statement by ARDF that it has 
''sparked beneficial social change in these 
two states (Kentucky and West Virginia)" 
~as described as "a farce."

The resolutions asked how many persons 
!lave been served by ARDF and what was 
ft,e nature of the service; what the cost of 
1111ch service has been to the taxpayers; 
r:t ARDF has done that could not have 

n done by local attorneys, and on what 
~ of fact was the ARDF statement 
made to the effect that tens of thousands of 
J!ligible persons are going without legal 
:assistance. 

Only a portion of the bar association 
membership was present at the Dec. 12 
meeting, and the resolution was voted by a 
narrow margin. 

John Rosenberg, head of the ARDF of­
flee, said this week that the legal services 
rendered are not to be confused with a 
legal-«id work but that it deals with 
regional problems affecting the poor. He 
said that, since the program, the only one of 
its Jdnd in the nation serving two states, 
was Initially funded by OEO last year, its 
refunding for another year Is not dependent 
upon local bar association approval. He 
added, however, that ARDF is required to 
consult state and county bar associations 
and give them an opportunity to make 
cotnment on ARDF and its work. 

"We, naturally, want a good relationship 
with the local bar, and we hope that as time 
passes we will win its approval through our 
work," Mr. Rosenberg added.

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Asked about the aridity of Dewey Lake 
water, the Corps of Engineers spokesman 
said he is not aware <of any unusual con­
dition of that sort. 

1 Pound Reservorr, across the state line in 
Virginia, was reported last year as no more 
than a miniature Dead Sea. with no fish in it 
because of acid waters reaching it from 
coal minmg operations.) 

This is the Fishtrap Reservoir story, as 
related by Leonard Pardue in The Courier­
Journal : 

1n coves and arms of the serpentine lake, 
a heavy load of silt is being deposited by 
runoff from surface mines and from roads 
cut through hillsides to serve both un­
derground and sw·face mines. 

The Army Corps of Engineers, which 
built and maintains the reservoir, has 
become so concerned about the problem 
that it has invited a federal district at­
torney's representative to fly over the lake 
to see the damage and then to suggest 
possible legal remedies. 

The engineer's dlstrict office in Hun­
tington, W.Va., which has jurisdiction over 
Fishtrap, also is attempting to set up a 
meeting with the mineral-rights owner and 
the mine operators, to see if they will take 
voluntary action to reduce the erosion. 

"There's a problem there. It's got to be 
solved," Col. Kenneth Mclntyre, chief of 
the Huntington office, said in a telephone 
interview last week. "Excessive amounts 
of silt are coming down into the reservoir." 

1n one arm of the reservoir, a 6-foot layer 
of silt was laid down in a year's time, 
Mc!ntyre said. He doesn't know how large 
an area the layer covers, he added. 

1n another place, "you can't get nearly as 
far upstream as you formerly could in 
small boats," he said. 

Surveys are under way to determine the 
full extent of the siltation problem, he said. 
So far, the chief effects have been a decline 
in fishing and disruption of small boating in 
some parts of the reservoir, according to 
Mclntyre. The reservoir's flood-control 
capacity hasn't been significantly 
diminished and isn't likely to be, he added. 

The project cost $35 million and was 
completed in late 1968. 

Mclntyre said that access roads to mines 
and auger mining were about equally 
responsible for the problem. (Auger mining 
is regarded as less damaging than outright 
strip mining because less earth is distur­
bed.) 

He said that better drainage structures, 
such as culverts, and slope reclamation 
could reduce the runoff of soil from access 
roads. Better silt dams could cut the 
washing away of dirt from the surface 
mines, he said. 

Mclntyre said he hopes a meeting can be 
arranged with the mineral-rights owner 
and the miner operators within a month. 

He said the Huntington district's counsel 
had contacted the U.S. attorney's office in 
Lexington to invite a representative to fly 
over the reservoir. 

He said arrangements for the trip depend 
on finding a mutually convenient time, 
getting a helicopter or plane, and favorable 
weather. 

Mcintyre said that if voluntary correc­
tive measures aren't agreed on, his office 
will explore taking legal action to halt the 
siltation. 

He said state strip-mine regulations 
would be examined to see if the mining 
practices were in violation. 

The Refuse Act, an 1899 federal law, 
might also offer a remedy, he said. It 
forbids the deposit of any materials in 
navigable waters and their tributaries 
without the granting of permits by the 
corps. 

The silt is coming "in the main" from 
land the corps purchased in connection with 
the reservoir project, Mclntyre said. 
Agreements were signed with the existing 
mineral-rights owners to permit deep 
mining and auger mining, he said, with the 
Jrovision that state and federal laws 
regulating those practices be adhered to. 

The Fishtrap Reservoir is the second 
corps lake in East Kentucky in recent 
months to develop problems associated 
with coal mining. Carr Fork, a $32 million 
project under construction in Knott county, 
is receiving heavily acidic runoff from 
nearby coal mines, and fears have been 
expressed for the lake's fish life.

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cities. Unless they or their families are 
personally able to bear the expense, they 
are not taken. 

"It's unfair to the people, particularly old 
people who haven't much money," Mc­
Cormick said. "But we can't afford such 
trips for nothing." 

Operation of ambulances on credit shares 
the blame, also.

Owners also contend the rates charged in 
this section are too low, even if they 
collected on every run.

By contrast, the average national charge 
for ambulance service is $40 for the pickup 
and $1.50 a mile.

Federal Inspection 
Slated for Meat 
Plants in State 

Meat plants operating wholly within 
Kentucky will be subject to federal in­
spection effective Jan. 14, the U. S. Con· 
sumer and Marketing Service, Atlanta, 
Ga., announced this week. 

Officials of the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture agency said the action will 
affect a total of 194 plants, including those 
which are exempt from fulltime inspection 
but will be subject to sanitation, product 
wholesomeness and labeling reviews. 

Consumer and Marketing Service of­
ficials said Kentucky inspection officials 
have advised C&MS that they are not able 
to enforce fully requirements equal to 
federal meat inspection. Kentucky's meat 
inspection program was certified equal to 
the federal one in June. 

The Federal Meat Inspection Act 
requires that USDA inspect intrastate 
plants - upon 30 days notice to the 
governor - if the state is not elfectivelf 
enforcing inspection requirements. This 
action brings to eight the number of states 
and territories subject to federal meat 
inspection. 

Operators of intrastate meat plants who 
wish to continue operation after Jan. 14 
should immediately contact the C&MS 
regional meat and poultry inspection office 
for information on federal inspection 
requirements. Inquiries should be sent to 
Dr. George Harner, Director, Mid-Atlantic 
Regional Meat and Poultry lnspection 
Program, Consumer and Marketing Ser­
vice, P. 0. Box 25231, Raleigh, N. C. 27611.

Bethlehem. Kentucky has a 

population of about 200 peopie, 
and an eyebrow-raising actors 
group. Members of this small 
troupe are a cow, two burros, 
two sheep and 36 humans. 
Every Christmas season for 11 
years, they have been gathering 
together to present a tableau, 
the "Living Nativity," in 
keeping with the name of the 
town. December 22-25, nightly 
from 6:30 to 9:30, the little town 
of Bethlehem offers the 
township, its guests and 
numerous passers-by a 
representation of scripture 

verses in a motionless scene of*' 
the first Christmas. 

The little community is on 
highway Ky-22 in Henry county 
about 40 miles east of 
Louisville. It's on the map. Most 
of the year the highway is not 
too heavily traveled, but during 
the holiday season traffic in· 
creases considerably. Some 
travelers just pull off the high­
way, roJJ their windows down 
and listen to the recorded music 
and scripture verses, while 
others park and walk up to the 
scene. 

There is no admission charge, 
and therefore no real way to 
determine how many visit the 
display, but it is agreed by the 
representatives of the three 
churches sponsoring the scene 
that upwards of 5,000 people 
each year have attended. 

The animals are amazingly 
good in their roles ... once they 
get to the stage. They do display 
one trait, however, that seems 
to be ingrained in all qf God's 
creatures, and that is a round­
up time when they object to 
bf:ing caught, tied with ropes 
and led to the stage. The same 
animals are used from year to 
year. Once the burros ran away 
and it took eight men several 
hours, running in different 
directions up and down the 
highway, to retrieve them. 
Several years ago, on Christ· 
mas Eve the ewe had a baby 
lamb. The new baby was 
welcomed by thousands, since a 
television crew from Louisville 
was there, taping a show.

'Tis an old title, nothing 

original about it, but it is as new 
as a freshly minted coin. No 
other will suffice, for the 
Nativity truly transcends every 
event in history.

Will you have a Christmas 
plant In your home this holiday 
season? Certain plants have 
become part of the holiday 
tradition. With proper care, 
these plants can provide extra 
weeks of beauty and enjoyment, 
says Dr. D. A. Apps, Extension 
horticulturist at the University 
of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture.

poinsettia is about 65 degrees, 
according to APPS. He says the 
plant should. be kept out of 
drafts and away from doors 
opening to the outside. It should 
be kept in bright light and never 
allowed to wilt. lf the surface of 
the soil in the pot starts to 
change color, put some water 
on, APPS recommends. 

~'There are some modern 
varieties, such as Eckespoint C· 
1, which you can have in the 
house in APril with the Dowers 
still on," says the UK hor­
ticulturist. 

Apps doesn't recommend 
trying to make the Poinsettia 
refiower. "There are too many 
problems in reflowering," he 
says. "That is a job for 
professionals." 

The azalea needs a tem­
perature of around 60 degrees. 
Therefore it should be placed in 
the home, away from heat 
registers. It also needs to be by 
a window. 

APP8 says the azalea is very 
hard to reDower as a plant 
indoors. However, garden 
varieties are available which 
can be planted outdoors In the 
spring. Ask the producer or 
seller of the plant if it is a 

garden variety, the Extension 
specialist recommends. 

The Christmas cherry, also 
known as the Jerusalem cherry, 
is a plant most people find easy 
to keep, according to APps. The 
ideal temperature for this plant 
is 50-60 degrees, and it should be 
kept In front of a bright window. 
APPS says this plant can be 
grown outdoors by taking a 
cutting, putting it in a glass of 
water to root, and then setting it 
outdoors. The new plant will 
produce cherries outdoors. It is 
a hardy plant which can 
withstand cold weather. 

The Gloxinia is in the same 
family as the African violet. It 
has beel-type Dowen in reds, 
blues, wbltesand pinks. It needs 
a temperature of about 70 
degree5 and should not get 
direct sunlight, according to 
Apps. 

The Christmas begonia 
should have a temperature of 
~70 degrees. 

Apps warns that Christmas 
plants should be kept out of the 
reach of small children. The 
leaves of many of these plants, 
including the poinsettia, are 
somewhat toxic, and would be 
harmful if swallowed, be points 
out. 

For those who might want to 
try something new in the way of 
holiday plants, APP8 recom­
mends a terrarium. 'Ibis Is a 
glass container in which native 
plants, such as mosses, ferns 
and wintergreen are kept. He 
said these make good plant 
projects and usually last 
through the winter.

State School Board Asks 
$600 MillionBudget 

The state Board of Education 
has approved a proposed 
record-breaking $601 million 
budget for Kentucky schools 
over the next biennium. 

For the first time the budget 
includes appropriations for a 
statewide kindergarten 
program. It also includes in­
creases in operating and 
building funds, life insurance 
for teachers and espanSion of 
vocational education. 

About $7.7 million would be 
allocated for the kindergarten 
prograin and $1.4 million for 
teacher life insurance. 

The budget also proposed 
some 270 new vocational 
education classroom units and 
400 new units for specialized 
education. 

Holcomb Asks 
Tax Levied Only 
On 'Stripped' Coal . . 

A state coal industry 
spokesman has proposed a 20-
cents-a-ton severance tax on 
Kentucky coal but said it should 
be limited to surface-mined 
mineral only. 

Robert Holcomb, Pikeville, 
president of Coal Operators and 
Associates, Inc., said such a tas 
on underground coal would hurt 
the industry. 

Holcomb said underground 
mining is "a segment of the 
industry that cannot affor~ 
additional financial burden at 
this time or until relieved of the 
harsh burden of the 1969 
Federal Coal Health and Safety 
Act." 

He also opposed a severance 
tas op any basis other than a 
flat rate per ton. 

"Specifically, we oppose an)! 
tax based on the selling price of 
coal," Holcomb said. "Such a 
tas would completely obviate 
its purpose, and play directly 
into the hands of .captive mines 
and out-<>f.,state ownership." . 

The average enrollee in a job­
training program is sub­

In other action the board 
declared a "financial 
emergency" exists in the 
Louisville school system. 

The action, which resulted in 
the approval of a deficit budget, 
will give Louisville schools 
extra time to find a solution to 
their problems before cutbacks 
begin.

Cooper, Baker 
Ask Temporary 
Stripmining Ban 

Republican Senators John Sherman 
Cooper, of Kentucky, and Howard Baker, Of 
Tennessee, Introduced a bill Monday that 
would stop all strip-mining of coal for nine 
months while a federally supervised 
reclamation program is being established. 

In addition, the bill would ban stripping in 
areas where steepness of the terrain 
prevents adequate reclamation. 

Cooper Indicated he did not seek to 
destroy the surface mining Industry. "We 
must take immediate action," he told the 
Senate, "or we will face the day when 
surface mining will be prohibited ... If we 
do oot act quickly, restoration may become 
an impossibility." 

Baker described coal strip-mining as "a 
national emergency and ... we must do 
something about it now." Baker said the 
bill "will not put strip miners out of 
business who comply with the highest form 
of reclamation, but it will put out of 
business those who don't." 

Cooper said the proposal ia "based upon 
e problems of our states of Tennessee and 
ntucky," where strip-mining has in­

eased dramatically during the past two 
ars.
