Commissioner of Highways B. E. King 
announced last Thursday that contract for 
construction of 3.357 miles of four-lane US 
23 from the Mountain Parkway at the 

t mouth of Katy Friend Branch to Water Gap 
has been awarded to the low bidder, the 
Kentucky Road Oiling Co., Georgetown. 
The bid was $3,212,696. 79. 

The Awards Committee did not approve 
the contract on the remaining 5.9 miles of 
the highway to Allen, but this is expected 
within the week. The low bidder on this 
phase of the Allen-Prestonsburg sector of 
US 23 was the Winston Ford Company, 
Prestonsburg, which submitted a bid of 
$4,762,747. This bid included bridges at 
Allen and Water Gap. 

It was said here that approval of the Ford 
bid has been delayed because removal of 
utilities lines from the right-of-way has not 
been completed. 

H Ford is awarded the contract, as ex­
pected, construction of the bridges on the 
route, including the four-lane span across 
the Big Sandy at Allen, will be done by the 
Dixie Bridge Co., Lexington, as sub-

) contractor. 
Work on the projects, last to be awarded 

on US 23 between Prestonsburg and 
Pikeville, is expected to begin by early 
July. 

Commissioner King also announced a 
1971-'72 county road aid program allotment 
of $139,369 for Floyd county. 

Included in the program are 159 main­
tenance projects providing for the main­
tenance of 155.6 miles of county roads and 
five bridges. 

The County Road Aid Program was 
established by a general assembly ap­
propriation of $13 million annually to help 
the counties meet their responsibility for 
county roads. 

Damro Ma:rgin 
Placed at 334 

Robert (Bob) Damron, of Ivel, has won 
the Democratic nomination for Railroad 
Commissioner from the 44-county Third 
district over a former Floyd countian, 
Nelson R. Allen, of Greenup, Ky., the 
Secretary of State's office announced last 
week. 

The official tabulation of the primary 
vote shows that Damron won by 334 votes. 
He polled a total of 13,014 votes to 12,680 for 
Allen, his nearest opponent in a field of five. 

The election is the second to be lost by a 
narrow margin by Nelson Allen in the last 
four years. In 1967 he lost in the primary to 
Douglas C. Combs by only 20 votes.

P'burg's Police 
Have Busy Week 
As 29 Arrested 

Tel-Com, Inc., of Harold, through its 
president, Paul R. Gearheart, filed Monday 
e circuit court action seeking to enjoin 
Mayor Elmer Ferguson and the board of 
trustees of the town of Wheelwright from 
accepting iJidS on the television system 
franchise at Wheelwright and from 
awarding a franchise for its operation. 

Tel-Com's complaint argues that the 
advertising by Wheelwright for bids on the 
franchise is illegal and without statutory 
provision, basing this argument on the 
contention that" television systems are not 
public utilities subject to regulation by the 
Public Service Commission and such 
franchises are not authorized by state law. 

Gearheart .points out that Tel-Com 
purchased the system and all its equipment 
and properties in June, 1967 from Mountain 
Investment Company for $35,000 and that it 
was given a bill of sale and easement deed 
in return. A restraining order is asked and, 
in the event that the officials are not 
restrained by the court from their proposed 

action, the award of $40,000 to cover cost of 
the system and improvements made. 

Tel-Com says it has approximately 165 
customers at Wheelwright and that it 
provides, in all, television service to 1400 
homes and businesses. 

In another suit filed this week Mrs. Minta 
Burke, of Prestonsburg, names the First 
National Bank as defendant, seeking to 
recover a total of $68,000. Mrs. Burke 
alleges a certificate of deposit in the 
amount of $14,000 was issued her on Jan. 3, 
1968 and that she earlier had purchased 
another certificate of $23,000 value. She 
says she has been advised both certificates 
have been cashed through forgery of her 
name by a person unnamed in the action. 
She also alleges that $6,000 in savings and 
checking accounts have been withdrawn 
without her signature. 

In addition to these amounts, the plaintiff 
asks$25,000punitivedamages,claimingthat 
shock at learning of her loss caused a 
breakdown.

State Claim~ng 
Utility Removal 
Debt vs. P'burg 

The state has little or no hope of collec­
ting, but it has sent the Prestonsburg 
Utilities Commission a bill for $11,000 for 
what it lists as cost of relocating utilities 
lines which were on the right-of-way of 
highway construction. 

A bill will be setlt later to the Allen City 
Water Commission, it was said. 

The Floyd county billings are among a 
flock of "duns" sent, or to be sent, city­
owned utilities across the state. 

State Highway Commissioner B. E. King 
expressed sympathy with the utilities, but 
he isn't writing off the debts. The state 
claims the utilities were permitted to lay 
lines without charge on state right-of-way 
and that they should be responsible for 
moving costs. The Louisville Water 
Company, however, won a judgment of 
$120,465 for relocation of facilities along I-
64. The state has appealed. Governor Nunn 
vetoed a bill enacted by the General 
Assembly last year which would have 
required the Highway Department to bear 
all these relocation costs. He contended the 
utilities operate at a profit and use state 
right-of-way without charge and so should 
be responsible for relocation of lines. 

"I guess we could file suit on all of these," 
Commissioner King said of the bills the 
Department of Highways holds against 
utilities, "but I don't think that would do a 
bit of good. We'll just have to hope that we 
can get the money when we can." 

Multi-County 
Program May 
Be Proposed 

The board of directors of the Floyd 
County Comprehensive Health Services 
Program voted last Friday night in a 
meeting at Paintsville not to reorganize, as 
requested by the Office of Health Affairs, 
and it appeared this week that unless the 
progam takes some other form it is on its 
way out. 

The main hope remaining for OEQ­
!inanced health services may now lie in 
organization of a multi-county program, 
and it was later announced by Mrs. Eula 
Hall, chairman of the Health committee of 
the Eastern Kentucky Welfare Rights 
Organization, that her committee would 
meet Monday to prepare a proposal for 
such a progam. Presumably, the proposal 
will be forwarded this week to OEO. 

Thirteen members of the health services 
board met at Paintsville, and 12 of them 
voted not to reorganize. County Judge 
Henry Stumbo, who presided as vice­
chairman in the absence of Mrs. Eleanor 
Robinson, chairman, went on record as 
favoring reorganization. 

"Technically, I had no vote unless there 
was a tie vote," Judge Stumbo later ex· 
plained. "But I did not feel I could go along 
as county judge with a vote that may lose 
medical services for the poor and em­
ployment for many people." 

Friday night's meeting followed a 
warning from the Office of Health Affairs 
last week that unless reorganization is 
effected to include outside groups, federal 
financing of the program will be ended. The 
progam now is under suspension. 

Several "consumer group" beneficiaries 
under the program, as well as the 12

At a Rotary Club meeting in Louisville, the other day, Dr . William 

P. McElwain, Kentucky commissioner of health said- if he was 
quoted correctly-that his department is ke"ping pollution within 
bounds, that the water "is in fairly good shape," that "we know 
where we are and where we are going." 

It is always refreshing to find an opt imist in this world of trouble 
-- and shadow. But sometimes optimism for public consumption is 

mere whistling past the graveyard . 
Is everything under control? Do those charged wHh protecting the 

people and their environment against pollution,- .1ir, water, soil, 
food-know enough to be certain? 

The Times may be little about this matter, seeing individual in­
stances of pollution and failing to get the broad picture, but it can't 
resist thinking of the threat to bodies of water such as Dewey Lake 
from acid mine waters; of the 10 miles of Middle Creek in this county 
which are as dead as the Dead Sea from acid waters pouring from an 
underground, abandoned mine ; of the hundreds of mobile homes in 
this and other counties which are pouring their sewage, raw, into the 
streams; of the streams that periodically run black from coal 
washings. 

Dr. McElwain, of course, knows the general picture better than 
we. But can he see the trees for the forest? 

We would like to see some individual"bushes" shaken. That would 
include, for instance, a look at the acid content of Dewey Lake, at the 
source of whatever polllrt!P~ · tn~~- be there, and some firm deter­
mination about what to do-now, not later, after it has gone the way 
of Pound Reservoir. Just that, for a starter .

The study, commissioned by the Office of 
Economic Opportunity, Office of Progam 
Development and conducted by Abt 
Associates of Cambridge, Mass., sought to 
identify and study in detail child care 
programs which have achieved excellence 
in their organization and delivery of ser­
vice. From the study of such progams, the 
Office of Economic Opportunity hopes to 
provide information useful in determining 
new legislation for the day care and child 
development field. 

Participants in the study were nominated 
by national leaders in the field of child care. 
Of the about 140 progams originally 
nominated, 20 were chosen for an intensive 
three-week study which included ob­
servations in classrooms, interviews with 
staff and parents, budget analysis ~d 
examination of agency records. 

According to the study, the provision of 
quality child care in a rural area is par­
ticularly difficult because of high tran­
sportation costs, the lack of adequate 
building space and the scarcity of per­
sonnel trained in the child care field. 
·Despite these obstacles, the Rural Otild 
Care Project was considered exceptional in 
its efforts to train and provide career op­
portunities to resident nonprofessionals. 
Also considered noteworthy were the 
project's work in the training and use of 
volunteers, the involvement of parents in 
the operation of the program and the 
delivery of social work and homemaking 
services. 

The Rural Otild Care Project has been in 
existence since 1965. It provides social 
work, homemaking and child development 
services to about 650 preschoolers and their 
familes, in Floyd, Elliott, Knott, Lee, 
Letcher, Magoffin, Morgan, Owlsey and 
Wolfe counties. The Rural Child Care 
Project is under the sponsorship of the 
Kentucky Youth Research Center. 

About 15,000 Neighborhood Youth Corps 
teenagers will participate in a unique 
national tutoring project this summer, 
using the television series "Sesame 
Street." They will act as teachers and 
engage in play-type activities geared to 
preparing the preschooler for elementary 
school.

T. Hyden, Martin dentist, who was quoted 
as saying at the Paintsville meeting: 
"Unless we can run our own program and 
be satisfied with it, we'd rather have none." 

The Office of Health Mfairs has insisted 
that the program provide treatment for the 
poor at its own clinics which would be 
staffed by its own doctors and dentists. 

Dr. J. D. Adams, board member 
representing the Floyd County Medical 
Society, warned that doctors and dentists 
brought into the county for such a progam 
would be "rejects who can't make it 
anywhere else." He recommended that the 
board go on record as bitterly opposed to 
the progam as proposed by Health Affairs. 
"I'm sick and tired of being called a thief 
and a liar and a cheat and everything else,'' 
he added. 

Judge Stwnbo later commented that the 
board had worked hard and made a nwnber 
of trips to Washington in an effort to save 
the program. The health progam, he said, 
was affording good service to the poor until 
the employment of Dr. Arnold Schecter as 
director. "Our treatment by Health Affairs 
has been ridiculous. Many people don't 
know how bad it has been." 

Dr. Adams has suggested a congressional 
investigation into the reasons for the OEO 
requirements and the suspension of funds. 
He said after the Paintsville meeting that 
there was nothing wrong with the program 
that sufficient funds and "less outside in­
terference" would not cure. The doctor also 
commented that statements made by 
conswner group representatives at the 
meeting indicated they were satisfied with 
the program as it had been operated. 

If a multi-county progam is effected, 
Floyd county and adjacent counties might 
be included in the service area. Such a 
JrOgam would, m all probability, follow 
guidelines similar to those suggested for 
tne Floyd county program.

Wicklift's Ancient Buried City 

ANCIENT BURIED CITY-At the confluence of the 
Mississippi and Ohio Rivers in Ballard County lies the 
mounds built by a prehistoric race who lived in west· 
ern Kentucky nearly 1000 years ago.

of the shooting. The Commonwealth offered 
testimony quoting Bailey as having told 
jailmates, shortly after the slaying, that he 
had planned to kill Jones. The father-in-law 
of the two men also testified that as Bailey 
got into his car, immediately after the 
shooting, he remarked, "That will shut his 
mouth." 

Frank Lee Adkins, one of three men who 
are slated for trial on murder charges at 
the September criminal term of circuit 
court here, has been released under $10,000 
bond. This is the same bond required 
earlier of Russell Slone, who was originally 
charged with the May 22 slaying of Ernest 
Hall, 26, at Wheelwright. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley last Friday 
denied the motion of Olin Shepherd for new 
trial and denied him bond pending appeal. 
Shepherd was convicted recently of the 
slaying near David of his wife and was 
given a 21-year pen term. 

Judge Conley recently granted Randy 
Hall a new trial from his conviction on a 
charge of shooting into the homes of 
Magistrate Denzil Ray Hall and Deputy 
Sheriff Dester Hamilton of Mud Creek. 
Judge Conley said he granted a second trial 
after he had received reports to the effect 
that Hall had entered a plea of guilty after 
he had been assured complaining witnesses 
would agree to probation for him and then 
had withdrawn from the alleged agreement 
after the conviction. He pointed out that he 
feels every man, regardless of his 
reputation or guilt, is entitled to trial.
