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Engineers To Limit 
Lake Camping Areas 
2 Sites Reached 
By Boat Listed; 
State Has Two 

Water level at Dewey Lake will be raised 
by the Corps of Engineers, beginning April 
1 in preparation for the sununer recreation 
season. 

The lake will be raised five feet. The time 
required for it to reach that level will be 
determined by rainfall. 

Improvement will be made to boat 
lawtching ramps at German Bridge and 
Goble Branch before the lake 11evel is 
raised. The planned improvement will 
permit easier lawtching of boats while the 
lake is at winter level. The work on laun­
ching ramps will be done jointly by the 
Kentucky Department of Parks and the U. 
S. Corp of Engineers. 

Due to the limited camping facilities in 
the area supervised by the Parks Depart­
ment, the Corps of Engineers will permit 
camping in two designated areas, on tbe 
eastern shore of the lake, which will be for 
primitive camping only, and will be 
equipped with a minimwn nwnber of 
tables, trash receptacles and vault type 
toilets. 

Access to these areas is by boat only and 
camping will be limited to 14 consecutive 
days. Camping equipment may not be left 
unattended for more than 24 hours in 
camping areas. The two designated 
camping areas will be opposite Terry's 
boat dock and opposite Stratton Branch. 

The Corps of Engineers acquired 271 
acres of additional land in Goble Branch at 
the request of the Kentucky Department of 
J;larks. This additional acreage will be 
added to that already under control of the 
Department of Parks for use of a developed 
camping area. 

Camping in the primitive areas under 
control of Corps of Engineers will be per­
mitted only until suitable and adequate 
facilities are developed by the Kentucky 
Department of Parks. No such facilities are 
expected this year. A spokesman for the 
Department of Parks said camping again 
will be permitted this season in the Stratton 
Branch area and at Goble Branch woore 
primary development was begun last year.

At the conclusion of an all-<l.ay hearing

Major Gardner, of West Liberty, directed 
attorneys to file briefs within five days and 
annowtced that he then will promptly hand 
down a decision. 

At issue was the temporary injwtction 
procured by Everett Akers and others 
restraining the Floyd County Board of 
Education from reviewing plans for a six­
room school addition at Martin and from 
instructing its architect to advertise for 
bids on the construction project. The 
petition for injwtction was an amendment 
to a prior action in which the court was 
asked to mandamus the board to build an 
18-room school and a gymnasium. The 
board's motion that the injwtction be 
dissolved was denied by Judge Gardner, 
earlier in the month, and he set Friday's 
session here to hear the case on its merits. 

In the backgrowtd remains the case, now

before the Court of Appeals, which will 
decide if the 1939 opinion of the late Circuit 
Judge John W. Caudill providing for a high 
school to be maintained at Martin shall, or 
shall not, stand. In this case Special Judge 
James D. Stephenson held that, since the 
1939 judgment had not been officially 
challenged, it remains valid. It was after 
the Stephenson ruling was handed down 
that the board of education appealed to the 
Appellate Court. 

At Friday's hearing residents of Martin 
claimed the proposed six-room addition 
would not be adequate. Board represen­
tatives claimed the six rooms and the 12 
rooms in the present high school would 
provide the needed space. Both contentions 
were based on hopes of the litigants for a 
Court of Appeals decision in their favor on 
the matter of the high school being con­
tinued at Martin. 

Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark 
and George Lee Shannon, Architect, the 
only two witnesses for the board, did 
present to the court a campus plan for 
Martin which envisions space for three six­
room buildings and a physical education 
structure. This plan, too, is based on the 
possibility of a high court ruling per­
petuating the high school there. 

Between 15 and 20 witnesses.testified for 
the plaintiffs. School at Martin was 
dismissed for the day, since all elementary 
teachers, the school principal and assistant 
principal and the basketball coach had 
been subpoenaed as witnesses at the 
hearing. 

The plaintiffs contend~d that school 
children had only 11 minutes for lwtch 
because of crowded conditions, suffered 
from lack of sanitary facilities in tem­
porary classroom quarters, and that a 
population trend justified establishment of 
a larger structure. 

Supt. Clark contended that the children 
had an average of 20 minutes for lunch, and 
could have more if necessary, and that 
construction of a storage room would in­
crease seating capacity. 

Mr. Clark also said the indicated 
population trend in Martin was disputed by 
records which show the board has closed 11 
schools in the area in the last nine years.

Drawing a deadly weapon, up 32 per cent.

Martin Housing Bid 
$200,000 Too High 

Bids on construction of a five-story, 32-
unit housing facility for the elderly at 
Martin have for the second time been 
rejected as too high. 

Mrs. Helen Ison, director of the Martin 
Housing Authority, has been notified by the 
Department of Housi ,g and Urban 
Development, Atlanta, Ga., that the low bid 
submitted by J. T. Groggans, Danville, Ky., 
was almost $200,000 above estimates. The 
Danville firm offered a bid of $668,000. 

Frank Carlucci, director of the Office of 
Economic Opportunity (OEO), has written 
Cowtty Judge Henry Stumbo, chairman of 
the Big Sandy Area CAP board of directors, 
and Mrs. Eleanor Robinson, chairman of 
the board of directors of the Floyd County 
Comprehensive Health Services Program, 
that Dr. Thomas E. Bryant, director of the 
Office of Health Affairs, has reported "a 
number of serious deficiencies" in the 
program after his recent survey of the 
Floyd situation. 

"The gravity of the matters discussed in 
Dr. Bryant's memorandwn requires a 
prompt response and immediate corrective 
action," the OEO head wrote. He indicated 
that some of the alleged "deficiencies" 
involve "serious violations of OEO 
directives and of the approved work 
program of the OEO grant." 

Mr. Carlucci also said it is critical that 
prompt progress be made "to move to the 
development of a comprehensive health 
services program is CQntinued OEO 
financial assistance is to be made 
available."

Barely Missed Finals 

McDowell high school's Daredevils 
upheld the prestige of 15th Region 
basketball in strong fashion at last week's 
Kentucky state high school tournament 
which was won for the second year in a row 
by Male of Louisville.

2. Many low-income residents of the 
cowtty are dissatisfied with "the sporadic, 
inefficient health services" provided. Dr. 
Bryant added that he had been informed 
that the reaction of the directors to this 
dissatisfaction has been an attempt to 
suppress dissent rather than to institute 
reforms. 

3. The reports that various members of 
the board of directors have sought to in­
timidate other members and those who 
desire to restructure the program. 

4. Serious dissension exists between 
members of the board of directors and the 
staff. 

5. The program has not in its three years 
of operation developed any program for 
training and utilizing poor professional 
manpower so as to alleviate the shortage of 
physicians in the cowtty. 

6. Members of the board are violating the 
OEO conflict of interest regulations. 

Bryant concluded his report by saying 
that unless "significant reforms" in the 
conduct of the program are made, he would 
be unable to recommend that the current 
grant be refunded. 

When the Big Sandy Area CAP board 
recently approved the contractual 
agreement with OEO for operation of the 
Floyd program through July, John Burton, 
who has been acting director of the health 
program in this county since the dismissal 
of Dr. Arnold Schecter, offered a motion 
which asked that any questionable debts 
incurred by the program and wtcovered 
during the current audit be referred to the 
Office of Health Affairs before approving 
them for payment. Burton implied that 
several such items had been found. His 
motion was approved.

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Second Ruling 
By High Court 
Poses Problem 

Closely following the Supreme Court 
decision holding that a defendant who is 
unable to pay a fine may not be jailed, the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals last Friday held 
that a motorist is entitled to a hearing and 
an opportunity to present evidence before 
suffering the loss of his driver's license. 

Both court rulings have lower court of­
ficials and enforcement officers wondering. 

The Appellate Court decision was based 
on another Supreme Court ruling, this to 
the effect that an individual's welfare 
benefits may not be terminated without a 
hearing. 

In the Kentucky casE:, Kenneth E. 
Thomas, a Kentucky resident, pleaded 
guilty in New York in Feburary, 1968 to a 
charge of driving while his ability was 
impaired by alcohol. 

Notice of his conviction was sent to the 
Kentucky Department of Public Safety, 
and the department informed Thomas that 
his license was supended for six months as 
of the date of the conviction. 

Thomas appealed to quarterly court in 
Jefferson county, but the supension was not 
withdrawn until the quarterly court ruled 
that the supension was void. 

The department then appealed to circuit 
court and obtained a reversal of the 
quarterly court ruling. The circuit court 
ruled that Thomas' license be supended for 
45 days. 

The department then went to the Court of 
Appeals on the question of whether the 
court had any other choice than to either 
affirm or deny the department's six-month 
suspension. 

The high court did not answer this 
question, but it pointed out instead that a 
statute dealing with discretionary license 
supensions "provides that the department 
may deny or suspend a license ... 'with or 
without a hearing' ... " 

"It is our conclusion that to the extent 
that the statute authorizes such a denial, 
suspension or withdrawal without affording 
the opportunity for a hearing, it is un­
constitutional as denying due process," the 
opinion said. 

The high court also decided that such 
hearings must include the taking of 
evidence and the compiling of a record on 
which appeals to the court would be based, 
instead of requiring each court to hear the 
evidence anew. 

Although none directly criticized either 
court, officials here were in a head-shaking 
mood when asked for their reactions. They 
answered with questions of their own. 

Of the Appellate Court decision: 
"With drunk drivers in every county, and 

120 counties in the state, how many judges 
or examiners will it take to conduct 
all t~e hearings this decision 
promises? ... Couldn't a man convicted of 
drunk driving appeal through the local 
courts and on to a hearing at Frankfort and 
string his case out five years without losing 
his license?" 

One question arising from the Supreme 
Court opinion protecting the individual who 
claims he is unable to pay a fine: 

"Will there be more poor people than 
there are people?" 

Others asked: 
"If lower courts eliminate fines and 

stress jail terms, how, under Kentucky's 
fee system will the courts be able to 
operate? And if they don't go to jail term's 
instead of fines, how will a jailer stay in 
business?" 

A spokesman at the SheJ;"iff's office said 
he had heard some deputy sheriffs remark 
that they would shun drunks and perhaps 
other "minor" offenders .. "Think we're 
going to lie out in the rain and cold to make 
arrests, then take prisoners to jail at 
Prestonsburg at our expense and see them 
out as soon as they sober up, paying no fine 
because they say they haven't got the 
money?" 

Meanwhile, pending some action to make 
effective locally the Supreme Court 
opinion, fines will continue to be imposed 
and collected, as usual.

Kentucky Farmers Concerned 
About Corn Seed Situation 

As planting time grows nearer, Kentucky 
farmers are becoming more and more 
anxioua over the availability of seed corn 
resistant to the Southern Corn Leaf Blight. 

The dilease which struck Kentucky 
cornfields last year is expected to return 
agabl this season, and, according to J. 
Kenneth Evans, agronomist for the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, seed corn with the 100 percent 
blight-resistant normal cytoplasm is 
''pretty scarce." . 

In fact, according to a.. U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture, IUIJPUes of seed corn 
consisting of a blend of JIIIC'Dl8]. cytoplasm 
and the blight-susceptible Texas male 
sterile cytoplasm is allo getting scarce. 

"Kentucky farmers wbo haven't pur­
chased their seed corn yet should take 
extra prputions wbea lhey do buy," 
Evans suuested. 

"Farmers should read the tag on the seed 
bag--and be sure they know what it 
means," be said. "All companies have 
agreed to label their l8ed showing the type 
9f qtoplaanl, or if the seed is a blend, the 
pere1ntages of normal and Texas 
cytopla_,n in the seed. Second generatioo 
aeecl corn tags also lhow the type of 
·otoPlan present-end the percentage of 
• cytoplasm, if the aeed is a blend."

For State Welfare B-enefits 
Frankfort, Ky .-The statli! Department of 

Economic Security is recomputing aid to 
families with dependent children (AFDC) 
grants by a formula which takes into ac­
count higher living costs. 

The department said yesterday that the 
hew formula for determining the grants 
will mean a $1 to $15-a-month increase for 
68.6 per cent of the 38,252 AFDC families, a 
$1-to-$5-a-month decrease for 27.7 per cent, 
and no change for the rest. 

Included in those who will receive 
decreased payments are an estimated 800 
AFDC families who will be removed from 
the welfare rolls because their incomes are 
too high. The 800, however, will continue to 
be eligible for medical assistance, a 
spokesman said. 

The department said the monthly checks 
to the 800 range from $1 to $5. 

The change will be effective with the May 
1 checks. 

The department said that welfare grants 
are now computed on the basis of standard­
of-living costs that have not been increased 
for several years. But a federal regulation 
now requires the state to update that 
standard to reflect a 22 per cent increase in 
the cost of living. 

The change in computing the payments 
involves changing the complex formula 
of considering an AFDC recipient's income. 

Under the present formula, an AFDC 
grant is computed at 86.5 per 'cent of the 
family's needs, less income. 

Under the new computation, the grant 
will be based on higher costs of such basic 
requirements as food, shelter and clothing. 
The need figure will be reduced by 73.1 per 
cent before income is considered to com­
pute the payment. 

The current paym.nts amount to 71 per 
cent of the new standard, a department 
spokesman said. 

In computing a family's income, the first 
$30 and one-third of the remainder is 
disregarded. Earnings by children also are 
disregarded.

The problem of solid waste disposal was 

the topic at a "Mission 5000" seminar, 
conducted by the federal Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) and state 
Division of Solid Waste, at Lake Cum­
berland State Park recently. 

Mission 5000 is an EPA project aimed at 
closing 5000 open dumps in the U.S. by 1972. 

The purpose of the seminar was to inform 
the group of 127 sanitarians, local health 
authorities, and public officials in at­
tendance procedures for closing the un­
desirable dumps in Kentucky. 

"We are on a collision course toward 
environmental degradation,'' said Ralph C. 
Pickard, the state's deputy commissioner 
for Environment, in his opening address. 

"The public may be running faster with 
the ball than we are," he said, "and we 
must catch up. However, some are going in 
the wrong direction and those persons need 
our guidance." 

DeVon Bogue and Elmer Cleveland of the 
EPA's Atlanta office, pointed out that 
people don't want to give their dollars to 
eliminating garbage and that no one wants 
to think about solid waste. 

"We must tell the trutn," Bogue said, 
"about the cost of environmental control. 
The people of local communities do not see 
where their tax dollars go once it leaves 
their hands." 

Other speakers on the agenda were Sam 
Johnson, acting director of the Division of 
Solid Waste, Rufus Miller, also with the 
division, and Jack Abney and James 
Carpenter of the Appalachian Demon­
stration Project.
