If Venture 8 uccess,
New East Kentucky

Drilling Boom Seen

A drilling venture now under way in Pike
county could concevably mean an oil-and-
gas boom in Eastern Kentucky greater
than the first development splurge which
saw wells—mostly, gas wells—drilled in
practically every hollow of the section.

The Pike county operation’is a well being
drilled by Signal Oil and Gas Co., a
California-based firm, and four associate
companies to a depth of 12,500 feet, Drilling

is now at about 7000 feet.

The well, located on the Burning Fork of
Raccoon Creek, is the first to be drilled in
this section as a result of an extensive
geophysical program conducted last year
by Weaver Oil and Gas Company on
holdings of the Kentucky West Virginia Gas
Company in 22 counties of the region. Tests
made at that time were to determine the
possibility of pay sands at depths greater
than those normally explored.

Although the findings made are
“classified information” and the plans
developing from what last year’s tests are
‘not known, it is believed by many that

richer oil and gas deposits lie untouched in

these deep formations.

Associated with Signal Oil in the Pike
county drilling are Kentucky West Virginia
Gas Company, Weaver Oil and Gas Co.,
Amaerado-Hess and Louisiana Land and
Exploration Co.

The only other deep drilling now being
done in Eastern Kentucky is the Morgan
county exploration by Monitor Oil Com-
pany, which is developing acreage assigned
it by Ashland Oil and Refining Co. and other
leaseholders.

Deepest drilling in this area was done a
few years ago when United Fuel Gas
Company sank a well 13,500 feet down in a
vain search for pay sand.

Principal Moves
For Dissolution

Of Martin PTA

The Parent-Teacher Association at
Martin was dissolved last Thursday by
Phillip Dingus, principal of the school
there.

In a letter addressed to Jake Layne, PTA
president, Mr, Dingus alleged that the PTA
has not fulfilled, or attempted to fulfil, any
of the objects of the National Congress of
Parents and Teachers; has denied ad-
mittace to membership in the PTA at any
time, as provided by the PTA’s bylaws, and
has ‘“attempted to control school policies
and interfere with administrative
policies,” in violation of the Basic Policies
article of the bylaws.

Commenting in his letter on his action,
Mr. Dingus wrote, “I do this with a great
deal of regret because I have always felt
that a PTA is really one of the organizations
for good and together parents and teachers
can discuss children’s developmental needs
and seek agreement on aims and
requirements for children.” .

Mrs. Rita Lafferty, secretary of the PTA,
said she has contacted Mrs. James Adkins,
Catlettsburg, district PTA president,
seeking advice in making an effort to
procure a hearing on the principal’s action.

‘The PTA has figured prominently in the
controversy with the Floyd County Board of
Education over physical school conditions
at Martin and the construction of the
consolidated high school at Eastern.

With roughly one-fifth of Kentucky's '
voting precincts unofficially tabulated,
shortly before 8 p.m. Tuesday, Lieut. Gov.
Wendell H. Ford held a lead of ap-
proximately 10,000 votes over Ex-Governor

Most of the vote reported, however, was
from Louisville, where Ford held a lead of-
around 12,000, and urban precincts of
Campbell and Kenton counties.

Robert Matthews, Combs’ campaign
manager, conceded the former governor
was not running in Louisville as well as he
did when he won the governorship but
added, “It’s far from over yet.”

On the face of unofficial returns Combs
held a lead of better than 5000 in Floyd
county over Ford, and his running mate,
Julian Carroll, was well ahead of Attorney
General John B. Breckinridge for the
second spot on the Democratic ticket.

The official count of the Floyd vote was
barely begun when The Times prepared to
go to press. The absentee vote was being
tabulated first and that had not been
completed.

Clifford B. Latta, incumbent, led a field
of five candidates for the Democratic
nomination for state senator in this county,
but returns were not in from Perry, Knott
and Magoffin.

W. J. Reynolds was a clear winner over
Jimmy Turner for the Democratic

Two Held in Slaying
Of Hall at W’wright

Two men are in jail here in connection
with the Saturday evening slaying at
Wheelwright of Ernest Hall, 26, and the
wounding of his brother, Bunker Bill Hall,
24, and an investigation was under way
Monday which may involve others in the
case.

Russell Slone, 23, was booked at the
county jail by Capt. Billy Lykens, of the
Kentucky State Police, and State Trooper
Gary Rose on a murder charge as Hall's
alleged slayer and on a shooting and
wounding count in the shooting of Bunker
Bill Hall.

The slaying was the second in this county
in a week and the third within a month.

Whiskey, or beer, or both, apparently
figured in the shooting. Officers said
Russell Slone bore on his face the marks of
battle, reportedly from an encounter
earlier in the day with the Halls.

The shooting took place in Branham
Hollow, Wheelwright, near the home of
Ellis Little, around 7 p.m. Saturday. The
charge of a .410-gauge shotgun, fired at a
distance of about 50 feet, struck Ernest Hall
in his face, chest and stomach. A wound in
his side later was tentatively identified by
Xaray as having been caused by a revolver
bullet. Commonwealth’s Attorney Harold
J. Stumbo said County Judge Henry
Stumbo will be asked to issue an order
authorizing removal of the bullet from
Hall's body.

Bunker Bill Hall was first shot from
behind as he fled the scene after, according
to Russell Slone, throwing a rock at Slone
and missing. He was not seriously hurt.

Slone told Commonwealth’s Attorney
Stumbo that he had trouble, earlier in the
day, with the Hall brothers. He got a
shotgun and when they next met, he said,
Bunker Bill Hall threw a rock at him,
missing and then taking flight. He said he

shot Hall as he ran, then turned to see
Ernest Hall with a pop bottle poised to -
strike him, Then he fired at the second
brother.

Frank Lee Adkins, who was held here for
investigation, told a story closely coin-
ciding with Slone’s.

Bunker Bill Hall told authorities Slone
began shooting “‘for nothing.” He said as
Slone and his father, Joe Slone, drew up in a
car one shot was fired before they alighted.
He said he saw the father with a revolver in
his hand but could not say who fired it. He
admitted slapping the father, Joe Slone,
earlier in the day.

Joe Slone was quoted by Trooper Rose as
saying he was not at the scene of the
shooting. Two witnesses identified as
Perkins and Burks corroborated the story
told by Hall. '

Authorities now are centering attention
upon the revolver bullet wound. They say a
revolver which had been fired three times
was found in Slone's car but its ownership
had not been established Monday morning.

Trooper Rose said that a Breathalyzer
Test administered three hours after the
shooting showed that Russell Slone was
drunk.

The victim of the shooting was a son of
Marion and Virgie Slone Hall, of
Wheelwright. In addition to his parents,
survivors include his widow, Mrs. Audra
Johnson Hall; a son, Jimmy, and two
daughters, Tammy Fay and Ernestine, all
of Wheelwright; two brothers, Bill and
Herbert Hall, of Wheelwright, and two
sisters, Betty Hall, of Ohio, and Nannie
Hall, of Wheelwright.

‘Graveside services in the Hall cemetery
at Bevinsville were conducted Tuesday at
10 a.m. by ministers of the Regular Baptist
Church, and burial was made under
direction of the Merion Funeral Chapel.

We must have a *’Don‘t Spit on
the Floor’’ sign up, and an arm of the law there to force us to obey.

Tidbits
of

Kentucky
Folklore

Host of things that are passing leave
fragrant memories, but few leave a trail of
satisfaction quite like preaching all day and
dinner on the ground. This old custom,
especially the latter half of it, connects the
years of my youth much as the Romans
computed time by naming the two reigning
consuls. From Quarterly Meeting to
Quarterly Meeting was a period of time,
quite as definite as any astronomical
computation. Quarterly Meetings came in
the spring at my church; my birthday
came in the fall; between them the year
was a glorious memory or a still more
glorious anticipation. _

Now please do not attach too much im-
portance to the preaching all day. It was
necessary as a starter. It furnished the
occasion. To come together without some
religious purpose would have seemed
wicked. After having some excuse for the
gathering, it was not necessary for people
to take the religious side of the matter
seriously. In the morning the people
assembled and, if in real fervor, went in-
side the church; except, of course, a few
bad boys, who represented the world, the
flesh, and that other fellow. After a deal of
lining and singing came the sermon—long,
fiery, and loud. Everybody sat as if en-
thralled, for was not dinner to follow this
sermon, however long it might be: Mules
brayed in the woods around the church,
horses nickered, and, in the church,
children who were not sufficiently supplied
with teacakes cried and longed for dinner.
The preacher had to raise his voice to
auctioneer proportions to be heard above
the noise. Sometimes the sermons were two
or three in number; then we could not
expect dinner until half past one or even
two o’clock. Be it said frankly, the dinner
on the ground was the great thing; the
sermon was only sauce to appetite. For days
in advance every farmhouse was alive with
labor, for people who went to Quarterly
Meetings and such like were always
hungry, and it was considered cheap if any
one, no matter how far he had come, went
away unfilled. Some of the neighbors killed
a beef or mutton, and everybody
slaughtered chickens wholesale. Cakes,
pies, pickles, light bread—But why call up
such a tantalizing array of good things to
eat? Whatever doubts the preachers had
raised as to the fitness of things terrestrial
were soon resolved when eating time came.

When the last bite had been swallowed
and enough was still left to feed another
multitude, the crowd dispersed, some
actually going home at once, as if the real
event of the day were over. Others bunched
together and discussed everything from
original sin to politics (assuming that these
two are not one and the same thing). About
an hour after dinner there was another
“set-to”".

Explains Action

Mike Halbert, president of the Floyd
County Young Democrats, said Monday
that last week’s published announcement
that the Young Democrats had given Dr.
Arnold Schecter, former head of the
Comprehensive Health Services Program,
its support was not an expression of
members’ voting on the issue.

A formal vote was not taken. Only he and
three others remained to take action after
Dr. Schecter had spoken at length on the
health program, although he emphasized
that he invited ‘““anyone concerned’’ to stay.

““As president,” young Halbert said, “I
am well aware that both sides of the con-
troversy were not presented and no attempt
to do so was made. . .A formal vote was not
taken. . .I invited anyone concerned to stay
and formulate further action—the result of
which was the decision to write letters to
various people. This decision was made
almost entirely by me—three other people
stayed and agreed that some further action
was necessary. ..’

A decision of this sort, he said, requires a
full, formal vote but he added that the
formal procedure had not been the rule at
previous YD meetings; rather, that what
he termed “the consensus approach” had
been employed.

“T will admit,”” he said, that the handling
of the recent action may have been im-
proper and incorrect. . .I apologize to those
members present at the May 13 meeting,
since I didn't fully respect their opinions

/and feelings on the subject. This was an

oversight and a mistake on my part.”

But, Halbert added, “‘I will submit that I
acted in the name of the high ideals and
principles of the Democratic party and
under the consensus of the people in at-
tendance at the meeting.”

‘Show-Cause’ Hearing

Slated Next Tuesday

Two events scheduled within the next few
days are expected to have telling effect on
the future of the embattled Floyd County
Comprehensive Health Services Program.

First, the Kentucky Medical Association
is expected to make its own investigation of
the program this week, possibly beginning
Friday.

And the Office of Economic Opportunity
(OEO) has set next Tuesday as the date of a
Washington hearing at which health
program representatives will be asked to
show cause why the program should not be
suspended.

The show-cause meeting was called by
Dr. Carl Smith, acting director of the Office
of Health Affairs for OEO, in a letter to
County Judge Henry Stumbo, chairman of

(Suspension of the program, if made,
would be for a period of 21 days, after which
proceedings to terminate the program
would begin, it is explained. Another
hearing would possibly be held before final
termination.)

Allegations made by Dr. Smith in support
of the suspension move included these:

1. The program does not have a project
director who has been approved by Health
Affairs, nor does it have a medical director,
administrator or finance director.

2. The health program board has
maintained intolerable working conditions
for staff members and has harassed and
intimidated professional staff meribers.
The director and other key staff members
were dismissed with no specific reasons for
their dismissal given.

3. At present little medical care is being
provided the poor, no nursing care or
follow-up services are rendered and the
transportation system no longer functions.

4, The program board has attempted to
suppress the poor from expressing their
views, and meetings have been held
without adequate notice and at inconven-
ient locations.

5. The audit report for Program Year C,
made by Lawton Ray Allen, Prestonsburg
accountant, indicates that the project
expended $641,935 in payments to
physicians and other providers while the
OEO grant authorized only $325,250. These
violations eontinue into Program Year D,
which is the current year, it is claimed.

6. The program has failed to make any
progress toward a comprehensive, family-
oriented health program, as requested.

7. The board has failed to implement a
training program for consumers.

PIKEVILLE, KY.—Pikeville College has
awarded 15, presidential scholarships for
the 1971-72 school year, according to an
announcement from Dr. Robert S. Cope,
college president.

The scholarships amount to $1840 for men
recipients and $1740 for women receiving
the award. The difference is due to ad-
ditional expense in dormitory facilities for
men students. These scholarships provide
for tuition, room, board and laboratory fees
at Pikeville College for one year, and are
renewable if requirements are met.

COMMUNIST RULES
FOR REVOLUTION
AND TAKE-OVER

To the best of our knowledge, this article
was first printed in the Bartlesville
Examiner-Enterprise in 1919. It was
reprinted again in 1946 in The New World

- News, after the Florida attorney general

secured it from a known member of the
communist party, who acknowledged that
it was then still a part of the communist
program.

In May of 1919, at Dusseldorf, Germany,
the Allied Forces obtained a copy of some
of the ““‘Communist Rules for Revolution.”
Nearly 50 years later, the Reds were still
following them.

A.—Corrupt the Young. Get them away
from religion. Get them interested in sex.
Make them superficial; destroy their
ruggedness.

B.—Get control of all means of publicity,
thereby:

1. Get people’s minds off their govern-
ment by focusing their attention on
athletics, sexy books and plays and other
trivialities.

2. Divide the people into hostile groups by
constantly harping on controversial
matters of no importance.

3. Destroy the people’s faith in their
national leaders by holding the latter up to
contempt, ridicule and disgrace.

4. Always preach true democracy but
seize power as fast and ruthlessly as
possible.

5. By encouraging government ex-
travagance, destroy its credit, produce fear
of inflation with rising prices and general
discontent.

One of the more beautiful and unusual §&

exhibits which wvisitors see is a set of
sterling silver, given to the battleship
Kentucky in 1898 by the citizens of Ken-
tucky and returned to the state upon the
ship’s retirement from service.

Each piece of the set bears the Navy seal 3

and the seal of the commonwealth of
Kentucky, while some pieces have such

Kentucky symbols as goldenrod, corn,

wheat and tobacco. The bust of Daniel
Boone and an Indian, thought to be his
friend Chief Blackfish, are found on the
punch bowl and epergne.

The silver, made in Philadelphia, cost the
people of Kentucky $30,000. Today it has
been appraised at as much as $300,000.

Another exhibit which appeals to

schoolboy and adult alike is the lining of the 33
coat George Washington wore at Valley =

Forge.

Almost 200 years after the fur coat
sheltered the general from the harsh winter 3

of 1777-78, the lining is still intact, and is on
display on the second fleor of the Old State
House, L

The coat was kept between two
featherbeds by Washington’s family for
many years, but eventually the moths took
their toll. The lining was ripped out and the
fur part burned.

A great-great-great niece of General
Washington presented the lining to the
Historical Society in 1924.

Some other fascinating exhibits include
an Indian war collection, the Giraffe Piano
made especially for John Hunt Morgan; the
famous hat collection, containing FDR’s
notorious presidential campaign hat; a
Confederate Room; the Alben W. Barkley
collection and a 1790 spelling book.

Historian Finds

Washington Letters

History professor Stuart S. Sprague, of
Morehead State University, has located
three uncollected letters of George
Washington in the past six months, all with
Kentucky ties.

Sprague, a 33-year-old assistant
professor at Morehead State, has been
engaged in research for his doctoral
dissertation on the life of John Brown,
Kentucky’s first U, S. Senator.

His search took him last fall to Fort
Harrod State Park, where he noticed two
Washington letters at the park museum.
Although both were publicly displayed,
neither had been reported to the University
of Virginia where a new compilation of
Washington correspondence is underway.

Two months later, Sprague was rum-
maging through old newspaper files at the
Library of Congress and found the text of
another Washington letter in an 1806 edition
of the now defunct Frankfort Western
World. This find also was new to the
Washington archives.

With the collected Washington letters
already past the 25,000 mark, Sprague is
not excited by his discoveries. But the
Washington historians say his contributions
are ‘notable.”’

“It was just a simple courtesy to another
historian,”’ the professor said.

Will Tour Oft-Threatened Gorge

By JIM WARREN

Conservationists, coal industry leaders
and governmental officials attending Gov.
Louie B. Nunn’s Environmental Con-
ference will get a first-hand look at one
spectacular and threatened portion of the
environment they are trying to conserve.

The conference will be held at Natural
Bridge State Park, near Slade, May 27 and
28. There leaders of groups and agencies
concerned with the environment will
discuss current environmental programs
and determine directions which future
efforts should take.

After the first day’s session conferees
will be led on a hike through nearby Red
River Gorge, perhaps Kentucky’s most
controversial natural wonder.

In recent years the gorge has been
threatened by flood control projects,
timber cutting and, most recently, by
mining interests,

Once almost unknown, the gorge burst
into the limelight 10 years ago when the U.
S. Army Corps of Engineers proposed a
dam there for flood control.

A vigorous campaign by con-
servationists, naturalists and public of-
ficials prompted the dam to be moved
downstream, preserving at least a portion
of the gorge in its natural state.

The gorge area is a natural wonderland
of rock formations, towering cliffs and
plant and animal life unmatched in the
eastern United States. It has been called a
miniature Grand Canyon.

Hundreds of species of birds make the
gorge their permanent home or stop there
on migratory flights and large numbers of
game animals flourish in the area.
Flowers, shrubs and other plant life also
abound.

The effects of wind, water and time have
produced several stone arches, balanced
rocks and rugged cliffs that, in their
variety, are unmatched except in the
Grand Canyon area.

Dr. Schécter’s Views On _H-ea-l_th Pr(igram

In eight months of reading about the
Floyd County Comprehensive Health
Services program in your paper, I believe
certain matters regarding the nature of the
program, and my role in its operation in
particular, are still in need of clarification.
1. The Floyd County Comprehensive
Health Services Program was funded by
the Federal government for five years. If
successful, it could become a permanent
part of Floyd County under the department
of Health, Education, and Welfare.
Otherwise, it was scheduled to go out of
existence. The program was funded as a
research and development program. The

‘conditions of its funding required it (a) to

develop new and innovative methods for
health care delivery; (b) to provide
complete or comprehensive medical and
dental care at comprehensive health
facilities; and (c) to give patients using the
services of the program a meaningful voice
in determining the program’s needs.

' My proposals for changing the program

were, I believe, relatively moderate, given
the short time the program had to fulfill the
conditions of its funding. (a) I suggested
keeping a referral system for those who
preferred such a system and doubling the
requested money to do this; (b) I proposed
two small comprehensive health facilities
at the Bosco and Mud Creek outposts which
would be staffed and equipped in order to
provide patient treatment by program
physicians in the outpost itself; (c) I
proposed screening clinics at Martin and
Drift to give each patient in the program at
least one complete history and physical
examination per year; (d) I proposed

hiring at least nine physicians which I felt -

was the minimum number required to staff
the treatment and screening clinics
proposed (some of these physicians I hoped
would be specialists who could work part
time in private practice and thereby help
everyone in Floyd County; (e) I suggested
several innovative ideas such as a
helicopter ambulance service, physician
assistants, and nurse practitioners in order
to help the program fulfill its role in the
development of new methods of health care
delivery as well as provide traditional
forms of medical care. The only part of my
proposal which was accepted was the in-
creased money for private medical care.

2. In last week’s Times (May 13) Judge
Stumbo was quoted as accusing me of
starting the problems in the program.
These problems existed long before I came
to Floyd County. A 1968 OEO medical audit
of the program describes the quality of
medical care as “extremely poor” in
general, and states that the program was
billed for some visits to physicians which
may never have taken place. In 1969
Governor Louie Nunn accused the program
of spending one million dollars a year to
administer $365,000.00 in medical and
dental care for patients. Dr. Russell L.
Hall, then project director of the program,
was called before the Education and Labor
Committee of the House of Represen-
tatives. He was unable to defend some of
the program’s practices at that time, and
Congressman Perkins had to answer many
of the questions asked in order to justify the
program. In 1970 another OEO report
pointed out that the poor had no meaningful
input into policy decisions. It was also
pointed out that local political connections
seemed necessary to obtain employment
with the program.

When I came into the program in Oc-
tober, 1970, the finances were in utter

_chaos. There was a $250,000 cost overrun in

the last year's budget, according to the
current audit report. Some bills from
Methodist Hospital in Pikeville were over a
year old. Others were stored in boxes. The
job descriptions of many employees were
unclear. The finance officer was leaving,
there was no qualified administrator, and
there was not even one physician, other
than myself, to oversee the health care of
18,000 patients and coordinate the activities
of the nursing staff. During my brief tenure
as director, a qualified administrator,
physician, and finance officer were hired;
the finances of the program began to
achieve some semblance of order, and the
program at least provided referral medical
services.

While I was project director of the Floyd

| County Comprehensive Health Services

Program, the organization did experience a
great deal of difficulty in gaining the
cooperation of the grantee funding agency,
the Big Sandy Community Action Program,
Inc. The executive director of that
program, Mr. Harry Eastburn, con-
sistently rejected an interim Com-
prehensive Health Services Program
funding request and refused to give the
reasons therefor. Because of the difficulties
encountered with the Big Sandy CAP, the
Board of Directors of the Floyd County
Comprehensive Health Services Program
voted in November to disaffiliate from that
agency. After I was fired, however, the
Board turned the program over to Mr,
Eastburn’s assistant, Mr. John Burton, and
gave the Big Sandy CAP almost complete
control over the policy and personnel of the
Floyd County Program.

I was relieved of my duties with the Floyd
County Comprehensive Health Services on
January 28, 1971. Since that time medical
care has been at a virtual standstill,
although salaries continue to be paid. The
entire professional staff has threatened to
resign. The very able administrator of the
program, Mr. Paul Stark, and the one
‘program physician, Dr. Robert Titzler,
have been relieved of their duties. Two
finance officers have resigned. Bills in-
curred before I became involved with the
program remain  unpaid. Most
significantly, OEO is in the process of
suspending program funds based on the

 unwillingness of the Board of Directors of

the program to make any effort themselves
to move the program in the direction of a
Comprehensive Health Services program

or to turn the program over to a Blue
Ribbon panel of disinterested outsiders who
would presumably be able to accomplish
this task. Because of this our program is
the only one in the nation to be suspended,
although not yet defunded.

3. In last week’s Times a quote was also
published which questioned my
qualifications for serving as project
director of the Floyd County Com-
prehensive Health Services Program. My
Background includes an instructorship in
Medicine at the Harvard Medical School,
where I worked on kidney research, service
in the United States Army, where I was
promoted to the rank of major and was
second in command of the Aviation Medical
Dispensary at Fort Knox, and experience
for 13 months as a solo general practitioner
in rural Kentucky, at West Point. In ad-
dition, I am certified as a Health officer III,
one rank from the top rating in the State of
Kentucky. I am sure that there are others
in the country who would have been better
equipped to direct the Floyd County
Comprehensive . Health Program thaa. I;
however, I do not believe my credentials
merit the disparaging remarks quoted in
your paper,

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Relief for Mine Operators
Seen in Revised Regulation

Coal mine operators in Eastern Kentucky
were told at Pikeville recently that relief
from one of the toughest restrictions im-

. posed by the Mine Safety Act of 1969 is on

the way.

If a new regulation now under study by
the office of the solicitor of the Bureau of
Mines is passed, millions of dollars worth of
idle equipments now classified as non-
permissible will be restored to active use in
underground mines.

The announcement was made at a
general meeting of Coal Operators and
Associates, Inc., by its president, Robert
Holcomb, with the permission of Donald
Slick, director of the division of safety and
inspection of the bureau in Washington.

The change will apply to the section of the
federal law (303, h and 1) which deals with
electrical equipment and the use of
methane monitors. If revised as coal
operators hope, it will provide that these
monitors be required on only one piece of
equipment at the working face in non-gassy
mines above the water level. The law now
requires such monitors on all equipment,
regardless of whether the mines are
classified as gassy. It also demands that all
underground equipment be spark-proof.

Mines in Eastern Kentucky, neighboring
southern West Virginia and Virginia are
mostly of the non-gassy type and the
proposed modification will benefit hun-
dreds of small mine operators. The life of a
typical small mine is two to three years.
The proposed regulation will enable the
operator to move his equipment from
worked-out mines to new mines, which the
law says he can’t do now.

Former Czech Woman at Home
On Rowan County Hill Farm

WEST LIBERTY, Ky.—Charlotte Marie
held onto a stuffed monkey and smiled at
me from liquid brown eyes beneath a
tousled mass of dark hair. Above her a tall
tree was heavy with bloom, the color of
country lilacs, making a lavender cloud
against brilliant green hills.

When I came closer with my camera, the
child hung her toy by its tail from a limb,
thought better of it and, clutching the
stuffed animal under one arm, climbed into
a tire swing beneath the tree, leaned back
in the swing and said *‘cheese.”

It was my introduction to a four-year-old
olive-skinned beauty whose life revolves
around her parents, two sisters and the
Rowan county hills, Her mother’s life has
had a much different background.

With my mother, Mrs. Earl Price of West
Liberty, I had stopped at the house on
Route 3, Morehead, so Mother could inquire
about the tree. It had intrigued her every
time we traveled this particular highway.

In spring the tree is something to behold.
One would have to imagine a lilac bush
magnified 100 times to get a picture of giant
clusters of flowers, each flower shaped like
a trumpet creeper. In summer the flowers
change to clusters of green balls, with each
cluster resembling a gigantic pod of
grapes.

Charlotte Marie’s mother was an at-
tractive brown-eyed, brown-haired woman
with a European accent. A 17-year-old,
Karen Sue, was a beauty with the same Latin
characteristics; however, Margaret
Denice, 10, had the Anglo-saxon look of her
father, Arthur Woodrow.

While I talked with Rosina Maria
Susanna Boehm Woodrow, 42, who is the
daughter of John Boehm and Rosalia Papry
Boehm, of Esslingen, Germany, the
children listened attentively. ‘‘Mother’s
telling about Czechoslovakia,” said
Margaret.

Mrs. Woodrow came to America in
March, 1952 and married Arthur in April.
She and the Kentuckian met while he was
with the ordinance department in Esslingen
and she was in military police training.
They had a three-year courtship, since they
could not marry there, and later his
mother, Mrs. Sarah Skaggs Woodrow, of
Rowan county, “signed” for her to come to
the United States as an immigrant. His
father is Tom E. Woodrow, native of
Greenup county.

For Mrs. Woodrow the miles and times
between Iglau, Czechoslovakia and
Esslingen had many heartaches and
disappointments. Her parents left Iglau in
the fall of 1945, evacuated to Austria, then
to Germany during the Russian occupation
after World War II.

“It is typical of Czechs not to accept
ruling by anyone or always being over-
seen,” said Mrs. Woodrow.

When the war came the school shé at-
tended was turned into a front line hospital.
When Russians came the Germans packed
everything and went to Austria, taking
“Sue” along. In Austria she was taken
prisoner by American troops who, after
learning she was not a German Citizen,
placed her in a work camp. There she
helped take care of Jews who were political
prisoners.

Sue remembers well the survivors of
concentration camps at Dachau and
Buchenwald. Her father, too, had been
taken prisoner by Russians who confined
him in Siberia.

“They didn’t beat him but they almost

starved him to death,’” she recalls. “When I
found him he had lost about 100 pounds and
had rags on his feet for shoes. When he
became too ill to work they released him to
East Germany. He had been kept un-
derground—everything is underground in
prison camps.”

Her mother had evaded capture by
running from neighbor to neighbor. She
later was put in displaced persons camp in
Austria and still later moved to a camp in
Esslingen.

Sue, an only child, used moments away
from work as a telephone operator to
search prisoner camp lists for her father’s
name. After she found him, the two then
went from meeting to meeting, checking
names on lists that were posted, and found
her mother.

After coming to America, Sue worked for
a time in a Michigan hospital. ‘“Michigan is
too crowded,” she decided, so with her
husband Arthur, a house contractor and
builder, she came to Eastern Kentucky.

“I want to build and make my home on
our 80-acre farm on Williams Creek.” She
pointed down a long hollow back of the
house on Route 3. “This year we're having
three or four acres of cane, one acre of
cucumbers and I've set out 13 fruit trees.
We have 165 chickens, one pig, four horses,
one mule and Cindy, a redbone hound.”

“Don’t forget Cricket, Mom,” said one of
the daughters, referring to a chihuahua
with five pups.

Mrs. Woodrow is puzzled by America’s
system of loyalty. “I cannot understand
how a football player can play equally well
for one team as the other when he is
traded.”

Politics? “I've lived in a democratic
system and also a dictatorship. Then we
came to America where politicians run
smear campaigns against one another,
telling how bad the other is. Then later they
support the bad one.”

She laughed and added that she is happy
to be right where she is, on a long, high
ridge in the Kentucky hills.

“Eastern Kentucky is beautiful. It’s so
like Czechoslovakia. Iglau is on a mountain
range that divides Bohemia from Moravia.
This reminds me of that and I've loved it
since the first time I saw it.”

FRANKFORT, KY.—Many young men
who come to our office seeking a solution to
their ‘‘draft’” problem are either ap-
prehensive, angry or afraid. Through
_ counseling we try to alleviate the ap-

prehension, anger and fearfulness.

Irvm (Irv) was one of our most recent
callers with a problem. His situation
literally ran the gamut of the main
Selective Service classifications.

We would like to relate his problem as it
is one of the most unusual that we have
been exposed to since being associated with
the administration of the “draft” in Ken-
tucky.

With parental consent Irv enlisted in a

- reserve component at the age of 17%. He

dropped out of high school before
graduation and had been unable to get a job
that paid a decent wage. Immediately upon
enlistment, he requested his six months of
active duty training.

While on active training duty, Irv at-
tained the age of 18 and should have gone to
a local board to be registered. It is
reasonable to assume that he thought
enlisting in the reserve relieved him of the
liability of registering for the “draft.”

Prior to completion of the active traming
duty Irv was married and upon completion
of the prescribed duty he returned to his
hometown and for a few months attended
the prescribed - drills. Irv subsequently
moved fo another town to accept em-
ployment as a machinist. Because of
change in residence his participation in
prescribed drills became unsatisfactory and
he was discharged. During this period of
time he became a father.

Irv still failed to comply with the
Selective Service law with respect to
registration, which was not brought out in
conversation with us. Finally he did report
to a local board and was registered in
March 1971.

He was born on Feb. 25, 1950, and his
random sequence number (RSN) from the
lottery of Dec. 1, 1969, was 179.

Since Irv had not fulﬂlled his mﬂitary
contract he was not eligible for either a IV-
A classification (veteran) or a I-D
classification (Reserve). Likewise, the
President’s Executive Order of April 23,
1970, precludes him from being considered
for either an occupational or dependency
deferment. The local board had no other
alternative than to consider him for Class I-
A.

Had Irv registered on time and with a
RSN of 179 from the 1969 drawing his year of
prime vulnerability would have ended on
Dec. 31, 1970, because RSN 179 had not been
reached by his local board. As the
registration was accomplished in 1971, Irv
is in the prime selection group and he will
have to wait until the end of the year to
know whether his RSN will be reached.

_This is the information we gave Irv and
we sincerely hope that through eyeball to
eyeball dialogue we have alleviated his

“apprehension and assured him he is being
treated with fairness and equity.

Q. I need your advice. At the end of my

- and lose my II-S classification? I could go

A. The current Selective Service law and

- implementing regulations require a student
- to progress from one school year of study to

another within 12 calendar months. This
permits the student to continue his training

_ through summer term if it is needed to

advance to the next year of study.
In a course of study, which is four years

- in duration, the student should complete

approximately 25 percent of the required
credit hours each school year. State sup-

* ported colleges and universities require the

completion of 30, 60 and 90 credit hoursas a
minimum to achleve sophomore, junior and

- senior status. A student may advance to the

. fourth year of study with 90 credit hours
. and not be able to complete 128 credit hours
. which is normally required for graduation.

Should a registrant not graduate within
. the four-year period and be reclassified as
available for military service, the

_ regulatlons provide for the granting of a

. statutory deferment one time only provided
he is a full time, satisfactory student at the
~ time he is ordered for induction, In many

instances this permits the registrant to

:T complete his prescribed course of

Man'’s eternal war with the bugs goes on
and on at an ever increasing tempo, with
more and more of the deadliest poisons
known now being used to eradicate them.
But man is losing the fight! Man needs to
know more about the infinite capacity of
bugs and beetles, roaches, ants and
grasshoppers to survive in a hostile world.
Insects have been on this earth for
multiplied millions of years; they have
survived against all the odds that were
piled up against them; they already had
millions of year’s experience in how to live
and meet any new problem of survival long
before man came on the scene.

Insects quickly build up an immunity to
the most deadly poisons in man’s arsenal;
it now takes a thousand times stronger
dosage of pesticides to kill flies and other
insects than it did their ancestors of only a
few years ago. This is because they can
develop an immunity against most any
deadly poison in a season. Insects breed
faster than most other living things; for
instance, the pesky plant aphids can
produce a new generation about every ten
days; in one season'’s time they can build up
an immunity to poisons that killed their
first ancestors of the season. It is im-
possible to freeze insects to death; they can
go into a sort of coma and come alive when
spring rolls around.

Let us say that a farmer sprays a field
with dieldrin or parathion and kills a billion
insects. There are billions of others left in

hiding places, in underground retreats, in

the pith of plants, in a thousand different
places which the spray does not reach.
- Scientists now despair of ever learning and
- classifying the number of different species
of insects. So far, there have been about
625,000 species classified. But it is
estimated that there are from three million
to four million different species of insects in
the world. There are so many in a single
acre of open land it would take many years
to count them all. The way scientists arrive
at the number in one acre of a field or open
lands, is to count the number of insects in
one square yard of earth. The number will
run from one to two thousand to each
square yard. That would make the number
of insects to one acre equal to about 4
million; In ten acres there would be 40
‘million different kinds of insects! How can
man ever hope to eliminate them?

The insect populations increase every
year, especially those of the pest class, this
despite the fact that more deadly poisons
are being used on them than ever before.
This is because man has destroyed the
enemies of insects. Nature worked out a
delicate and very efficient means of checks
and balances; for millions of years before
man’s advent, nature kept all kinds of life
in proper balance; she created predators to
devour the pests and keep them in check,
but ‘man’s deadly sprays break up the
balance of nature, destroy the predators
‘and give the pests a better chance to in-
crease.

Consider how many different kinds of
predators nature has made to help control
the pests; there is the praying mantis,
which is one of the greediest eaters on earth
and can devour its weight in insects most
any day; but man sprays his fields with
deadly parathion or dieldrin and destroys
the mantises along with the pests. He would
do much better to hunt up the egg masses of
the mantises and place them around his
garden in the spring, as these would hatch
out and destroy the aphids and other pests.
Then there are the crows; turn a flock of
crows into a tobacco field and they will
quickly devour every hornworm in it. But
man no longer has the crows for helpers; he
has poisoned them, shot them, chased them
from pillar to post; then there are the small
bracnonid wasps, which are expressly
made to destroy the big hornworms and
other caterpillars; these small wasps lay
their eggs on the tobacco worms; the eggs
soon hatech and the larvae quickly devour
the hornworms. But man has poisoned
these little wasps along with the pests. Then
there are the spiders, which were created
to be the greatest insect catchers on this
_ earth; they can catch the most wary insect,
and few can escape their snares. But man
puts out deadly sprays and kills the very
warriors that are trying to help him control
the pests. There are also the lady beetles,
which devour plant lice and otherpests, but
these are killed by sprays along with the
pests. There are the brown paper wasps,
which capture insects, chew them up and
feed them to the young wasps. But man also
puts out sprays to help keep these down, as
well as the hornets, which are great eaters
of flies and all kinds of pests. But we do not
see many hornets nowadays, and wasps do

not seem as numerous. Man also destroys
ants by the millions, which are also among
the greatest killers of insect pests; they
even will capture a large caterpillar, cut it
up into smaller pieces and drag these to
their colony to be eaten. There are the
lizards, the little green snakes, and many
other great warriors made to help man. But
few appreciate their help. Some still kill the
lizards and non-poinsonous snakes.

Often the U. S. Agricultural Department,
which seems too easily swayed by
propagandists and the powerful makers of
the deadly chemicals and sprays will un-
dertake a gigantic saturation of a large
area, as they did, with DDT in 1957, and
soaked three million acres in the New
England states palpably for the purpose of
wiping out the gypsy moth. They killed
most all life in this area—birds, animals,
fish, bees, wasps, ants; they contaminated
the milk supply and the foods but they
failed to wipe out the gypsy moth! Many
persons today are suffering cancer and
hepatitis from the effects of such masive
doses of DDT.
